All the studio facilities are being
designed to accommodate public
tours and teaching guides, Eugene
A. Yaros says.

In addition, the two-story build-
ing will have a special area to house
a mobile television unit within the
building. Walls, ceilings and floor in
the studio rooms will get a special
acoustical treatment.
