Reverend Clergy, Diocesan Delegates, Friends: 

"Behold, I have set before you an open door, which no man is able to shut. 
For although you had only a little strength, you have kept my word, and have 
not denied my name." (Revelation 3:8) 

I am reminded of these words from the Holy Scriptures, as we gather for a 
requiem service for our beloved Vehapar, of blessed memory: His Holiness 
Vasken the First, Supreme Patriarch and Catholicos of All Armenians. More 
than most people, we Armenian Christians have had our "little strength" 
tested in this century. But through it all, we kept God's word, and never 
denied His name. 

Now, a door has been opened for us: a door to the future, for our Church, for 
our people, for each of us as individual souls. And today, we shall take the 
first step into that doorway. 

This magnificent cathedral, consecrated by His Holiness in 1968 and located in 
the heart of the greatest metropolis in the world, is a living tribute to the 
spirit of a generation. At the beginning of this century, the members of that 
generation seemed doomed to extinction. But they refused to perish. And 
now, at the dawn of a new century, the existence of numerous, thriving 
diaspora communities, and the promise of a free homeland, stand as 
powerful testimonies to their courage, foresight, industry and sacrifice. 

In many ways, Vasken the First embodied the aspirations of the Armenians 
of that generation. He stood firm at the helm of the Armenian Church for 
almost four decades, navigating the good ship of our people through storms 
and troubled waters. In his final years, he was blessed to see his beloved 
nation enter the sweet harbor of independence and liberty. 

Having accomplished his task on earth, Catholicos Vasken was called to his 
Creator. It remains to us, the living, to assume the difficult work of securing 
and expanding the unique Christian legacy which Vehapar and his 
generation bequeathed to us, and which they themselves inherited from 
ancestors reaching all the way back to the time of St. Gregory the Illuminator, 
and even further, to Christ Himself. Our first task in that effort is to choose a 
successor to the Throne of St. Gregory. 



As the Scriptures suggest, we stand on a threshold. Behind us is a rich history 
of intellectual and moral achievement, which we are only just barely 
beginning to recover. In front of us lies a doorway to the unknown: a new 
century, a reborn "body politic," an evolving relationship between diaspora 
and homeland-in short, a host of challenges and opportunities which our 
people have not encountered before. 

The role our Church will play in this future is complex. The Church must 
address our unique historical moment, to be sure. But it must ~ stand 
beyond time, reflecting the eternal, unchanging truths about Man and God,· 
and reminding us that our generation is merely the current custodian of a 
treasure which belongs, not to us, but to the ages. 

The Church must be active in the world, and speak to the everyday concerns 
of our people-in our homes, our families and our local communities. But 
the Church must also transcend this world, pointing beyond politics, beyond 
human institutions-beyond even itself-to that one, true Kingdom, which 
is the source of all earthly authority, and which is the homeland of all who 
bow their heads in humble love of God. 

Even though the precise shape of our future is unclear, one thing is certain: 
in the twenty-first century, the Armenian people throughout the world will 
turn to their Church as the great source of life, inspiration and creativity. 
Like a loving mother, the Church has lived up to this responsibility for the 
past seventeen centuries. And we should not be surprised if, in the coming 
years, the children of the Church require even greater nourishment and 
leadership from their mother. 

Father, Son and Holy Spirit are the source of that leadership and 
nourishment, and the Church is the vessel-the earthly body-through 
which God ministers to this world. Today, and in the months to come, as we 
select a new Catholicos for our Church, we will be identifying a head for that 
earthly body. So it is hardly an under-statement to emphasize the incredible 
importance and vitality of the office of Catholicos. 

As the only officer in the world elected by the representatives of the entire 
nation, the Catholicos enjoys a unique relationship with the Armenian 
people. He is truly called the "Catholicos of All Armenians," for he 
represents the whole range of our people-encompassing the diaspora as well 
as the homeland-in a way that no other bishop, no king, no elected 
politician, has ever done. He is a spiritual father, through whom all the 
component parts of the Church are united. 

But the Catholicos does not just represent the people of the Church: he 
symbolizes the very Church itself, embodying its continuity through the ages, 
its moral authority, and the dignity of its mission as established by Jesus 



Christ. All the moral, intellectual and spiritual resources of the new pontiff 
will be called on, as he assumes the weighty mantle of this institution. 

