Armenian Apeostolic Church Project

THE LOCATION: B. BUILDING:

The block front on the north side of Horace Harding Blvd.,
Oceana Ave. to 210 St., a plot 200’ x 100". This property,
already purchased, has been decided upon after more than
a year’s careful study and search.

THE PROJECT:

The entire project will consist of three connecting build-

ings:

A: Main Church Building and Auditorium.

B. Rectory and Cultural Center Building.

C: Small Utilitarian Building connecting and serving both
A. and B. Buildings.

It is essential that Buildings A. and C. should be built

simultaneously. The plans will be arranged so that Building

B. may be built later should it become necessary.

A. MAIN BUILDING:

A. Building is set back approximately 40’ from both
streets, thus creating an attractive and private front court-
yard 3%’ above street level and bhordered with a stone wall
at the property line.

The main entrance of the Church will be from Oceana Ave.
(West) and altar at Eest end. The Nave will have an
approximate seating capacity of 330.

A large auditorium underneath will be complete with all
facilities. It will have full size windows on the north side.
The main entrance of the auditorium will be from Build-
ing C. at street level.

Ground floor will have offices, three classrooms, and a
medium size meeting and lecture room.

Upper floor will have appropriate living quarters for the
clergy: also a small apartment for the caretaker.

Three other rooms to serve for various organization meet-
ings as well as classrooms.

A large room to be used as a library, art center, and
exhibit room.

C. BUILDING:

C. Building will serve as the connecting building between
Buildings A. and B. It will house the heating room, wash
rooms, coat room, kitchen etc.

THE DESIGN:

The architect feels that the design of the exterior as well
as interior and the entire entourage should serve the needs
and be a sincere interpretation of the spirit of the present
generation of Armenians in America.

A contemporary rendition utilizing the details and outlines
of our ancient Armenian Architecture will fuse symbols of
our great heritage with the aspirations and hopes of the
present, and become a symbol of that new American culture
whose roots lie deep in the past.
