On Jan. 6, 1890 in the one-
time Armenian city of Tomarza,
Toros was born to and
Khatoon Madaghian. His brother
Hagop, sisters Goolezar and
Anna, and parents were among
the 1'2 million Armenians mas-

sacred in the 1915 Turkish geno-
cide. ,
When Toros arrived in Racine
in 1910, his plans were to seek &
fortune and return to his home-
land, but history made this im-
possible. In his strenuous desire
to become successful, be attend-
‘ed the Racine Vocational Sehool
to learn the language, obtain his
citizenship papers, and become
an enterprising businessman. He
purchased a large house at 219
Wisconsin Ave., pext to the
Shoop Building, which was used
as a seitlement house for 20
Armenian immigrant young men.

_He became a cook for these men

who took factory jobs at walk-
ing-distance firms: J. I. Case Co.,
Walker Mfg. Co., and Belle City
Malleable Iron Co.

Taking a sabbatical, he and an
uncle, Annanuk, purchased 120
acres in Baraboo. Wis.. huilt 3

home, and did some dairy farm-
ing. However, within six months,
he sold the bouse and land and
returned to make Racine his per-
manent home.

He worked at J. 1. Case Co.
for a short period before becom-
ing a State St. businessman,

- proprietor of Racine Rug Clean-

ing Co., Lincoln Shoe Repair Co.,
a retail shoe shop, and a delica-
tessen store.

When Toros decided to marry,
he went to the Armenian Orph-
anage in Constantinople (now Is-
tambul) as there were now no
Armenians in his native city of
Tomarza. He and Mrs. Madag-
hian, who were married on Sep-
tember 11, 1921, returned to
Racine and made their first
home at 1025 State St.,, above
the Rug Cleaning Co.

In the late 1920's Mr. Madagh-
ian purchased an acre of land
with a farm house at the north

E end of West High St. He built a

two story brick structure and
operated Lincoln Poultry Farm.
At one time the Racine Humane
Society leased the first floor for
a dog pound. During the depres-
sion, Toros converted this build-
ing into four apartments, which
are still being rented for that

purpose.

Toros will go down in history
as the founder of the first Ar-
menian Sunday School in the
United States. Through the un-
tiring efforts of Madaghian and
after a persuasive correspon-
dence of many years with the
Archbishop of the Diocese of the
Armenian Church of America in
New York City, he was granted
permission to open the doors of
St. Mesrob Sunday School on
Oct. 15, 1935. Now all of the
churches in the Armenian. Dio-
cese maintain a Sunday School.
He served as its superintendent
until 1945, when the position was
handed to his son Jack.

Still active and strong, Teros,
who lives with his daughter Mar-
garet at the homestead, occupies
time gardening, and as a handy
man for his rented apartments.
A lifetime scholar of the Bible,
he has conducted Sunday after-
noon Bible Study sessions from
his home. His hobbies include
authoring historical books of his
birthplace, Tomarza; keeping a-
breast of world news through
many sources of weekly Armen-
ian newspapers, keeping files
and records and keeping a li-
brary of books on many subjects.
But the highlight of his week is
his Wednesday night backgam-
mon game with his son Jack.

When the entire family meets,
Mrs. Madaghian, wife and moth-
er, who died Sept. 6, 1977, will
be remembered.
