BUILDING COMMITTEEZ RAFPORT

Dear Parish Member:

At the Annual Parish Assembly held on February 6 1966,
various reports were made, one of them was the Buildlng
Committeel!s Report, Part of this report was explained by
the Fund Raising Committee as our new Two-Year Building
Fund Pledge Plan,

Originally, our plan was to try and raise the necessary
money by .individual donations, but after reviewing many
plans, after many meetings and discussions, it was decided
that every member of St, Mary'!s Parish should participate
in this plan, for everyone will eventually use the facil-
lties that are being planned for,

The Building Committe has tried to keep the Parish members
informed of its progress by these reports, By now, everyone
should know of our purchase of the property in West Orange,
and the mortgage that it carries,

For those who have not seen the property, there is an

eight room stone house on it, .hich we plan on repairing and
using for a Parish House, The parish Council can then sell
the present Parish House on Fleetwood Place and retire the
existing mortgage, With the new Two-Year Building Plan, we
also wish to retire the existing mortgage on the West Orange
property.

As in every form of endeavor, there must be a need, and there
must be a plan, The following is the present needs and plans
of St, Mary'!s Armenian Church,

The Budget for the Two-Year Plan calls for the following
amount to be raised:

1, Mortgage on West Orange Property $25,000,00
2. Interest for 2 years on the Mortgage 3,000,00
3. Repairs on Parish House 10,000,00
li, Miscellaneous expenses 2,000,00

These costs are only preliminary estimates, Your Building
Committee will ge 3 to li bids from each trade, and after
careful study, select the bid, and award it to the lowest,

and most qualified contractor, Where your Committee or members
of the Parish can do the work ourselves, we will endegvor to

do so on your behalf,

The following plan is how we expect St, Mary'!s Parish to raise
the @u0,000.00 Budget, and we know from past experience of

the generousity of our members when they are called upon for
their help,

Time 2 Years

We have a budget of $A0,000.00 and approximately 150 families
in our Parish, divide these 2 figures and we get $266.00 for

2 years, then divide 266,00 by 2 years and we get $133,00.
Divide this $133.00 by 52 weeks and we get approximately $2.50
per week,

At this point we would like to stress, these figures are
only minimum amounts, we are sure where circumstances permit,
your pledge will be higher,
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As soon as possible a member of The Pledge Plan Committee
will call on you to discuss any questions you may have, and
to accept your Pledge,

Since we have an immediate need for $10,000,00 for the repairs
on the new Parish House, we would like to request a minimum of
25% down, with your Pledge, so the various Contractors can be
paid for the work they will do.

The following approximate figures are presented as a guide
for your consideration, again we would like to stress, this
is a plan for every member of St, Mary'!s Armenian Church,
