[t may be true that it is better to give than to receive,
but not if the response is motivated by a sense of quid
pro quo.

At a very young age, Sarkis Bagdasian gave up his
worldly life to serve God and his fellow men. He left his
hometown Providence, Rhade Island, and went to
Jerusalem to study in the seminary of the Armenian
Patriarchate of Jersualem. On November 15, 1959, he
was ordained a priest and named Houssig by Archbishop
Souren Kembhajian. For the past 25 years, because of his
true love and devotion, he has continously given his
best to the Armenian Church and his people. The
Church has always been his spiritual home. It was in
the Church that Hayr Soorp grew intellectually and
spiritually—finding the life of the soul congenial.

In Jerusalem, he advanced from “special student” to
teacher, to administrator. At the age of 25, he was
appointed Patriarchal Vicar of the Armenian community
in Israel by the Patriarch of Jerusalem, His Beatitude
Archbishop Yeghishe Derderian. From 1960-1971 Hayr
Soorp served his Church and people in Israel. The Israeli
Armenian community was blessed with a man who like
themselves knew the struggles and joys of the Armenians’
past, and who worked hard with great hopes for the
future. With his sincere and dedicated faith in the
Church, his warmth and love for everyone and a deep
concern and understanding for all people the young Hayr
Soorp revived the Armenian community spiritually and
educationally.

Church Services, Choirs, Armenian School and social
gatherings were organized and led by him. He initiated
the program for Altar Servers and Deacons. On
Christmas Day, the choir which he helped organize, sang
the Armenian Badarak which was broadcast over Israeli
radio. He devoted all his time and energy toward the
prosperity of the future by investing in the youth.
Wherever Hayr Soorp has served he has given of himself
to all, young and old alike.

Special note must be made of Hayr Soorp’s serious
responsibility with regard to the management of the
income generating properties belonging to the Armenian
Patriarchate of Jersualem in Israel. As Patriarchal Vicar,
Hayr Soorp closely supervised and managed all the rents
and implemented new and more efficient systems of
management. He also studied and became acquainted
with the complex laws of the Israeli government which
also effected the financial interests of the Armenian
Church and people. His diligent work and efforts met
with great success—the Armenian Patriarchate of
Jerusalem multiplied its revenue from the many income
generating properties.

It may seem amazing that one man could do so much.
Actually, the many hours of service and dedication to
his Church and people never deterred Hayr Soorp. The
fact is, the busier he was, the more he thrived. The
spiritual well being of his community was always his
primary concern. His ultimate goal has always been to
glorify God through the Armenian Church and his
people.

Sarkis Bagdasian was born in Providence, Rhode
Island on May 31, 1934, the son of Avedis and Anna
Bagdasian. Throughout his childhood and youth he knew
what he wanted to do: serve God. It was destined that
he leave his home in the United States, travel to
Jerusalem and then return. During his years in Jerusalem,
Hayr Soorp expanded his scope, strengthened his faith
and developed his ability to lead. At the same time, the
American-Armenian community was expanding and
changing and in need of clergy. Thus, the changed Sarkis
and the changed community were waiting for one
another. Hayr Soorp had come to the United States to
serve the ever growing Armenian community. Once
again, the Churches’ continued excellence in these
changing times was Hayr Soorp’s primary concern. He
continuously stressed the importance of remembering
what the Armenian Church and the Armenian faith are
all about—our future.

In 1971, Fr. Houssig Bagdasian was assigned to the
parish of St. Mary Armenian Apostolic Church of
[rvington. At the time, not only was he spiritually and
intellectually adept, but also, had a rare understanding
of community issues and particuarly of people. It was
this understanding of people, and his ability to draw the
best from everyone, that was the true gift Hayr Soorp
possessed as he set out to lead the parishioners
of St. Mary.

On numerous occasions Hayr Soorp and the
community were put to the test and accepted herculean
challenges. With pure Armenian faith, hard work and
prudent planning we have all witnessed with pride the
ascent and progress of our community.

In 1976, Fr. Houssig Bagdasian was appointed Vicar
General of the Eastern Diocese and Director of
Department of Finance by His Eminence Archbishop
Torkom Manoogian. Presently he retains the position
of Vicar General plus the position of chairman of the
Department of Finance at the Diocese.

Two dates will be forever recorded in the history of
our community. In 1973 we moved from Irvington to
Livingston. After long years of hope and sacrifice, we
had a beautiful church. On May 12, 1974 our new church
was consecrated. On March 26, 1980, our church was
destroyed by arsonists, leaving everyone in a state of
shock and despair. Under Hayr Soorp’s leadership, our
community rose to the test and did not fail. Hayr Scorp
worked many hours and days with the Parish Council,
and other members of the parish involved with the task
of restoration. Through the dedication and sincere efforts
of all our parishioners and friends, our church was
restored more beautifully than before, in a spirit of
Armenian architecture.

In retrospect, we know that Hayr Soorp has a special
way of dealing with people, at all levels, with warmth,
sincerity and intelligence. Sometimes he gets feisty in

the arguments that he gives towards certain concerns we
all share, yet we know by now that Hayr Soorp alway
comes out on the side of quality and equality. At times
Hayr Soorp has appeared to be an administrator, at time:
ateacher. At times he took the hard road and risky road.
Whichever role he assumed and whichever road he took
he always handled the situations well and had the jol
well done.

Never has he compromised his faith in the Armenian
Church and our people. As evidenced by his sermons
every Sunday, the transmission of our forefather’s faith,
culture and language, for the spiritual well-being of our
community, continues to be his primary concern.
Through his sermons he kindles a little fire in us and
lifts us up in spirit, encouraging every one of us to
continue to enrich our Christian lives and to give of
ourselves for our faith and heritage. For over 25 year
Hayr Soorp has kept his faith. His life and deeds hav
truly had a profound and positive effect on all of us. In
all spiritual situations his life has had impact and
meaning.

Looking back at his achievements in this community,
we can proudly declare that Hayr Soorp is a rare
combination of preacher, educator, administrator,
statesman and tactician who has worked hard with tl
members of this parish and has given us a community
and Church of outstanding strength.

We can best express our appreciation to Hayr Soon
by continuing the work of our Church, for the Glory of
God and for the prosperity of our people, never forgetrin
what the Armenian Church and Faith are all about—ou
Present and Future.
