Re: Services rendered in 1975 by 
Archdeacon Levon Hekimian 

I wish to keep ynu informed of services I have been happy 
to render my church 7 st. Marys Armenian Apostolic Church 
in Elberon, N. J., 1n addition to my duties as Archdeacon: 
all expenses absorbed by me unless indicated otherwise. 

1) Most of the clapboard were loose and some were out 
on the outside of the third floor. I replaced them 
with new ones and painted the entire front. 

2) The ceiling of one of the rooms in the basement had 
fallen; in the other room ceiling and walls were de­
molished. Installed new ceiling in both rooms, re­
paired the walls with sheet rock and painted the!rooms. 

3) Removed two large t~ees from the roots; cut the hedges 
about 500 feet long twice in the season; also trimmed 
large ledge trees about 200 feet long. 

4) Built cement curbs 226 feet long all around the grass, 
painted in yellow, and put sign "Watch the curb." The 
cement was supplied by contractor Joseph Calebratta. 

5) Built sidewalk 33 feet long by 3 feet wide. Expenses 
for this job were paid by the church. Repaired the 
floor of Sunday School porch. 

6) Painted the kitchen and hallway, 8 doors, and fire­
place. Painted tables and benches in the picnic area. 

7) In the basement I covered five 30 x 69 inch window 
frames with tar paper. 

8) The electric contractors left 160 feet long big open­
ings in the ground. I covered and repaired these holes. 

9) Mrs. Hekimian and I prepare the Mass all year around. 

10) We take care of cleaning the kitchen, hallway, porch 
and around. We furnish all bathroom supplies. 

11) Five gallons of paint were donated by Mr. Albert Har­
pootlian for which a "thank you" letter has been sent.

The St. M.ary•s Church will pay your stipend for the first three 
weeks of January, after which the Diocese will provide you with half 
of your present weekly salary unt11 such time as a permanent ass1qnment 
can be arranged. This will be in addition to whatever income you may 
derive from honorariums received from any other assignments. 

We hope to communicate with you in the near future.

Seme of our churches have even 
adopted the ,.lief ot aald.~ no announcements at all, issuing 
instead a weekly bulletin (a4meographed) tor distribution each 
Sunday. containing all relevtnt anneunceaenta. 
rml.y ma ttere ceneeming the church can be announced from the altar. 
And even with church announctllents, we must be very select1 ve and 
announce only matters et some importance, and not just everything 
that we want to bring to the public's attention. 1.t'hese must be 
done b,J other means. 
There ae ne exceptions with regard to non-church groups. 
There is a general exception, however. Non-church matters et national 
!aport, such as the Lebanon campaign, tor example, are werth any 
attention we can give 1 t. And in such instances we must use our 
geod judgmant or apply to the Diecese for guidance.
