powered to take any action deemed necessary in their judgment
in the total administration of the Elberon Parish.

Considering the above, the issues raised have been resolved
by decisions previously made by the Primate and the Diocesan
Council.

We are pleased to invite you to a Special Parish Assembly of the St. Mary Arme-
nian Church of Elberon, New Jersey, to be held in the church hall on Sunday afternoon,
June 13, 1976, immediately following the celebration of the Divine Liturgy. We plan
to begin services at 9:30 a.m. and conclude them before noon, at which time the meet-
ing is scheduled to start. The Very Reverend Paren Avedikian, pastor of the St. John
Church of Southfield, Michigan, and a member of the Diocesan Council, will be guest
celebrant, and will preside over the Assembly session immediately following.

It should be noted that at the 74th Diocesan Assembly the matter of Elberon
Parish was taken under consideration regarding protests, past decisions of the Primate
and the Diocesan Council and future decisions to be taken by the Primate and the Dio-
cesan Council. The Diocesan Assembly ratified all past actions and decisijons of the
Primate and the Diocesan Council, and gave its mandate to the Primate and the Diocesan
Council to take any and all actions they deem necessary in the future.

Prior announcements of this Assembly have already been made, together with its
purpose, which is solely to hold elections for an Interim Parish Council, and nominat-
ing and auditing conmittees, to serve until January or February 1977, at which time a
regular parish assembly will be held.

The Interim Parish Council, including any and all committees, shall be directly
responsible to and abide by the decisions of the Primate and the Diocesan Council.

We have enclosed a 1ist of Church members eligible to vote at this Special Assem~
bly. (See letter and membership form dated March 25, 1976). Also enclosed are slates
of candidates for the Parish Council, the nominating and auditing conmittee elections.

It should be added here that nominations of eligible members will be accepted from
%he floor during the meeting, and that members must be present to cast their ballots
n person.

If there are any questions, including the propriety of any name on the membership
Tist or on the slates for election, such questions must be brought in writing to the
attention of the Interim Governing Committee no later than June 6. The Governing
Committee will look into all matters brought to its attention and resolve them prior
to the Assembly on June 13.

No protests of any kind will be entertained during the Assembly. Any matter
presented at the Special Assembly which requires clarification shall be submitted to
the Diocesan Council member or members present at the Special Assembly and their deci-
sion shall be final.

It is expected that all the faithful of the parish will fulfill their responsi-
bility for the progress of the parish as an integral part of the Diocese of the Arme-
nian Church of America.
