~e, therc:;fore, advise you to vacate the p1·emises as BO')n as pos­
sible, since every day you remain in the building after June 15, 1 n 2, 
you \Vill be required to pay all (ll>xp~nses as mentioned above. '.The 
amount you will pay will be computed by our treasurer •

Council and avoid further unpleasant complications.

the L~dies Auxiliary we suspe;,.ded aJ.asses last spring.. · " . 

There is renewed int·ere~t>tq .. start the ,schodl: 1:1i·Septemb~r. ln order 
to do that, we need ~e~uat~{·facili ties to house the school. ·The. :lm­
mediat~·.reoolvement of""ihis nroblem would be ·to renovate the house Mr.

Your Grace, I think it is imperative that the Diocese be involved and 
assist· the Parish Counci,l in the removal of :Mr. Hekimian. The C<>uncil 
has just ~ecently auth9f'izecC the investigation of getting an attorney 
at law to :explore civilcaotion. against Mr. ,Hekimian for his. re'!11oval. 

We fee:L this is an aven"tte which we do not particularly want' tb pursue, 
but we have been put in: an embarrassing po~';ttion, a. position we can,,no 
longer change from. , ' ... 

\Ve humbly request yoUr"immediate intervention and assistance. This 
parish will not survive under these condi tiona. lt is imperative that 
you make a decisi0n in favor of .the remo'Tal of Mr. Hekimian.
