Award" is named after Sam Nersessian of the St. Louls ACYOA Chapter of Holy
Shoghagat Armenlan Church following his tragic death in May of 1979. The
Award Is annually presented to an ACYOA member who demonstrates Christian
virtues of love, patlence, humility and understanding.

2. Nominatlions shall be made by the parish priest (or
parish council chairman Iin parlishes without a
permanent priest) and/or the ACYOA chapter
executive committee from the glven parlish of the
nominee. '

3. Nominations shall be recelved by the ACYOA Central
Counci| by the prescribed deadline. Appllcations
recelved after the deadline will not be conslidered.

4. The nomlinee should possess the Christian virtues of
love, patience, humility, and understanding.

5. Selection Is not based on intelligence, physical
appearance or popularity.

6. The nominee should reflect Christ In actlions and
words.

7. The nominee should mend controversy, have a -
peaceful and conclliatory effect on others, and
understand the needs of others.

The scholarship Is annually given to a worthy and deserving applicant to
attend the St. Nersess Summer Studles Conferences sponsored by the Diocese of
the Armenian Church.
