A. Invocation 

The first session of the 37th Annual ACYOA General Assembly was called to order at 
8:05p.m. by the 1982 Assembly Vice Chairman, Arda Nazerian (Bayside). His Eminence, 
Archbishop Torkom Manoogian, Primate of the Diocese of the Armenian Church of America, 
led the delegates in an opening prayer service •. 

B. Roll Call 

Melanie Barsamian (Worcester), Recording Secretary of the ACYOA Central Council, 
called the roll. 33 of a possible 49 elected delegates were present. The Chair noted 
that a quorum was present and the 1983 Assembly could convene. 

Also in attendence was the Primate, Archbishop Torkom Manoogian, and Mr. James Magarian, 
Executive Secretary from the Diocese to the ACYOA. 

Melanie informed the delegates that Shake Ajamian (Bayside) and herself would act as 
recording.secretaries for the Assembly proceedings. 

C. Election of Assembly Chairman 

The Chair opened nominations for 1983 Assembly Chairman. 
Melanie Barsamian (Central Council) nominated Arda Nazerian (Bayside) - seconded by 
Shake Ajamian (Bayside) - Arda accepted. 
John Hovagimian (Toronto) nominated Harold Kazanjian (Lawrence) - seconded by Robert 
Borzakian (Bostm1) - Harold accepted. 
Ralph Der Asadourian (Central Council) nominated ~ichael Mousigian (Detroit) - seconded 
by George Jevarjian (Detroit) -Michael accepted. 

Motion made and seconded to close nominations. Roll call - secret ballot vote. 

Election results: Arda Nazerian received a majority vote. Michael 
Mousigian received the second highest number of votes, 
and was thus the vice chairman of the Assembly. 



Other Assembly Officers, appointed by the Chair: 

Sergeant-at-Arms - Harold Kazanjian (Lawrence)

D. Adoption of Agenda 
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The ~genda for the Assembly, as previously sent to all delegates, was considered for 
adoption. Rev. Fr. Nersess Jebejian (Houston) requested that the Executive Secretary 
to the ACYOA report to the Assembly and access his year, in addition to his "Address" 
as noted in the agenda. 
Mr. Magarian responded that he makes his annual report to the Primate in December 
each year, and that his comments and information on ACYOA programs are included in 
the Report of the ACYOA Central CoJncil to the Delegates of the Assembly. 

Item VII., dealing with acceptance of the final session of the past Assembly, was 
deleted, since the Assembly has directed the Central Council to approve the final 
sessions. 

An addition of item XIIIa. was made, dealing with a report by Rev. Fr. Yeprem Kelegian 
on the Committee for Youth Ministry in the Diocese. 

Melanie Barsamian (Central Council) moved to accept the agenda as amended - seconded 
by Ellen Bogosian (Palos Heights). Motion passed. 

E. Adoption of Rules of Procedure 

Rev. Fr. Yeprem Kelegian (Hartford) emphasized the need to adhere to the rules and 
not allow urmecessary tangent discussion, and give spe.cial attention to rule 1114, 
dealing with the Rules of Conduct during an Assembly. 

Motion made and seconded to adopt the rules of procedure - motion passed. 

F. Welcoming Address of Host Chapter 

The Chair invited Mona Selyan, Chairman of the Toronto ACYOA Chapter of Holy Trinity 
Armenian Church to address the delegates. Mona welcomed the Primate, clergy;; 
Executive Secretary, ACYOA Central Council and all delegates to Toronto and wished 
them every success. 

G. Educational Presentation 

The Chair then turned the floor to Mr. James Magarian for the customary educational 
presentation of the Assembly. Mr. '1agarian presented the first draft of the in-process 
ACYOA Audio-Visu<l Program on the Armenians in the Holy Land. 

The one hour and 15 minute program will be edited and perhaps made into two or three 
separate slide-tape programs for use by parishes and chapters. The projected time 
when the programs will t.e available is January 1984. Discussion on the Holy Land 
followed the presentation. 
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H. Recess 

The Chair recognized .Sona Palvetzian of the Host Chatper Committee, who informed 
the delegates of the planned activities, and invited them to a welcoming buffet 
after the close of the Assembly session that evening. 

Rev~ Fr. Nersess Jebejian (Houston) moved to recess the Assembly until Thursday 
Morning - seconded by Vaughan Totovian (Central Council) - motion carried. 

