I am writing this letter on behalf of St. David Armenian Church in Boca 
Raton, Florida, and specifically for the ACYOA of this church. I am 
currently on the Parish Council and hold the offi~e of Treasurer. 

Recently l obtained all of the financial records concerning the 1991 ACYOA 
National Anniversary Ball, held here in Boca Raton. I have reviewed their 
records and was able to ascertain that •11 expenses incurred were properly 
documented, with only a few minor dollar amount invoices not in file. ! 
also took note that the Central Council gave the local ACYOA ''seed" money 
of $1,000., and also advanced an additional $4,350. to help them pay their 
bills on a timely basis while they were still receiving deposits from the 
participants. 

Those ~re th~ major fact• that 1 was able to ascertain from the financial 
recotds that I reviewed. 

After reviewing all the invoices. the prime concern that I had was with the 
printins bills. specifically those payable to Printcrafters Inc., for the 
printing of material for the ball. I have attached copies of all their in­
voices; please note that the total to Printcrafters was in excess of $5,000. 
Shipping ~osta alone of approximately $250.00 could have been avoided if 
printing was done locally. Why wa$ a printer in Philadelphia selected for 
material to be used in Florida, when we have many fine printers here locally? 
~~o made this selection? l was told that the local ACYOA was not involved 
in the selection process. Quantities printed were excessive and many errors 
and omis~ions were noted in the final product, too late for any ehanges to 
be made. Although objections were raised. nothing was done to give the 
local chapter suppo~t in their displeasure. The opinion here was that the 
exce$sive costs should not have been incurred and that the Cen~ral Council 
should have assisted the local chapter in some sort of relief. At the end of 
the ball, and at the conclusion of paying all bills, receiving all payments. 
making refunds, etc., the local chapter had approximately $1,800. left in its 
treasury and still owed the Central Council $2,175. The ACYOA was then 
advised by the Parish Council to close their account as they were also in­
curring service charges from the bank and their balance was slowly decreasing.

Not only did they not gain any financial rewards, but stand 
to lose money on the whole affair. All their work to make the affair a 
success, becomes meaningless. Several members have voiced their opinion that 
they would never again get involved as h~sts in such an affair. 

I would appreciate your comments as we are anxious to conclude this matter in 
a manner that would be acceptable to all parties involved.