What kind of man will ultimately shoulder the burden of this office in the 
coming years? Where will he come from? What kind of education and 
background will he have? These are questions which will finally be decided 
by you-the people of the Armenian Church-through your elected 
representatives. It is a testimony to the wisdom, foresight and faith of our 
church fathers, that the faithful sons and daughters of the Church are 
invested with the authority to choose the spiritual father of all Armenians. 

Today, as the first step in that election process, you will be entrusting twenty­
four individuals with the responsibility of electing the one hundred thirty­
first Catholicos. While that is a serious and solemn decision, we should not 
be afraid to cross the threshold, and pass through the door. Though we pass 
into an unknown future, we may have faith that our steps and hearts will be 
guided along the way. As the Scriptures promise: 

"Behold, I stand at the door, and knock. If any man hears my voice, and 
opens the door, I will come in to him, and I will eat with him, and he with 
me." (Revelation 3: 20) 

We do indeed stand on the threshold of the doorway. But we are not alone: 
another stands with us-another who has stood with our people through all 
our national turning points, lending us strength in our days of sorrow, joy in 
our days of victory, and wisdom in our days of decision. We have only to 
invite Him, and he will be our guide through this doorway as well. 

May God bless you all.

Fr. Krikor's Version: 

This requiem service for our beloved Vehapar, His Holiness Vasken the First, 
Supreme Patriarch and Catholicos of All Armenians of blessed memory, 
reminds us that an interesting chapter in the history of our people has come 
to an end and a new chapter is about to begin. The second half of the 
twentieth century will go on record as a time of recovery and revival for our 
church and the Armenians all over the world. 

This magnificent edifice, consecrated by His Holiness in 1968 and located in 
the center of the greatest metropolis of the world, is a living tribute to the 
spirit of a generation which was doomed to be exterminated at the beginning 
of the twentieth century but refused to perish. Vasken I emerged as the 
catalyst for the aspirations of the Armenians of that generation. He stood 
firm at the helm of the Armenian Church for almost four decades, as the 
good ship of our people weathered the aftermath of earlier tempests and 
reached safer waters, from where the calm in the haven of liberty is now 
visible. 

Today we are at the down of a new era. We are gathered here with an 
awareness of our rich history and with a sense of responsibility for the future. 
While admiring our predecessors for their faith and the unique national 
Christian legacy which they bequeathed to us, we find ourselves under an 
obligation and commitment to guard a noble tradition that has brought us 
into Christ's fold, making us a part of God's chosen people since the year 301.

It is not easy to elect a bishop who could fulfill all the prerequisites for the 
patriarchal office and we must elect as delegates qualified people who can 
judge people. While I have reason to trust the good judgement of every

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canons and bylaws and speak Armenian so that they would not have 
difficulty understanding the discussions during the sessions of the Assembly. 
I know that you will vote with the conscience of your will, knowing well that 
you are representing not only your parishes but also all the Armenians of 
your respective communities. I ask that you cast your ballots and elect people 
who would carry out their duties with seriousness and a sense of 
responsibility and consider the welfare of the Armenian Church beyond 
regional and personal interests. 

May God bless you and may His Spirit enlighten your minds so that you vote 
with a full understanding that the one whom you elect will in turn elect the 
one who is the chosen of God.

We have received with thanks the response to our questionnaire, 
duly signed by Your Eminence, the chairman and the secretary of 
your Diocesan Council, in which you clearly stated the 
approximate total figure of the faithful of your Diocese together 
with its regions. 

The Supreme Spiritual Council of Holy Etchmiadzin in its session 
of November 28, 1994 took into consideration the data you sent, 
in connection with the approximate total figure of the faithful 
living in the Eastern Diocese and in its regions. 

According to the data provided by you, the approximate total 
figure of the faithful residing in your Diocese and in its 
regions amounts to 600,000.

Mother See of Holy Etchmiadzin 

Guidelines tor the Election of Delegates 

1. The Delegates and Alternates must be members of the Armenian 
Apostolic Church, baptized and confirmed. 

2. The Delegates and Alternates must be 30 years of age. 

3. The Delegates and Alternates are elected and not appointed. 
The election is held in the following manner: 

a) The Delegates and Alternates are elected by the 
Diocesan Annual or Special Assembly. The Primate and 
the Diocesan Council invite the Diocesan Assembly. 

b) In case there is a difficulty in convening the Diocesan 
Assembly, the Primate summons the members of the 
Diocesan Council, all the pastors serving in the 
parishes and all the members of the Parish Councils to 
a special meeting. 

c) The pastors serving in parishes and the members of the 
Parish Councils are invited to the meeting on the part 
of the Primate and the Diocesan Council. The Delegates 
and Alternates representing various regions are elected 
by secret ballot. 

d) Or, the functioning pastors and Parish Councils in a 
certain region are summoned to a meeting by the Primate 
and the Diocesan Council.