The Assembly recessed at 9:55p.m., and will reconvene at 9 a.m. sharp. 

II. SECOND SESSION Thursday, September 1st, 1983 

A. Opening Service 

The Primate led the delegates in an opening prayer service to open the second session 
of the 1983 ACYOA General Assembly. 

B. Acceptance of Previous Session Minutes 

The Minutes of the first session of the Assembly were read and corrected. 
George Jevarjian (Detroit) moved to accept the Minutes - seconded by Robert Borzakian 
(Boston) -motion passed. 

The Chaired noted that there were 35 delegates present. 

C. Address of Executive Secretary 

Mr. James Magarian, Executive Secretary from the Diocese to the ACYOA, addressed the 
Assembly participants on the need for good communications, and that communicating is 
perhaps one of the most basic functions of human life. He also stressed the need 
for such communciations between members-of the ACYOA Chapter, members of th~ parish, 
and members of one's own family. 

Mr. Magarian involved some of the members of the Assembly in his Address, and closed 
with the point that everything one does, and does not do, is a form of communication. 
The Assemb!y applauded Mr. Magarian at the conclusion.

Rev. Fr. Nersess Jebejian (Houston) requested an '(cc·essment of the parishes. The Primate 
.informed Father Nersess that if he had any specif1c questions, now is the time to ask. 
(No questions were asked.) 

D. Report of the ACYOA Central Council to the Delegates of the Assembly 

The Chair invited Susan Mousigian, ACYOA Central Council Chairman, and Ralph Der 
Asadourian, ACYOA Central Council Treasurer, to deliver the Report. 

Susan reviewed the 21 page report which included information on the various administra­
tive functions of the Council, as well as the programs that were sponsored during 
thepast year. The Report had been sent to the Delegates prior to the Assembly. 

One of the many highlights of the Report included the newly established computerized 
National Mailing List. Susan stressed the need for as many names as possible from

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Rev. Fr. Yeprem Kelegian suggested that the Diocese should direct the parish priests 
and parish councils to collect a list of all Armenian youth in their respective areas. 
This may avoid the problem with the youth themselves not being able to collect names.

The question on membership cards was answered by Melanie Bar~amian (Central Council) 
who said that all cards were not sent out because dues money and proper addresses 
were received too late. 

Mark Kashgegian (Watertown) asked if the New Britain ACYOA Chapter had filed their 
Report on the 1982 National Sports Weekend. Susan Mousigian (Central Council) re­
sponded by saying that only the financial section was filed, and that repeated re­
minders were met with no response. 

It was suggested that a security deposit from the Sports Weekend Host Committee be 
forwarded to the Central Council, and that it be held until the full report is filed. 
It was also suggested that a simple'questionaire-checklist be made for simple report­
ing of the Sports Weekend activities. 

Other general suggestions included: 
That a clergyman be appointed to the Research and Development Committee. 
That the BEMA be utilized for youth articles and information. 
That a publication be designed specifically for youth. 
That a general report on by the Research and Development Committee be made. 
That a publicity committee be appointed to handle the distribution of the 

Executive Update publication to the youth of the Diocese. 

On "Publications and Educational Programs", Rev. Fr. Garabed Kochakian (Racine) asked 
if any future considerations were being made, in addition to the reprinting of 
"Sacraments and Prayers of the Armenian Church". The answer was yes, but restricted 
to available funds and researchers. 

The question on the future of the MagMoney Project was answered by the Council Chairman, 
stating that the project has been terminated for a number of reasons, including coo?era­
tion and commitment on the part of the distributor and by the youth themselveB,; 

Other comments and suggestions on the Council Report included: 
More publicity by the St. Nersess Seminary regarding the scholarship for the 

St. Nersess Summer Studies Conferences. 
ACYO~ Day programs should be supplemented with more important content. 
Importance of retreats should be stressed, and interest in them developed. 
The protocol section of the Chapter Handboo~ be changed and properly stated. 
The maple leaf should be inserted on all graphics of the ACYOA emblem. 

Ralph Der Asadourian (Central Council) presented the financial sections of the Report, 
dealing with the 1982-83 ACYOA fiscal year. 

Carol Kazerian (Racine) moved to accept the Council Report - seconded by George 
Jevarjian (Detroit) -motion passed. 