The total figure of the delegates assigned by the Supreme 
Spiritual Council is to be divided over the regions deciding 
the number of the delegates allocated to each region. 



s. The Primate and the Diocesan Council have the task of 
sending the minutes and the election results of the Diocesan 
Assembly, or the joint meetings of Pastors and Parish 
Councils or the Regional Meetings, to the Locum Tenens of 
the Catholicosate and the Supreme Spiritual Council by 
January 31,· 1995. 

6. The credentials of the Delegates and Alternates signed by 
the Primate and the Chancellory of the Diocesan Council are 
to be sent to the Locum Tenens and the Supreme Spiritual 
Council. 

7. The final approval of the Delegates and Alternates and the 
delivering of credentials are done by the Supreme Spiritual 
Council. 

8. The implementation of these election guidelines is necessary 
to regard the result of the elections as legal •

THE COM:MENCEMENT CEREMONY AT THE THEOLOGICAL SEMINARY 
OF HOLY ETCHMIADZIN, ARMENIA 

The commencement ceremony of the accademic year of 1995-96 
of the Theological Seminary of Holy Etchmiadzin took place on the 
12th of September at 10.30 in the Assembly hall of the Seminary. 

The ceremony was presided by His Holiness Karekin I Catholicos 
of All Armenians. His Holiness was flanked by Archbishops Housik 
Santourian, Shahe Ajemian, Karekin Nersisian and Bishop Vicken 
Aykazian. Among the audience there were Archbishops Kevork 
Seraydarian, Grigoris Bouniatian, Bishops Anania Arabajian and 
Asoghik Aristakesian. Besides the students the hall was filled with 
correspondents, guests, staff and teachers. 

The commencement began with the Lord's Prayer followed by 
the national hymn and the anthem of the Seminary. Both were sung 
by the students of the Seminary. 

The audience then was addressed by the Dean of the Seminary 
V. Rev. Fr. Haigazoun Najarian, who breifly outlined his plans for the 
accademic year. He especially emphasized saying "Our goal is to 
prepare young and spriritually sound clergy nurtured with the faith 
of our forefathers; that the present atmosphere in Armenia allows us 
full freedom, it is up to us to use this opportunity to it's utmost". The 
speech was followed by popular Armenian songs and religious hymns 
sung by the seminarians and led by Mr. R. Sharbatian and by V. Rev. 
Fr. Bagrat Galstian respectively. 

The lesson chosen from the Gospel presented the parable of the 
Sawyer, read by V. Rev. Fr. Garabet Haroutiounian, which so 
appropriately was linked with the theme of the day. 

At the end His Holiness gave His blessings saying "This morning 
will be written in the record of the Seminary, not merely to fulfill the 
duty of a scribe, but because we have already passed the· first fifty 
years of the Seminary since it's reopening in 1945. Now we are 
opening a new page in the following fifty years in a new and a free 
land and independent State and in the first year of my pontificate". 
His Holiness expressed his joy by saying that in spite of his heavily 
crowded schedule he willingly accepted to teach certain courses in the 
Seminary in the form of Seminar type of sessions. He hoped that in 
the near futu-re the quality and level of academic work of the 
Seminary will be promoted, He expressed his joy that the number of 
the students· has risen this year to 97, though he said "I beleive in the 
quality, numbers are not of great value if we do not enrich them with 
spriritual and intellectual values." 

His Holiness ended his words by welcoming the guests and 
blessing the audience.

In the March 11, 1995 edition of The Armenian Reporter International, the 
editors seriously misrepresented remarks made by Archbishop Khajag 
Barsamian, Primate of the Diocese of the Armenian Church of America, 
regarding the upcoming election of the Catholicos of All Armenians. 

In a front-page article entitled "President Der Bedrosian Formally Endorses 
H.H. Karekin II for the Position of Catholicos of All Armenians," Archbishop 
Barsamian is presented-in an indirect quote-as stating (1) that he is no 
longer a candidate for the office of Catholicos; (2) that in light of the 
Armenian president's endorsement, Archbishop Barsamian will support the 
candidacy of the Catholicos of Cilicia; and (3) that Archbishop Torkom 
Manoogian, the Patriarch of Jerusalem and Locum Tenens of the Holy See at 
Etchmiadzin, will likewise withdraw his name from consideration and 
support the Catholicos of Cilicia. 