Rev. Fr. Nersess Jebejian commended the Council on their work. 
David Stevoff (Racine) commended the Council and the Executive Secretary on their 
work during the past year. He also read a statement on behalf on the Wisconsin ACYOA 
Ch:.1pter regarding the mission of the ACYOA. The statement stressed the need to witness 
our Chr.istian Faith and Armenian Cultural identity. The Christian character of our 
Organization must be strengthened more around our Christian heritage, as lived through 
the teachings of our Lord Jesus Christ, and as expressed through our Armenian religious 
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and cultural way of life. 

E. Report on the Committee for Youth Ministry in the Diocese 

The Chair invited Rev. Fr. Yeprem Kelegian to inform the Ass~mbly on the progress 
of the Committee for Youth Ministry in.the Diocese. Fr. Yeprem explained the pur­
pose and goals of the Committee, and stated that the current situation as regards 
the youth of the Church prompted the creation·of the Committee as suggested by the 
Executive Secretary. He said the simple purpose of the Committee is to seek out 
the best method of training Christian leaders in our Church and thereby reach out 
to our youth with programs and opportunity. 

F. Primate's Address 

The Chair invited His Eminence, Archbishop Torkom Manoogian, Primate of the Diocese 
of the Armenian Church, and Nationa~ President of the ACYOA, to address the Assembly. 
The Assembly welcomed His Eminence with a standing ovation. 

The Primate stressed the importance of .the youth within the Church, and that this 
importance rests on their active service to the Church. Understanding their faith 
and cultural identity, showing others t~ugh example, following through with responsi­
bility and taking an active role are important aspects that are sometimes overlooked. 

G. Appointment of Assembly Committees 

The Chair announced that following the Appointment of Assembly Committees, each com­
mittee is to meet in designated areas until the opening of the Third Assembly Session, 
which will commence at 3:30 p.m. 

The Chair then invited Susan Mousigian (Central Council) to read the Committee Appoint­
ments. The following Committees will meet and report to the Assembly: 

Budget 
Proposals and Amendments 
Resolutions and Courtesies 
Research and Development 
Religious Vocations Awareness 

The names of the delegates to each committee was read, along with where the committee 
would meet. 

Melanie Barsamian (Central Council) moved to recess the Assembly until 3:30 p.m. -
seconded by George Jevarjian (Detroit) -motion passed.

A. Accaptance of Previous Session Minutes

B. Assembly Committee Reprts 

Assembly Chairman, Arqa Nazerian, invited the spokesmen from the various Assembly 
Committees to give their reports to the Assembly. 

(1) RELIGIOUS VOCATIONS AWARENESS: 

Coordinated by Deacon Michael Chevian. Alice Zarzatian gave tae report. 
Committee members include: Melanie Barsamian (Central Council), Shake 
Ajamian (Bayside), Karen Andonian (Detroith Joyce Kouzouian (Boston), 
David Poosikian, Mark Totovian (Watertown) Carol Kazerian (Wisconsin). 

Reported that the original purpose of ACYOA was to promote the Priesthood 
and other religous vocations through publications, literature and mission 
programs. Now, we should fevive this intention to insure the healthy 
growth of our Church. We may accomplish this through the promotion of 
religious vocations, opportunities and careers in the Church. There is 
a need to make the various vocations known to the young people. 

These are some of our suggestions: That a newsletter to young people con­
tain information on religious vocations, as well as profiles on our priests 
and seminarians. That a slide program be developed showing the life-styles 
and work of our priests, as well as the life at the Armenian Seminary. That 
there be designated an Annual Religious Vocations Day at the parish level 
to learn more about religious vocations. That the mission program be used 
again to visit parishes in week-long programs, headed by a priest with ACYOA 
members as staff. That the ACYOA should sponsor a program for 10-14 year 
olds, concentrating on information on priesthood and religious vocations 
from a practical and fundamental point of view. 

John Hovagimian(Toronto) moved to accept the report - seconded by Michael Mousigian 
(Detroit) - motion carried. 

(2) RESEARCH AND DEVELOPMENT COMMITTEE 

Coordinated by Susan Mousigian (Central Council. Robert Borzakian gave the 
report. Committee members: Joyce Boyajian (Palos Heights), Kaizar Kazarian 
(Wisconsin), Deborah Stepanian (Evanston), Michael Yapchaian (Watertown). 