To my great chagrin, the Reporter's presentation of this matter is almost 
entirely erroneous; the impression the article leaves is at best mischievous 
and at worst malicious. 

Let me emphasize again that Archbishop Barsamian's supposed remarks 
were not presented in quotation marks, but rather in a summary which was 
supposed to accurately reflect the "gist" of his comments.

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2) When asked about the qualifications of His Holiness Karekin II, Catholicos 
of the Great House of Cilicia, Archbishop Barsamian remarked that the 
former possessed many fine and admirable qualities, and enumerated some 
of these. The Primate did not, however, suggest that he would endorse this­
or any other-candidate in the election. 

3) The Primate offered no information about (a) the candidacy of His 
Beatitude Archbishop Torkom Manoogian; (b) whether the latter will or will 
not formally enter his name as a candidate for the office of Catholicos; nor (c) 
the considerations which will guide Archbishop Manoogian's final decision. 

The Armenian Reporter took these distinct and unrelated remarks, and 
blended them together to make it sound as if Archbishop Barsamian had said 
something quite different. 

I have taken some pains to clarify the Primate's actual comments, because the 
Reporter's serious misrepresentation has sown much confusion among the 
member parishes of the Diocese of the Armenian Church, and has created 
much mischief within the Armenian community. I strongly urge the editors, 
in the interests of truthful reporting, to print a retraction-in a prominent 
and obvious location-in their upcoming issue, so that the false impression 
they created may be in some measure dispelled.

candidacy of the Catholicos of Cilicia; and (3) that Archbishop Torkom 
Manoogian, the Patriarch of Jerusalem and Locum Tenens of the Holy See at 
Etchmiadzin, will likewise withdraw his name from consideration and 
support the Catholicos of Cilicia. 

Archbishop Barsamian's remarks were not presented in quotation marks, but 
rather in a summary which was supposed to accurately reflect the "gist" of his 
comments. Unfortunately, the article was misleading in this regard. The 
Primate's actual remarks, offered in an informal interview with the editor of 
the Reporter, were as follows: 

1) Archbishop Barsamian stated that, although he had been considered as a 
contender for the office of Catholicos, he had never in fact announced his 
formal candidacy, and was unlikely to do so in the future. He did not indicate 
that this decision was in any way related to President Ter Petrosian's 
endorsement. 

2) When asked about the qualifications of His Holiness Karekin II, Catholicos 
of the Great House of Cilicia, Archbishop Barsamian remarked that the 
former possessed many fine and admirable qualities, and enumerated some 
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of these. The Primate did not, however, suggest that he would endorse this­
or any other-candidate in the election. 

3) The Primate offered no information about (a) the candidacy of His 
Beatitude Archbishop Torkom Manoogian; (b) whether the latter will or will 
not formally enter his name as a candidate for the office of Catholicos; nor (c) 
the considerations which will guide Archbishop Manoogian's final decision. 

These distinct and unrelated remarks were blended together to make it sound 
as if Archbishop Barsamian had said something quite different. 

As written, the article has sown confusion among the member parishes of the 
Diocese of the Armenian Church. I am happy to clarify the Primate's actual 
comments, so that the false impression may be dispelled.

Haytaian Considering Another Crack at 
Senate, Eyes Bradley's Seat 

TRENTON, NJ- Assembly Speaker Chuck Haytaian may want to 
try, try again. 

Haytaian, who did not succeed in his first bid for the US Senate last 
year, said March 2nd that he is "seriously considering" a run for Sen. 
Bill Bradley's seat next year. 

Haytaian (R-Warren) said he informed Republican leadership, in­
cluding Governor Whitman's office, that he may want to take on 
Bradley in 1996. Haytaiar., who lost to Sen. Frank Lautenberg by 
66,000 votes- or three per cent of the vote- said he will make his 
decision by Labor Day. 

"Who says only one shot is all you get?" Haytaian said, ''Tom 
Kean got two shots, Christie Whitman got two shots. 1. didn't embar­
rass myselflast year. It's not like he blew me out of the water.'' 

Haytaian said supporters and family members have urged him to 
take another crack at the Senate. "It includes a lot of people who 
helped me raise money,"he said. "I'm going to seriously consider it. 
I'll talk to people. about raising money. I haven't made up my mind. 
but it's worth considering after all the urging." 

Haytaian said many supporters have come forward during the re­
cent debate about a federal balanced-budget amendment. The US 
Senate fell short of passing the amendment March 2nd with NJ Dem­
ocrats Bradley and Lautenberg voting no.