The Committee reported on their responsibilities since their formation 
following last year's Assembly. Committee members were appointed by the 
Central Council. 

The Committee proposed the following: That the ACYOA Parish ~ission Program 
be re-instituted with the cooperation of the St. Nersess Armenian Seminary 
using the following guidelines: (1) that the Mission Leader by the Director 
of Recruitment of the Seminar, if possible; (2) that the \'fission Team include 
at least one seminarian; and (3) that the remainder of the Team be made up of 
ACYOA members. 

Another proposal: That an ACYOA orientation program be incorporated into the 
Archbishop Torkom Manoogian Basketball Tournament, when the event is taking 
place in New York City. The orientation program would include: (1) a tour 
of the Cathedral Complex, (2) information and background on the ACYOA in a 
reception format, (3) other non-athletic social activities utilizing the 
many cultural attractions of the City. 
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Another proposal of the'eOIIIJil:tttee suggested that an Alumni Reunion of all 
past participants in the Armenian Studies Programs of the ACYOA be held 
encouraging ~he participants to exchange their experiences and perhaps sug­
gesting avenues of involvment in the Armenian Church and COlDIDlinity. 

Michael Mousigian (Detroit) moved to a~cept the Report-seconaed by Mark Totovian 
(Watertown) - motion carried. 

(3) PROPOSALS COMMITTEE REPORT 

Coordinated by Vaughan Totovian (Central Council). Craig Eranosian (Providence) 
gave the Report. Committee members: Kathy Terzian (Detroit), Charlie 
Arslanian (Cleveland), Haig Dikranian (Montreal), Steve Sirmakesyan (Montreal), 
Michael Yapchaian (Watertown), Nick Akgulian (Wisconsin) •.. 

The Committee reviewed the,Constitutional Amendments whicih were received by 
the ACYOA Central Council, and distributed to the chapters prior to the Assembly. 
Each proposal was considered separtely and accepted for discussion. 

[NOTE: Each proposal is later brought back to the Assembly floor for determina­
tion under "proposals" which will include general proposals from·the floor.] 

Michael Yapchaian (Watertown) moved to accept the Report - seconded by Carol Kazerian 
(Wisconsin) - motion carried.

A motion was then made by Mark Kashgegian (Watertown) to recess until 7:00 p.m. - seconded 
by Michael Yapchaian (Watertown) -motion carried. The Chair then instructed the dele­
gates to recess and meet at 7:00p.m. sharp.

"In case of a vacancy in any National Committee of the ACYOA 
created by resignation or otherwise, the ACYOA Central Council 
shall invite the individual who received the next hightest 
number of votes short of election at the last General Assembly 
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to fill the vacancy. This member shall serve until the 
following General Assembly. In the event that the first 
alternate is unable to fill the vacancy, the second alter­
nate shall be invited to fill the position. Should no 
alternates be available, the ACYOA Central Council shall 
select an ACYOA member in good standing to fill the vacancy 
with the same rights, privileges and responsibilities as 
the elected National Committee members."

D. Consideration of 
Constitutional Amendments (2/3 vote needed to pass) 

Submitted by the Watertown ACYOA Chapter: Article 8 - Section 8 

"The President of the Chapter shall be the Pastor in charge o£ the local parish 
or such representative delegated by the Pastor and employed by the parish for 
youth activities. The President of the Chapter shall have the responsibility of 
insuring all action taken by the Chapter or any of its committees is consistent 
with the objectives and policies of this Constitution. The President shall pre­
side over the Chapter Annual Membership and monthly Membership Meetings. In 
case of a tie in any voting, the President shall cast the deciding vote. In the 
event there is no local Pastor or Parish Council, the Chapter Chairman and 
ACYOA Central Council shall have these responsibilities." 

Michael Yapchaian (Watertown) serving as spokesman for the Constitutional Amend­
ments Committee, explained that the Committee did not recommend the amendment as 
worded, and suggested that the words "employed by" be replaced with the word 
"serving". 

Arthur Sabounjian (Watertown) asked if this amendment was against the Diocesan 
By-Laws. 

The Primate advised the Assembly that the proposed amendment was in violation of 
the Diocesan By-Laws in that it released a Pastor from duties that are clearly 
defined by the Diocesan By-Laws. The amendment would have to be re-worded. 