2 A Special Diocesan Assembly of the Armenian Church of America opened 
S at 1:00 PM on Saturday, January 14, 1995, for the purpose of electing

6 REQUIEM FORms HOLINESS LORD V ASKEN I, OF BLESSED MEMORY 
7 His Eminence Archbishop Khajag Barsamian, Primate of the Eastern 
8 Diocese, led a requiem service for His Holiness Lord, Lord Vasken I, of 
9 Blessed Memory, Supreme Patriarch and Cathollcos of All Armenians. He 

10 was assisted by the Very Rev. Fr. Haigazoun Najarian, the Very Rev. Fr.

20 The Chair asked Nubar Kupellan, Registrar, to conduct a roll call for voting

Untzag Nalbandian, 
8 Trumbull, CT, stated that was not necessarily fair to the candidates. 

9 Ms. Kasparian asked if all nominees could be introduced for identification 
10 purposes. Archbishop Barsamian said that if all nominees were present, 
11 then that would be fine, however, some nominees are missing, therefore, it 
12 would not be fair. 

13 The Chair opened nominations to the floor. No nominations were made. 
14 There was a motion and second to close the nominations from the floor. 
15 Motion carried. 

16 The Chair asked if any nominees Wished to Withdraw their name. Both 
17 Edward Onanian, Washington, D.C., and Kegham Tcholakian, New York 
18 City, NY, respectfully withdrew their names from the ballot. 

19 The Rev. Fr. Arshen Aivazian, Livingston, NJ, questioned the rationale for 
20 not having a set ratio of priests to laymen elected as delegates to the 
21 National Ecclesiastical Assembly. The Primate explained that the ratio 
22 system was not part of the directive from Holy Etchmtadzin. 

23 Fr. Aivazian motioned to bring this issue to the floor and give the delegates 
24 the rtght to set a ratio. The Chair ruled that the Assembly had already 
25 agreed upon the election process and nominations, therefore the motion 
26 was not in order. Fr. Aivazian challenged the Chair's ruling. There was a 
27 second to the challenge. The challenge was defeated with the delegates 
28 voting to uphold the Primate's explanation and Chair's interpretation of the 
29 procedural rules. 

30 The Chair asked non-candidate, Connie Kasparian, Trumbell, CT, to assist 
31 the Nominating Committee. He also stated that Rev. Keith Muhlehman, 
32 Development Director for the Diocese, and non-delegate Janet Davidian, 
33 Bayside, NY, would help with the mechanics of the scanner. 
34 ••• 
35 While the Nominating Committee prepared the ballot for distribution, John 
36 Hoplamaztan, Chainnan of the Diocese Perpetual Memorial Committee, 
37 gave an explanation about the "Living Memorial" that will be dedicated this 
38 spring by the Primate. The memorial will be located on the Cathedral plaza.

1 The Prtmate gave an overview regarding the general procedure for electing 
2 the new Catholicos and questions from the floor were entertained. 

3 ELECTION OF DELEGATES AND ALTERNATES 
4 TO THE NATIONAL ECCLESIASTICAL ASSEMBLY 
5 The Nominating Committee distrtbuted the first ballot and allowed several 
6 minutes for the delegates to complete it (see EXHIBIT 2). The Nominating 
7 Committee then collected the ballots through a roll call. 
8 ••• 
9 While the Nominating Committee processed the ballots, the Chair 

10 introduced Andrew Ouzounian, Tenafly, NJ, and Hagop Jebejian, Tenafly, 
11 NJ, to report on the Diocese renovations that have recently taken place. 

12 ELECTION RESULTS - 1st Vote 
13 The Nominating Committee reported that six nominees were elected on the 
14 first vote with 140 ballots collected and counted out of a possible 142. 

15 The six delegates elected on the first ballot were: (alphabetical order) 
16 Mr. Edward Chapian, Esq .. Bayside, NY 
17 Mr. Suren Fesjian, Westchester, NY 
18 Dr. Garo Garibian, Cheltenham, PA 
19 Hon. Vincent Gurahian, Westchester, NY 
20 Mr. Kevork Hovnantan, Elberon, NJ 
21 Dr. Dennis Papazian, Detroit, NJ 

22 Out of 100 names remaining, the top 75% were retained, thus leaving 75 
23 names -- 77 with ties. The Nominating Committee requested a suspension 
24 of election rules. The Chair explained that due to time constraints, the 
25 Nominating Committee requests that the balloting by majority vote be 
26 changed to a plurality vote in order to elect the remaining 18 people all 
27 within the second vote. From the rematntng, a third plurality vote would 
28 take place to decide on the 12 alternates. A motion and second were made 
29 to accept this request. Motion carried. 