The amendment was not considered as initially worded, or as re-worded by the 
Constitutional Amendments Committee. 

A re-wording of the amendment was introduced by Michael Yapchaian (Watertown). 
Article 10 Section 5: 
"The Parish Youth Director, duly employed by the Parish for youth activities shall 
be an ex-officio delegate to the ACYOA General AssembLy with the powers of an 
elected delegate." 
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Motion made to consider the amendment (3/4 vote of Assembly needed) made by Stephen 
Sarkisian (Watertown) - seconded by Sona Palvetzian (Central Council) - passed. 

Motion made to accept the amendment by Stephen Sarkisian (Watertown) - seconded by 
Peter Babigian (Watertown). Discussion. 

Arthur Sabounj ian (Watertown) said that the reason for the words "duly employed" 
are to prevent someone from being appointed at the last minute for the purpose of 
gaining voting privileges at the ACYOA General Assembly. 

The Primate stated that several parishes are interested in employing youth directors, 
and that His Eminence is in favor of the idea of the amendment, and especially in 
its strict wording. His Eminence also said that parishes should be encouraged to 
spend money to employ youth directors. 

A 2/3 vote of the Assembly needed for Constitutional Amendments was not received. 

AMENDMENT NOT ACCtPTED. 
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At a later time, after suspended agenda, this proposed amendment was again brought 
to the Assembly floor. 

Stephen Sarkisian (Watertown) read an amended version of the proposed amendment: 

"The Parish Youth Director who is appointed by a parish or group of parishes to 
serve the youth of the parish(s) on a regular basis shall be an ex-officio delegate 
to the General Assembly of the ACYOA with the powers and privileges of an elected 
delegate." 

Peter Babigian (Watertown) moved to accept the proposed amendment - seconded by 
Michael Yapchaian (Watertown) - discussion. 

Questions were raised regarding guidlines for qualified Youth Directors, and the 
opportunity of large parishes to employ, versus small parishes who cannot. 

A 2/3 vote was not received for the proposed amendment. 

AMENDMENT DEFEATED. 

E. Consideration of National Budget 

Vaughan Totovian, ACYOA Central Council Treasurer, presented the Proposed National 
ACYOA Budget which was reviewed by the Assembly Budget Committee. 

Motion made by Scott Najarian (Worcester) to accept the Proposed National Budget -
seconded by Shake Ajamian (Bayside) - discussion. 

Fr. Nersess Jebejian (Houston) moved to amend the budget by decreasing the 
"Educational Workshops" line item from $700.00 to $500.00 - seconded by Steve 
Sarkisian (Watertown) - amendment PASSED. 

Fr. Nersess Jebejian (Houston) moved to amend the budget by removing the $100.00 
allocated to "Scholarships & Awards" - seconded by Stephen Sarkisian (Watertown) -
discussion. 

It was noted that usually the allotment for Scholarships and Awards is over $300.00. 
This year, no applications were received for the scholarships, and thus no money 
will be given in this area. Thus, a figure of $100.00 was placed for the line item 
to appear in the National Budget. The following year, the amount could be adjusted. 

It was suggested that "asterisks" be placed on the line item to indicate the need 
next year, allowing the money to be used elsewhere. 

Vote taken, amendment to budget PASSED. 

Miles Couyoumjian (Detroit) moved to amend the proposed budget by adding a new 
line item "Miscellaneous" and placing $300.00 there - seconded by Belinda Amerigian 
(Detroit) - amendment PASSED. 

Arda Nazerian (Central Council) moved to accept the National Budget as amended -
seconded by Scott Najarian (Worcester).

APPENDIX C: 

PR !MATE'S ADDRESS AT THE ANNUAL ASSEMBLY OF ACYOA, WYNNEWOOD, PENNSYLVANIA 
AUGUST 28, 1986 

It is a great joy that we are commemorating the forty years of fruitful service 
of the Armenian Church Youth Organization of America. 

It is appropriate on this wonderful occasion that we recall, with loving 
gratitude, one of the key people responsible for the formation of the ACYOA -
Archbishop Tiran Nersoyan, who worked so diligently to bring about the formation 
of the first Constitutional Assembly in January of 1946. 

One of the rna in reasons for the success of the ACYOA over these many years has 
been the emphasis on the establishment of a strong parish base for the 
organization. It was not set apart from the structure, but was, and is, very 
much a part of the Church. 