SO The Rev. Fr. Dajad Davidian, Watertown, MA, motioned to restrict the ballot 
31 from the 77 to the top 36 -- thus just doubling the amount of the remaining 
32 18 delegates needed. This would save even more time. There was a second 
33 to this motion. A brief discussion ensued questioning how alternates would 
34 then be chosen. Fr. Davidian said that the 18 top vote-getters would be 
35 delegates, with the next 12 receiving the most votes becoming alternates. 
36 The motion passed by two-thirds majority.

1 While the Nominating Committee prepared the ballots for the second vote, 
2 four people outside of the agenda addressed the Special Assembly. 

3 The Rev. Fr. Garabed Kochakian, Chancellor of the Diocese, spoke briefly 
4 regarding the ''Year of the Bible." He stated that the theme of this year's 
IS Diocesan Assembly in Chelmsford is 'The Armenian Church -- LiVing in the 
6 Breath of God." He also spoke about the recently published Bible, which 
7 is an English version of the Annenian Bible. 

8 John Amboian reminded the delegates that the 93rd Diocesan Assembly 
9 will be hosted by the Sts. VartanantzArmenian Church in Chelmsford, MA. 

10 The Very Rev. Fr. Krikor Maksoudian, Zohrab Information Director, 
11 presented an overview of the publication he wrote on the history and 
12 election of the Catholici from the 5th century to the present. 

IS Zarvin Kasparian, Chainnan of the Unity Committee, summarized the 
14 events that have taken place sin~e the Diocesan Assembly in May of 1994. 
15 ••• 
16 The second ballot was then distributed to the delegates (see EXHIBIT 3).

The Nominating Committee wishes to present the following information to the Delegates 
attending the Special Diocesan Assembly for their consideration regarding balloting 
procedures. 

PURPOSE OF THE SPECIAL ASSEMBLY 

To elect twenty-four (24) delegates and twelve alternate delegates to represent the (Eastern) 
Diocese of the Armenian Church of America at the National Ecclesiastical Assembly that will 
commence on April 3, 1995 et the Holy Mother See in Etchmiadzin, Armenia for the election 
of the Supreme Patriarch and Catholicos of All Armenians. 

BECOMMENPEP BALLOTING PROCEPURES 

1 • Re: Election by Majority va. Plurality 
The Nominating Committee recommends that all balloting should require a majority 

vote. 

2. Re: Floor Nominees 
Delegates have the right to •nominate additional candidates from the -floor of the 

Assembly. For the sake of fairness and equality of requirements and considerations, the 
Nominating Committee recommends the following procedures for •floor nominees• that may 
be added to the names previously selected: 

a) All Nominees must be 30 year old in compliance with Article #5 of the Diocesan 
Bylaws. 

b) Biographical data be available for each floor nominee to the Assembly Delegates 
prior to the commencing of balloting. 

c) Either a written statement signed by a •ftoor Nominee• (if absent) or a verbal 
acceptance (if present) will be required. 

d) The nomination will require a second affirmation. 
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EXHIBIT 1 

3. Re: Recommended Voting Procedures 
Each delegate will vote for the proper number for names so indicated in the official 

ballot. Any greater number cast will invalidate the ballot. 
After the first ballot, each subsequent ballot will be reduced to the top 75% (plus ties) 

of the votegetters on the preceding ballot. After we have elected twenty-four (24) delegates, 
the next twenty-four (24) leading votegetters will form the initial ballot for the election of 
twelve (12) alternate delegates. Each subsequent ballot will be reduced as indicated above. 
In every ballot, there will always be at least (2) nominees for each position. 

We would like to reiterate that all nominees for the National Ecclesiastical Assembly 
will represent the Eastern Diocese, if elected. A minimum of e twelve day commitment to and 
from Armenia must be considered. Each delegate must assume the financial responsibility for 
travel end hotel accommodations. Every delegate must have a valid U$A passport and 
Armenian visa. A travel agent designated by the Diocese will be available at the Assembly to 
answer any questions which the elected Delegates to Holy Etchmiadzin may have. We wish 
to remind you that the Catholical enthronement will take place on Palm Sunday April9, 1995. 

We look forward to seeing you in New York on January 14, 1995.

Diocesan Assembly beginning at 12:00 noon.