In addition to providing a variety of programs, including sports and 
entertainment that would be of interest to young men and women, the ACYOA 
undertook a great many projects that were of immediate value to the local 
parishes and to our church overall. 

Perhaps most important of all, the ACYOA undertook the sponsorship of publishing 
a number of books and other documents that have helped to enhance the teachings 
of our Church. Many of these publications were utilized by the Department of 
Religious Education when it began operations. 

The story of the growth of the ACYOA has not been without its thorny side as 
well. It would not be truthful to say that the forty years were filled only 
with success. 
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Twenty years ago, in the early and mid-1960's, the ACYOA was affected, as were 
so many other organizations and institutions in America, by the dramatic changes 
that swept through society - especially with respect to our youth. Young men 
and women everywhere, at every level of the economy and society, were "dropping 
out," or "turning off" - or, more unfortunately, "turning on" to one substance 
or another. There were new religions, new communes, new lifestyles. The ACYOA 
was to~ched, along with. other parts of American society as well. For two years, 
the annual General Assembly Weekend was suspended - and things were not as they 
should have been. 

Fortunately, there was still strength at the parish level. Much of the work of 
the national section was handled by the Diocese. Yet, two very valuable 
programs were inaugurated during this painful period- activities that still 
provide benefits to the participants as well as to the Church. 

We are referring to the Armenian Studies Program which provides a means for 
members of the ACYOA to go back to their historic "home," where most have never 
been. That is to Armenia. They have a chance to experience in a very 
meaningful way, the customs, the people, the language, the beauty - all that 
make our Armenian heritage so precious to us. 

During this same period, about fifteen years ago, the National Sports ~~eekend 
began attracting nearly a thousand young people from all around the country to 
participate in a wide variety of sports competitions, entertainment and, in 
general, have a wonderful opportunity to meet young people of similar 
backgrounds and interest. 

In addition to sponsoring sports competitions, the ACYOA continued to foster its 
educational contributions through such efforts as the development of 
audio-visual programs that help to explain the character of the Church liturgy 
and other important topics. 

We are pleased to see how the ACYOA has continued to place emphasis on the 
development of leaders, recognizing leadership qualities early on: by conducting 
such leadership programs as the Sam Nersessian Awards which call attention to 
young people who exemplify the characteristics one would hope to find in a 
sincere Christian, devoted to his or her church and faith. 

The scholarship programs, that send young people to attend courses at St. 
Nersess Seminary, offer another example of the kind of positive approach to 
developing leaders. 

Perhaps the finest compliment that can be paid to the ACYOA on its 40th 
anniversary is the fact that some many of our American-born clergy and lay 
workers were members of the ACYOA in their early years. Of course, we can trace 
a very high percentage of marriages over the past 40 years to couples who first 
met while attending ACYOA events. 
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Because of these and many other facts. the ACYOA is so vital to the future of 
our Church. We are a relatively small ethnic group, yet we are not weak. 

It is people who make the ACYOA work - people who contribute to the strength of 
our Church and the general welfare of the Armenian community in America. Those 
of you who are taking part in ACYOA now - who are here today - are the leaders 
of tod~ - and of tomorrow. The history of the last 40 years has proven this to 
be true. 

The mantle of leadership brings with it not only justifiable acclaim - it also 
carries a great deal of responsibility. That is not something to be taken 
lightly. It means that you are in positions where you give direction - not by 
issuing orders, but by the example you set. Many individuals with whom you come 
in contact are affected by what you do - and what you don't do. You may not 
realize it, but you are role models for younger people. You must act 
accordingly. 

You are responsible adult Christian men and women. 

It is not easy to be a Christian these day, but we must remind ourselves - when 
was it ever so? 

Ask you grandparents and other relatives who survived the Armenian genocide of 
1915 - they know how hard it can be to maintain the Christian faith. For them 
and their contemporaries, it meant facing death- literally. For those of us 
enjoying the freedoms of this country, being a Christian means that we have to 
resist the temptations to do all those things that we know are contrary to our 
Christian Armenian beliefs - but which are deemed acceptable by the rest of 
society. 

Often the biggest challenge for today's Christian is to say "No!" - when faced 
with a chance to do something we know to be wrong - while the rest of the world 
says it is all right. That is where your leadership must come in - through your 
actions as Christian Armenians. 

Will this always be easy? Of course not, but who said that good things can be 
achieved without some effort? Your role, as leaders, will be even more 
demanding, since it will be up to you to provide the example, to show the way. 

We had the benefit of a commentary from one of the young men who served as a 
summer Task Force Intern at the Diocesan Headquarters last month. 

Very accurately, he pointed out that it would be correct to call you "leaders of 
today", recognizing that in your present roles you are functioning in leadership 
capacities already. 

The question, however, that will always remain with us, is: "Where are we going 
from here?" 
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What lies ahead for the ACYOA? Next year, next decade, next century. 

The year 2001, the start of another century, will be upon us in less than 15 
years. It is not too soon to think about where the ACYOA can be - should be -
at that time. 

How is the ACYOA going to become even more meaningful for those who 
participate? How will you make it attractive to those who are not taking part, 
but should be participants? 

Undoubtedly, each of you knows someone- several individuals, perhaps- who 
should be seated here today. We are talking about people you know, who have the 
background and the talents to be valuable additions to ACYOA leadership. How 
can you reach out to these people - in a persuasive, positive way - to bring 
them into the organization? 

These are the kinds of questions you must address - along with the many others -
if you are to fulfill your responsibilities as leaders. 

As many of you may recall, last year we mentioned some new programs that we hope 
to see initiated in the Diocese that will complement the goals of the ACYOA. It 
is gratifying to see that these are moving ahead. 

Plans are moving ahead for 11 International Youth Fellowship Week 11 that will bring 
to our Diocese young men and women from other parts of the world to spend some 
more time with our young people. While this will begin on a modest basis, with 
individuals from other Dioceses in California and Canada, we look forward to 
seeing young men and women from abroad joining this kind of Assembly, as our own 
representatives visit other parts of the world on behalf of the ACYOA. 

The Campus Ministry program, we spoke about in the Diocesan Assembly in May, we 
hope will get under way in the near future. 

A group of ladies wrote to us and told us they wanted somehow to serve the 
church and its people. They were concerned about our children, most 
particularly our young people in colleges, away from home and family. Their 
idea is beautiful in its motivation - to contact every parish in our Diocese and 
compile the names of college students who are at school in different cities. By 
circulating this information, they hope that families in the cities, where these 
students live, will invite them into their homes, share with them meals and 
comfort and fellowship. In this way, these Armenian ladies hope to reinforce 
the family values with which these Armenian young people have been raised. 
Along the way, they may prevent the drift and alienation which may only be the 
result of loneliness. Whatever the obstacles, we know that our Armenian ladies 
are willing to meet the challenge. One of the reasons we are so sure is the 
recollection of similar gestures made during World War II when Armenian families 
everywhere in Europe sought out and welcomed Armenian soldiers from many 
countries into their homes. Their many kindnesses have not been forgotten to 
this day, and this stretching out of the community•s hand to its own, in both a 
real and symbolic way, is something that we, in the Diocese, should emulate. 
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We mentioned the just-completed ''Summer Intern" program. This was the first 
time the Diocese has undertaken such an operation - and it was gratifying and 
successful. Four young people, all members of the ACYOA, came to work at our 
headquarters in New York City. They were assigned to specific tasks in the 
administration of the Diocese. 

-They met with Diocesan officials and the Primate daily, at meals and in 
services, as well as in work assignments. Having the benefit of face-to-face 
communication, especially on a continuing basis, with the young people of our 
Church, can only be helpful to the clergy and the Diocesan staff. 

You can be sure that this program will be continued - and expanded - in the 
coming years. It gave the interns a unique opportunity to see how their 
Diocesan Headquarters operates. 

There is something else that can be gained through that intership program. It 
is the concern for the future: but based on a knowledge of the past. 

To plan properly for the years to come, we must study the past. Despite some 
people's opinions to the contrary, all that has gone before, should not be 
forgotten. There is much to admire, much to build on, in the annals of the 
ACYOA. You should examine these past forty years carefully, to determine those 
elements that have brought about the success we celebrate now. Utilize the best 
of what has taken place and create the new structure for the future. 

We have called you leaders of today - and so you are. Act as leaders, as 
Christian Armenian men and women. You know that God will be with you, and bless 
you.
