Kristina Lutz (Detroit) stated that if you have people who care about 
something and put the effort in accomplishing a task the benefits will 
far out way everything else. This is the time to do something. 
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Berdj Tchilingirian (Boca Raton) suggested to a have "Buddy Program". It 
would be the responsibility of each member to bring one person who is not a 
member to the organization for a one year period and would be the 
responsibility of the member to bring this "Buddy" to any events, meetings 
or activities. Berdj also suggested to have a welcoming committee 
especially for those individuals who move to different towns. This 
committee's responsibility would be to create a booklet to help move into 
apartment buildings, places to rent, local phone numbers and to assign a 
person to help them out to make their move an easy transition. 

Meline Kasparian (Central Council) stated to listen to the members and see 
what they want. Know the dynamics of your own group and see what they 
works for your own group. If a chapter does not want to have meetings, 
don't have one. To eliminate the burden of. taking on leadership roles is 
to rotate the roles so that they would not be the sole person responsible, 
and they would have less pressure in getting the job done. 

Steve Megrdichian (Central Council) spoke on leadership. He stated that 
the Juniors are very important and we should educate them. It will take a 
lot of training, and we must spend a great deal of time with them. There 
are services available for them thru the Department of Youth Ministry and 
the Central Council. 

Pam Moroukian (Watervliet) stated that there are parishes revitalizing, new 
priests being ordained and that we should all support them in any way we 
can.

APPENDIX "A" 

PRIMATE'S ADDRESS TO THE ACYOA GENERAL ASSEMBLY 

Dear ACYOA Central council members and the delegates of the ACYOA General 
Assembly, who have gathered here in St. David Armenian Church in Boca 
Raton. It is indeed a great pleasure for me once .again . to have the 
opportunity to address this Assembly of the ACYOA, wh1.ch th1.s year ta~es 
place in Florida. on this occasion I would like to express my appreciat1.on 
to Fr. Zaven and also for all the committee members, and the clergy who are 
participating in today's Assembly. 

It is fitting that we are gathered here during. the mo~th of October, 
traditionally observed as Armenian Cultural month 1.n our Dl.ocese, a.nd at a 
time when local Armenian communities and parishes sponsor a var1.ety of 
programs and activities. I would like to reflect. briefly on ~ne aspect of 
this observance and on the example it offers to d1.rect our act1.on today. 

Today marks the centerpiece of Cultural month, the Feast of The Holy 
Translators (Don Srpotz Tarkmanchatz Vartabedatz). That's why we sang at 
the conclusion of our service a special sharagan, hymn, dedicated to the 
feast of the Translators which commemorates the scholars who first 
translated the Holy Bible into the Armenian language. Having the 
Scriptures available in the native tongue of Armenia, seems to have brought 
out the creativity in our ancestors. 

Inspired by the Word of God, the Armenian people went on to develop a 
distinctive and beautiful culture. The two individuals who first 
invisioned the Armenian Bible, St. Sahag Vartabed and St. Mesrop Mashdotz, 
are called the enlighteners of mind for the vital role they played in this. 
Flavoring of the Armenian Alphabet and translating the Bible into our 
native language were acts of incredible foresight, but they serve as a 
single basic purpose, bringing the word of God to the Armenian people. 
Even so, the task was a complex one, which involved traveling to the great 
intellectual centers of the world, where rare Biblical Manuscripts were 
kept and where faithful translation of this manuscripts could be made. 

Needless to say, travel in the 4th Century, or the beginning of the 5th 
Century was not the simple task it is today. the Holy Translators had to 
travel on foot over through difficult and dangerous terri tory. It took 
vigorous and strong individuals to do this, so the ranks of the Holy 
Translators were drawn mostly from among the younger generation of priests 
and monks. It is profoundly meaningful to me that the word of God was 
transmitted to the Armenian people because of the bravery, enthusiasm and 
determination of a small army of youthful scholars that blessed 
generations, literally changed the face of the nation. 

Over the succeeding Centuries, Armenians would find many creative ways 
transmitting the Word of God, through poetry, architect, music and other 
ways. Taken together, this Christian Culture helped our people to hear 
God's Call and most importantly it has lead us to implement God's Word in 
our daily lives. 



In the case of the Armenian Bible, St. Sahag, St. Mesrob and the Holy 
Translators. read the signs of the times and identify the one thing most 
needed by the people so that the Armenian Christian Heritage could be 
handed down to future generations. We should keep that example in mind, 
as we meet the challenges of our own age. The Church as a whole and each 
of Her children needs to be aware of the signs of the times or of where we 
were, where we stand presently and where we would like to be in the future. 
There are many indications from the creations of a new Independent Republic 
of Armenia to the election of a new Catholicos this past spring, That the 
Armenian people have begun a new chapter in our national and spiritual 
life. 

As a result we are called to evaluate ourselves so that we may be prepared 
for the prospects which the future holds. That call evaluation 
seems especially important today as the ACYOA approaches its 50th 
Anniversary. 50 years ago in a flesh of greater optimism and inspiration, 
the Armenian Church Youth Organization was created out of the same sense of 
purpose which guided the Holy Translators. To make sure that the word of 
God would be heard by by anew generation of Armenians in America, in this 
blessed country. 

After half a century of operation, the ACYOA has achieved many powerful 
successes, but in that time too, the surrounding cultural environment has 
changed and the characteristics of the group called Armenian Christian 
Youth, have changed as well. You are more educated, more mobile, spread 
out over a large geographical region than your predecessors. At the same 
time certain things have not changed, namely the human need for spiritual 
nourishment. 

The signs of the times seem to indicate that the ACYOA should begin 
forging a new understanding of itself, one more sui ted to the demands of 
the present and the future, while more focus on the eternal truth, which 
motivates man's spiritual life in all ages. Along these lines in the 
coming months, I would like to see the ACYOA, its National, Regional and 
local levels, focus its activities more on the teaching and service aspects 
of your mission. The call to educate, to inspire, to deepen the 
understanding of your younger generation has been a functional organization 
from its beginning and it continues today as well, but so much more can be 
done. 

The current teaching of outreach functions of the ACYOA should be 
considered the seed out of which a strong and more wide preaching mission 
may grow. None of this means the ACYOA should abandon its social function, 
that has been a successful, useful and durable component of ACYOA for many 
years and should remain so. But what I am saying is that all ACYOA 
functions, whether educational, social or service oriented, should be 
centered on fostering and developing the life in Christ, That the special 
way of living which originates from the teachings and examples of Jesus and 
which is preserved and transmitted by the Church. 



This life pad is not restricted to the times we spent in a religious 
sanctuary, it encompasses our activities at home, school, at work in public 
and private. It is an entire way of leaving ACYOA is one of the ways our 
Church draws young people into the life in Christ, and each of you has a 
role to play in that important mission. 

Our entire Diocese will be observing the year 1996 as the Year of The Youth 
and I hope this will be an opportunity for all of us, not just your 
generation, but our entire community to look at the prospects and 
challenges facing the youth of the Armenian Church today. With this in 
mind, let me offer some practical ideas on how the ACYOA can sharpen its 
focus in the coming months. 

First, I feel it should be a top priority for the ACYOA to sponsor at least 
one teaching workshop in each region of our Diocese. The day long workshop 
formed has been very successful for other Diocesan organizations and I 
believe our young people would benefit for a similar series of ACYOA 
sponsored events. 

Second, the ACYOA should emphasize the idea of service to the Church 
community and people in general. A wonderful example of a successful 
program is the ACYOA Armenia Service Program, which takes a group of young 
Armenian-Americans to Armenia during the summer. As you will discover from 
talking to the participants of this passed summer re-focussing our sights 
on service can be exciting and revitalizing to individuals and to the 
community as a whole. 

Third, I feel the ACYOA should give some thought to revising its definition 
of membership. We need to ask "How can we include the greatest number of 
you people as active ACYOA participants?" Among our local communities I 
frequently find that there are many young people involved in various ways, 
in parish life. They are not just a part of ACYOA, "How do we attract 
them?" How can we reach out more to those who are already interested in 
the Church but who for one reason or another do not feel at home in ACYOA? 

Of course, if we are truly serious about ACYOA's mission of outreach, we 
need to reach beyond the boundaries of our parishes and bring in people who 
left to themselves might have little to do with the Church. in this 
mission of Evangelizing to our younger generation we have greater 
opportunity today than ever before in recent history. 

Across the United States, across this country, indeed also around the world 
there is a tremendous revival of interest in spiritual matters, especially 
among the young, the youth. I have seen this development here in America 
and in my travels in the Republic of Armenia, and I saw it on an enormous 
scale last week when the Pope John Paul II visited New York and New Jersey. 

The wholesome love of God, Church and Family, which was on display by so 
many Christian youth was a refreshing change from the usual expression of 
our culture. In place of the usual stereotypes of alienated complaining 
and rebellious youth, millions of people saw young Christians who were 
filled 



I believe these and other expressions, of the power of the Christian spirit 
are the signs of our old times. They suggest to me that the present moment 
offers a unique opportunity to Evangelize the young people of our 
community, of our parishes in our entire Diocese. This effort will need 
leaders, just as the effort to.translate the Bible into Armenian required 
leadership, and as the example of the Holy Translators suggests that 
leadership may come from the younger generation of the Church. 

I expect each of you as ACYOA delegates, as devoted sons and daughters of 
the Armenian Church who have over the years proven your own enthusiasm and 
committment to Christ and His Church, to take the lead in your local parish 
activities. I want you to draw from your own faith experience, to share 
your Armenian Christian heritage with others, hopefully to inspire your 
youthful brothers and sisters, to become active in the Church themselves. 

Our heritage with faith and devotion to God is a treasure, a gift that God 
has given to our people and that he renews with each passing generation. 
Sadly, the world often tries to distract us from recognizing this gift and 
young people are especially vulnerable to these distractions, but as 
Christians, we are commanded to focus our attention on truth. In the 
upcoming year of the youth, all ACYOA members should commit themselves to 
the task of helping their peers discover and re-discover within their own 
heart the value of the gift God has given us, and in doing so, we may all 
re-discover our true identities as the sons and daughters of God. 

May God continue blessing you.

Central Council held a total of five meetings over the course of the year, at 
ythich the Primate of the Eastern Diocese, His Eminence Archbishop Khajag 
Barsamian, or Diocesan Chancellor, Rev. Fr. Garabed Kochakian presided. Laura 
Gononian and Dn. Greg Doudoukjian, both of the Diocesan Department of Youth 
Ministry were alSo present at most meetings. 

ACTIVITIES 

Fall- All Council members sent introductory letters to chapter contacts and contacted 
the ACYOA Chapter Chairmen or Youth Directors in their respective parish 
assignments. Council Chairman addressed a gathering of the ACYOA Juniors of the 
Bayside parish ofHoly Martyrs on the occasion of their Thanksgiving celebration. 
Central Council held its first meeting at the Diocesan complex in New York 

Wmter- Central Council had plans to sponsor retreats in two regions this year. 
Because of lack of attendance, the Northeast/Mid-Atlantic Retreat was canceled. The 
retreat held in the Midwest, which consisted of a one day rather than weekend format, 
was very successful. Council's second meeting was held in conjunction with a visit to 
St. David, Boca Raton, by the Primate and Diocesan staff. Council members were 
pleased to meet Mrs. Helen Mardigian, wife of the late Edward Mardigian, both of 
whom have been great benefactors of the ACYOA Council members attended a 
banquet in honor of the parish priest, Rev. Fr. Zaven Arzoomanian. Council members 
attended a weekend sponsored by the ASCA of the University of Michigan with the 
Primate, St. Nersess Seminary and Diocesan Staff. Various presentations were given 
to inform the students of details regarding the ACYOA Armenian Service Program.

Council members attended various celebrations of" ACYOA 
Day" on Palm Sunday as well as the 80th Anniversary Martyrs Day commemorations 
throughout our Diocese. Two Council members attended Diocesan Assembly, 
participated in the panel with Diocesan delegates and Diocesan staff entitled "Total 
Youth Ministry" and Council Chainnan addressed the Assembly. Central Council 
members attended the Archbishop's Invitational Tournament which was hosted by the 
ACYOA chapter of the Church of our Savior (Worcester), and held their fourth 
meeting of the year. Central Council approved the· sponsorship of publication of a 
Lectionary and the book of "Prayers & Sacraments," both of which will be made 
available to the Diocesan community at large. Council participated in a working 
meeting directed primarily at the revision of the Chapter Resource Handbook and 
preparation for the General Assembly. 

Summer - Central Council continued with plans to host a Cultural Workshop in 
Southfield, MI at St. John's in conjunction with the annual "November Dance" held 
over Thanksgiving Day weekend. Greg Arpajian Memorial Scholarships were given to 
two young ACYOA members to attend the St. Nersess Summer Conferences, and the 
Sam Nersesian Memorial Scholarship was given to another young ACYOA member to 
attend St. Vartan Camp. The ASP program was held from mid-July to August with 
the participation of 15 ACYOA members from our Diocese. Council will continue to 
work with the DYM on plans for two trips to Annenia next summer, the ASP and a 
young professionals trip to Armenia. 199S ACYOA National Sports Weekend, which 
carried the appropriate theme "Run the Good Race", was organized by the St. Leon 
ACYOA chapter of Fair Lawn, NJ, and was held over Labor Day weekend. 
Representatives from Central Council attended several Sports Weekend planning 
meetings, and assisted the committee in preparation for the event. 

CHAPTER INFORMATION 

Central Council members were in contact with parish priests, chapter chairs, 
youth directors, or other chapter representatives throughout the year through 
telephone contact, personal communication, and frequent mailings. Council conducted 
surveys of the above listed through a questionnaire in an effort to detennine areas for 
concentration. Central Council is happy to report that several fonnerly active chapters 
have been revived, and several other chapters are considering hosting National Events 
in the coming years. Council members have attended chapter meetings, addressed 
ACYOA functions, and offered the resources of Central Council to chapters. 



-SUMMARY 

This has been a transition year for our organization. The traditional chapter 
structure consisting of an Executive Board and regular chapter meetings has 
disintegrated. While most groups maintain some degree of activity as an ACYOA and 
within their parishes, most have met less frequently than in previous years. We are 
encouraged by the existence of very strong Junior groups within our Diocese, but we 
are concerned that the lack of an active Senior group in many parishes may leave those 
of age to become involved on the Senior level at a loss for where to go. We realize 
that we must redirect our energies on the Junior groups to assist and guide them 
towards staying within our church, especially as they prepare for the challenges of 
college. We also recognize that we must change our structure to reflect the current 
status of our group, by eliminating the current dues structure which has become 
obsolete. Our aim is to be as flexible as possible while maintaining the existence of 
less-formal ACYOA groups throughout the Diocese, which are active both as 
ACYOA groups and within their own parishes and communities. 

Unfortunately, attendance at both National Events this year was low in 
comparison to recent years. As this is the second year in which Sports Weekend and 
General Assembly have been held separately, and chapters have had difficulty in 
meeting the financial requirements of sending representatives to the Assembly, we 
have submitted a proposal to reunite the two events. We are pleased to report that in 
1996, the 50th Anniversary of our organization, a planning CQmmittee headed by Scott 
Najarian will coordinate the 50th Anniversary Celebration/Sports Weekend to be held 
over Memorial Day. We hope that this date will be more convenient to college-aged 
students, and we hope to make this a multi-generational celebration at which current 
ACYOA members and ACYOA alumni will come together to celebrate the founding 
of our organization. We all look forward to making the changes which we feel will 
result in a stronger, healthier ACYOA Central Council needs the assistance of local 
youth, parish priests, youth directors, and any other concerned church member to 
accomplish this task.

-Orqanizinq Committee consisted of an Executive Committee plus a 
dedicated committee of 10 members 

-Meetinqs were held twice a month in the beqinninq. The last 3 months 
they were held weekly.

Hook Up with DJ at hotel 

*Monday: Farewell Picnic with Armenian Band at St. Leon 

II. Publicity 

-we had three (3) national mailinqs between January and June 
-Chapter Chairmen mailinqs throuqh Auqust 
-we sent out three (3) Sports Weekend newsletters to Chapter Chairmen 
and parish priests with a note to reprint them in their parish 
monthly papers. 

-Multiple press releases were in the Armenian Reporter and Mirror 
Spectator which included calendar of events and 1/2 paqe ads in the 
weeks prior to Sports Weekend. 

-Attendance by our committee members at local events to distribute 
flyers and spread the word about Sports Weekend since November 1994 

-Updates and announcements were put in our own parish monthly paper to 
keep our parishioners up to date 

·Two (2) personal invitation letters were sent to the clergy 
emphasizinq the importance of their attendance. 

·A letter of invitation was sent to St. Nersess Seminarians.

-Approximately 150 ACYOA members purchased package plans. 
-•Af door• attendance was much less than expected. 
-The highest total number of people in attendance at any qiven event 
was 260. 

-Sports - There were 5 Men•s Basketball teams, 2 Women's Basketball 
teams, and 5 Volleyball teams registered. While these numbers were 
significantly lower than in previous years, it was a struggle to eve 
get this many teams. Individual sports participation was minimal. 

-several reasons for this low attendance have been speculated, such 
the conflict with AYF Olympics and its proximity to our event, the 
loss of momentum from the cancellation of the event last year, a 
disinterest on the part of young people in this sort of sports 
tournament format, and a question of the interest on the part of 
young people in the ACYOA and the Armenian Church. These possible 
reasons and others need to be discussed by the ACYOA on a national 
level as ·well as locally. 

-Clergy attendance was low despite repeated efforts through 
correspondence to make them feel welcome at Sports weekend. We 
emphasized the importance of their participation as our spiritual 
leaders, especially in light of the fact that this year•s Sports 
Weekend had a very spiritual focus. Other than our Primate, and the 
pastor and pastoral intern of St. Leon, there were only four (4) 
priests and one (1) deacon in attendance throughout the weekend. 
While we appreciated those who were there, the Committee was 
disappointed that more clergy, especially those from the 8 local 
parishes, were not present. 

·Although measures were taken by the Committee to emphasize the 
importance of the Badarak, only approximately 30 ACYOA members were 
present at the Divine Liturgy that Sunday. 

·We wish to stress that the young people who were at Sports Weekend 
were a •good crowd• of •quality• people and were very responsive to 
the new ideas and the activities that were planned. Even though the 
numbers were low, the Weekend was run smoothly and was a lot of fun 
for all who attended. 

IV. New Ideas 

·Many new or expanded ideas were implemented throughout the weekend, 
which include: 

1) Friday night's event was made of equal caliber to Saturday 
night's event rather than being a simple mixer. 

2) Our hospitality bags were designed to include only those item 
that are consistent with the principles for which the ACYOA 
and the Armenian Church stand. For example, no cigarette or 
alcohol company sponsored products were included. we did 
include religious materials and items that convey a posi;,.._; .-.;; 
message.

3) Parish Awareness Day • We sponsored a brunch and program for 
our parishioners to educate and update them on the details of 
our Sports Weekend. This was very well received and also 
assisted us in qettinq monetary donations and assistance for 
the Weekend. 

4) Hokehankisd · A special invitation was given to ACYOA members 
to offer prayers for family and friends. 

5) Hospitality Information Packet - This packet was distributed 
to the Weekend participants and included the following: 

a) details of each event 
b) a special Badarak invitation 
c) spiritual materials 
d) restaurant, shopping and radio station information 
e) important phone numbers and NJ laws 
f) area sites and attractions 

·g) and more! 
This eliminated a lot of questions and confusion on the part 
of our attendees, who appreciated having that information 
available to them. 

6) we gave mugs and sports Bibles for awards as opposed to 
trophies. We felt that this was a practical and useful gift 
to our athletes. 

7) Our most important change or new idea was the strong emphasis 
we placed on the Church and Christianity throughout the whole 
weekend. 

a) We chose a biblical reference for our theme of •Run the 
Good Race•. 

b) We included a ticket for Divine Liturgy in the package 
plans to emphasize its importance and that it should not 
be overlooked. 

c) Our centerpieces for the Banquet were table tents which 
were printed with Bible quotes pertaining to athletic 
themes. 

d) Each of our winning athletes was presented with a Sports 
Bible which contained personal religious experiences 
written by professional athletes. 

e) Each paqe of our Commemorative Booklet was highlighted 
with a biblical quote. 

f) We took a bold step to stop all sports competitions for 
our Insights program, the theme for which was •Religion 
and Sports•. 

It is important to note that each of these ideas or changes 
were very well received by the participants of Sports 
Weekend. The Committee is very proud of what we 
accomplished. 
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V. Finances 

~o raise funds we received booklet donations and sold SO/SO raffle 
tickets. In addition to this, we wrote letters to area businesses 
received many product donations as a result. Despite all of our 
efforts, we netted an estimated ($14,000) loss on this event. The 
reason for this loss was the lack of attendance. Inability to meet 
our quotas resulted in unexpected expenses from the hotel such as 
charqes for banquet rooms throughout the weekend and Sunday Banquet 
meals. We received $31,000 from registration plans, which was only 
half of our expected number of 300 packaqe plans (this would have 
brought in $62,000). This financial matter is currently being worked 
out between the Sports Weekend Committee and the Central Council. 

VI. Suggestions for the future 

-we recommend that the Central Council automatically forward to the 
host chapter all recent Sports Weekend reports which are available tc 
them. This would greatly assist the current host chapter in its 
planning. Also, perhaps designing a format for these reports which 
could be submitted to the host chapter in advance would assist the 
host chapter in keeping track of attendance, financial, and planning 
records and assure that final reports include all of the necessary 
information. 

·Before attempting to organize such a grand event, be sure that the 
Sports Weekend committee is headed by a strong executive body in 
order to ensure proper leadership of the event. 

-we strongly recommend that Saturday night's Book Op be deleted from 
the agenda. It bas been poorly attended in the past few years, and, 
more importantly, it conflicts with the goal of the ACYOA to have it 
members prepare for and attend Divine Liturqy Sunday morning. 

• ·We recommend that the national mailing list be revised on a regular 
basis to ensure that all individuals receive information and that 
postage is not wasted by incorrect addresses. 

·We recommend that measures be taken to enforce deadlines and to 
obtain as much preregistration as possible. 

-we suggest a serious evaluation be done reqardinq the sports and 
their importance to today•s youth. (Perhaps redesiqn the type of 
sports offered? Include more spiritual/moral education 
programs/discussions in the weekend's agenda and place less emphasis 
on sports?) 

·The banquet has been chronically something that most people do not 
look forward to attending except to receive their awards. We suggest 
considering distributing awards immediately following the final qBmal 
as a •closing ceremony•. This would encourage more ACYOA members to 
be present during the finals.

As the printed report of Project Growth was not available at this 
tiae' it was suggested that ·CJ.uestions concerning its content be 
postponed until aeabers had a chance to review the report. 

XIII. ACYQA Central Council 1992-1993 Report 

Char lea Shoo shan, Central Council Chairaan, gave an overview of the 
Central Council report which was available in written fora to 
Asseably participants. (~ Appendix A) 

Charles stated that the report on Central Council Visitations and 
Prograa Participation, pages eight (8) and nine (9), were 
incoaplete as not all visitations were recorded. 

Be stressed that the election of Central Council aeabers was an 
extreaely iaportant task of this Asseab!y as they are empowered 
with the duties of looking at the organization as a whole, the 
growth of ACYOA and all day to day activities, such as finances. 

Charles acknowledged the help of Rev. Pr. Garabed Kochakian, Rev.

·Department and Bit!l Eainence, Archbishop Khajag Barsaaian, for their 
support of ali ACYOA activities. 

Referring to the Chapter Assistance Prograa, Charles advised that 
the "Chapter. A" Mission Progru become a peraanent too! with which 
parishes could strengthen their own chapters. 

Inter-Diocesan aeetings established good relationsl;lips and 
co-unication with Canada and the Western Diocese. Charles 
encouraged the aeabers to participate in their activities as it is 
very rewarding. 

Charles noted that the Archbishop Torkom Manoogian Tournaaent did 
not generate a lot of aoney or teams but did generate good spirit 
aaong those who attended. Be thanked the Wynnewood Chapter and Lisa 
Manookian who made great efforts to make the tournament a success. 
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Charles highlighted the positive, rewarding i•pact of the Araenian 
Studies Prograa on its participants and encouraged the •embers to 
think about this opportunity. 

He stated that the extremely successful Anniversary Ball Weekend 
~as an ex .. ple of a new activity that would encourage new aembers 
to join ACYOA. 

The ACYOA publication, Hre Hokin , was not published this year.

Questions arose as to the validity of awarding one scholarship to 
-one candidate without issuing applications to all candidates.

aailing or publication. 

Laura Negosian (Detroit) questioned the small nuaber of visitations 
Central Council to the parishes. Charles explained that the 
geographic distribution of aeabers hindered •ore visits. 

Kiaberl7 Bardakian (Bayside) co-ented that Central. Council should 
aake visitations a priority and •ajor responsibility. 

Marcia Sedho• (Watertown) commented that the proposal. subaitted by 
the Watertown Chapter and passed at the 1992 Assembly •andated the 
Central Council. to lssue quarterly reports on their activities. 
Rena Jebejian (Central Council) responded that after the first 
issuance of the quarterly report for 1992-1993, she did not receive 
enou1h information fro• Central Council aembers for subsequent 
reports. 
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Marcia Sedhom (Watertown) also questioned the issuance of the 
ainutes of the 1992 Assembly three weeks before the 1993 Assembly. 
By-laws state that the minutes be submttted within ninety days of 
the Assembly. Lisa Manookian (1992 Assembly Secretary) took 
responsibility for the late subaission of the ainutes •. 

Meline Kasparian (Westchester) stated that the Central Council 
visitations and reports should be a priority and that all nominees 
for Central Council should be aware of the iaportance of these 
issues. 

Assembly Chairman, Scott Najarian, asked for the Treasurer's Report 
and stated that the report should be in the delegates• bands before 
discussion could take place. It was decided that the report would 
be handed out at the conclusion of the Second Session and be 
discussed in the Third Session. 

A motion was made to accept the Central Council Report by Russell 
Kashian (Cleveland). It was seconded by Papken Maksoud ian 

·(Watertown). It was voted upon and carried. 

The Primate noted that it .should be noted that this report as 
accepted excluded the Treasurer's Report to be included at a later 
date.

XXYI: Remarks. Choir Association Representative] 

Gregory Krikorian, Choir Representative, spoke to the delegates on 
the iaportance of ACYOA and the Choir organizations working 
together to accomplish revitalization program for the choir. He 
asked for five volunteers to work with him on an ad hoc committee 
to work on infusing youth into the Choir Association.

PROPQSAL tl: SUBMITTED BY WORCESTER 

(,So Appendix G) 

Jay Kapur (Worcester) introduced a proposal from the Worcester 
Chapter to be considered by the Assembly: 

"The purpose of this proposal is to amend and bring in line 
the current Central Council reimbursement procedures and 
to promote fiscal responsibility: 

This proposal is to incorporate the following changes, and 
t~en put them into effect after the 1993 General Assembly 
Sports Weekend: 

1. Eliminate reimbursements for General Assembly full 
package plans. The ACYOA would continue to reimburse 
for pre-weekend package plans and other expenses related 
to the General Assembly. 

z. Eliminate reimbursements for Archbishop's Tournament 
full package plans. 

3. Eliminate the SlZ a day allowance for aeals." 

It was noted by the Chair that a three-quarter vote was necessary 
from the delegates to consider the proposal. 

A vote was taken to consider the proposal and passed. 

Jay Kapur (Worcester) further commented that: 
*the proposal to be considered was not meant to embarrass or 
isolate any of the 'Council members but to bring in line 
reimburseaent procedures with the present financial state of 
the organization 

*Central Council aembers should not be reimbursed for social 
activities, such as dances and sports, which do not directly 
relate to the Genera! Assembly. 

*Centra! Council aembers could be scheduled during the Arch­
bishop's Tournament weekend to save money. 

*Very few meabers used the SIZ aeal allowance 
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Rena Jebejian (Centra! Council) noted that the question of paying 
for full package/social plans was moot in that the 1992 Assembly 
voted to separate the Sports Weekend from the Genera! Assembly. 

Russel! Kaishian (Cleveland) spoke against #1 of the proposal in 
that he felt that some Centra! Council aembers may not attend the 
functions. 

Lucine Baronian (Centra! Council) spoke in favor of #1 and t2 of 
the proposal colllllenting that only business events should be 
reimbursed. She spoke ·against t3 in that in the event that a 
Central Council member was a student on a limited income it would 
perhaps become a hardship to attend with reimbursement. 

David Abda!ian (Watervliet) spoke in favor of #1 and #2. in that 
expenses for social events are sometimes high but spoke against the 
deletion of the $12 aea! allowance. 

Rena Jebejian (Centra! Council) made a motion to amend the proposal 
replacing t 1 and #2 with 

"Eliminating reimbursement for package plans for all national 
events." 

It was seconded by Arpi Bouroujian (Centra! Council). 

Melanie Kasparian (Westchester) asked if no one hosts the General 
Assembly who would decide location and would it still be held. 

Charles Shooshan (Centra! Council) offered the point of information 
that as of this session no bids for the 1994 Genera! Assembly or 
1994 Sports Weekend have been received. In the event that by the 
end of the Assembly no bid·s have come forth, Central Council would 
put together the programs and decide on the locale and tiae. 

The Chair stated that the 1993 proposal concerning the weekends was 
very clear as to the mandate of separating the two weekends. 

Charles Shooshan (Centra! Council) stated that the 1993 proposal 
was not specific. 

Rev. Fr. Dajad Davidian (Watertown) stated that the 1993 proposal 
was clear on the separation of the Genera! Assembly and Sports 
Weekend. 

Charles Shooshan stood corrected. 

Rev. Fr. Dajad Davidian (Watertown) reworded the amendment, with 
Rena Jebejian's permission, which now read as: 

Amended proposal: 
"To eliminate all reimbursements for a11 social 
functions at a11 national events. 
To eliminate the $12 mea! allowance." 
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It was seconded by Donna Walker (Richmond). 

Lisa Manookian (Wynnewood) asked what would happen if a Central 
Council meeting is planned in conjunction with a national event. 

Rev. Fr. Dajad Davidian {Watertown) stated that travel and lodging 
would be eligible for reimbursement. 

The Chair called for a vote on the amendment to the proposal. It 
passed with one vote opposed. 

Discussion then ensued on the amended proposal. 

Charles Shoosban (Central Council) spoke in favor of the proposal 
but cautioned that in the future it could be prohibitive of Central 
Council members• participation in some events. 

The Chair asked for a vote on the proposal. The motion carried and 
the proposal passed. 

XXVII. Auditing Committee Report. 

(~ Appendix H) 

John Hegrdichian (Providence) of the Auditing Committee noted that: 

l.None of the three events recorded had the books in order. 
2.The Central Council books are now in order •. 
3.There are problems with Richmond (Archbishops Tournaaent) 

and Bayside (1992 ACYOA General Assembly and Sports 
·Weekend) 

4:Guidelines are needed to ensure complete financial reporting 
fro• chapters hosting events. 

John Diradourian (Central Council) responded that Bayside was 
complete but the detailed report had not been sent to John 
Megrdichian of the Auditing Committee~ 

Donna Walker. (Richmond) stated that she sent in various inforaation 
for auditing. 

John Megrdichian responded that aore, complete information was 
needed and he would send a list of items needed to Richmond 
i-ediately. 

DavidAbdalian (Watervliet) asked as to whose responsibility it was 
to get the inforaation needed. 

John Megrdichian stated that he audited whatever was sent to him, 
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however complete financial statements, receipts, balances should be 
submitted. 

Sara Andonian (Detroit) stated that a proposal had been passed 
several years ago which clearly stated the items to be submitted as 
Auditing Committee Guidelines. 

Lucine Baronian (Central Council) requested that Central Council 
find these guidelines and submit them to all chapters hosting 
national events. 

John Megrdichian noted the following addendum to the 1992 Auditing 
Committee Report: 

1. Central Council books have been found to be in order.

XXYIII. Review and Adoption of the 1994 Budget.

Jay Kapur (Worcester) provided the information on the details and 
breakdown of Central Council administrative and visitation 
expenses. 

In presenting the budget for 1994 Jay Kapur (Worcester) stated that 
the numbers reflected the revenues and expenses of past years. They 
were averages and estimates. 

Rev. Fr. Tateos Abdalian (Watervliet) bad some concerns; 
1. 50X of budget administrative costs 
2. expenses are not warranted given the annual report 
3. the expense budget was not in line with programs 

presented 

Rev. Fr. Mardiros Chevian stated that the ACYOA should participate 
in ecuaenical affairs. 

David Abdalian stated that the $500 scholarship awards should be 
increased. 

The Primate commented that the scholarships are not for college but 
for St. Nersess Seminary Studies Programs. 

Melanie Kasparian (Westchester) noted that the Central Council 
should exercise more restraint and care in expenditures. 
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Jay Kapur (Worcester) proposed an amendment to offer more 
scholarships to St. Vartan and St. Nersess and increasing the 
scholarship allotment from $500 to $2000. 

It was seconded by Greg Devletian (Hartford). 

Russell Kaishian spoke against the amendment in that the budget 
should be rejected and a new "O" based budget presented. 

A vote was taken to amend the budget; it did not carry. 

Rev. Fr. Tateos Abdalian (Watervliet) proposed that the budget be 
rejected by the Assembly and a new budget be submitted within the 
weekend. It was seconded by David Abdalian ( Watervliet). 

The motion was ruled invalid. 

On discussion concerning the 1994 budget: 

Rev. Fr. Tateos Abdalian (Watervliet) stated that Central 
Council must be more accountable to the Assembly in expenditures. 

Laura Gononian, Department of Youth Ministry Young Adult 
Coordinator, stated the Project Growth would ease the burden of 
travel in that the person who lives in the vicinity of the chapter 
would be doing the visiting. 

Randy Dagly (Worcester) wanted clarification on exactly what 
needed changing. 

Russell Kaishian (Cleveland) expressed concern that the 
budget has self-determined the future activities of Central Council 
and the goals would fit the finances. 

Charles Shooshan (Central Council) addressed the Assembly's 
concerns over the lack of programs in that the programs usually pay 
t'or themselves. 

Marcia Sedhom (Watertown) agreed that the administrative costs 
were high and it might be easier to work with a "0" budget. 

David Abdalian (Watervliet) noted that the budget will change 
anyway with the fulfillment of the mandate that the two weekends 
will be separated. 

A motion was made to accept the 1994 Budget. 
opposed. The motion did not carry. 

13 in favor; 15 

Rev.rr. Dajad Davidian moved that the 1994 Budget be referred to a 
co-ittee appointed by· the Chairman of the assembly and that this 
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coaaittee report back to the Asseably within the next half hour. 

The aotion was seconded, voted upon and carried. 

The Chair appointed a co-ittee of Rev. Fr. Dajad Davidian 
(Watertown), Rev. Fr. Tateos Abdalian (Watervliet) , Russell 
Kaishian (Cleveland), Jay Kapur (Worcester) and Meline Kasparian 
(Westchester). 

Rev. Fr. Mardiros Chevian, Youth Ministry, deferred discussion on 
Project Growth until the 1994 Budget was presented. 

XXIX. 1993 ACYOA/DIM Jerusalem Internship Presentation 

Carl Bardakian one of the participants of the 1993 Jerusalem 
Internship Program introduced the video, narrated by Dn. George 
Devejian, which chronicled the project of June 9 to July 9. 
Five participants worked with the seminarians in various 
capacl ties including teaching sports to the young children and 
worked in other departments in the Patriarchate in Jerusalem. The 
experience was challenging and rewarding for all those involved.

MOTION 
A motion was made to entrust Central Council to decide on this at 
a later date. It was seconded by Lucine Baronian, voted upon and 
carried. 

XXXII. Selection of 19~4 ACYOA General Assembly Site 

There were no bids for the 1994 ACYOA General Assembly Site. 

MOTION 
Gres Norsigian (Hartford) made a motion that the deadline for 
choosing the site by Central Council be November 1, 1993. 

The motion was seconded, voted upon and carried. 

Randy Dagly (Worcester) aade a motion that the Central Council 
choose a date for the Sports . Weekend by December 1, 1993. It was 
seconded by Aram Topjian (Richmond). 

The aotion was voted upon and passed. 

It was noted that the Watervliet Chapter expressed interest in 
hosting the 1994 General Assembly. 

MOTION 
Dn. Gary Alexander (Central Council) made a motion to set a date 
for the General Assembly on Memorial Day Weekend, the weekend 
after the Archbishop's Tournament. 

Discussion ensued as to the conflicts that may arise with the 
Junior Chapters Sports Weekend., the Western Diocese Weekend and the 
financial limitations of attending two national events back to 
back. 

A vote was taken and the aotion was defeated. 

Dn. Gary A~exander aade a motion to eliminate the Archbishop's 
Tournament. It was seconded by David Abdalian (Watervliet). 

He ursed the delegates to consider eliminating the Archbishop's 
Tournament and instituting more religious and cultural programs in 
the organization's national events. He also stated that the 
basketball tournaments were not financially successful. 

Lucine Baronian remarked on the low turnout at the Lenten 1993 
Retreat. Out of a mailing list of 5,000, sixteen members attended. 

Araa Topjian (Richmond) noted that the General Assembly Weekend

*the need for training for youth/young adult ministry

In conclusion, Laura stated that Central Council will play a strong

OVERVIEW 

The ACYOA continues to be the only viable youth movement within 
the Eastern Diocese of the Armenian Church of America. This does not 
mean, however, that our organization is thriving. While our national 
programs continue to be successful (for example, the National Sports 
.Weekend and the Armenian Studies Program) , our chapter structure j s 
weak. The single goal for the coming year must be to build up our 
parish-based youth groups -- our chapters. 

On the national level, our ACYOA needs leaders who are able to 
commit themselves to placing service to the Church and the ACYOA at 
the top of their priority lists.

All new members were briefed on Central Council 
operations and procedures. Officers and regional assignments were 
selected for the 1992-1993 year. Although there was no treasurer's 
report, Council discussed the need to pursue two receivables (from 
Boca Raton and Richmo:r:td>. Gary Alexander agreed to help with 
publicity for scholarships for St. Vartan Camp. Rena Jebejian 
accepted the task of sending quarterly reports to the chapters (as 
required by the 1992 General Assembly). Stephen Megrdichian was 
chosen to chair the Fund Raising Conmittee. Plans for an ACYOA 
celebration of the 25th Anniversary of St. Vartan Cathedral were 
discussed. Council then discussed the sending of various letters of 
greeting and thank you. 

Oct9ber 10. 1992: Stephen Megrdichian announced a meeting date for 
the Fund Raising Committee. Dues notices for 1992 and 1993 would be 
sent out. The details of the ACYOA Gregory Arpcidian Leadership Fund 
were discussed. Central Council program assignments were discussed. 
Details of the planned Chapter "A" visitation to Wynnewood were 
discussed. Charles Shooshan and Rena Jebejian indicated that they 
were the Council members who would be available to attend the Diocesan 
Assembly as ACYOA representatives. Inter-Diocesan ACYO relations and 
coordination were discussed. Jay Kapur asked Council members to send 
letters to their Congressional representatives in support of Armenians 
in Karabagh. Rena Jebejian distributed activity fo:pns to Council 
members to aid in her preparation of quarterly reports. 1Unendments 
and proposals presented and -passed at the 1992 General Assembly were 
reviewed. A discussion followed the meeting (with Fr. Mardiros 
. Chevian) concerning the ACYOA • s celebration of the cathedral 
anniversary. 

December 11-12. 1992: Due to severe inclement weather, only Charles 
H. Shooshan lii and Gary Alexander were able to make this meeting. 
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They discussed upcoming programs and Gary Alexander's report 
concerning the ACYOWD General Assembly. 

Jaouarv 16. 1993: The meeting began with a treasurer's report. It 
was noted that no progress bas been made regarding the Boca Raton and 
Richmond receivables •. Monthly activity reports were completed. The 
Chapter "A" visitation to Wynnewood was discussed. The upcoming 
"Sharers of Faith" meeting ("Summit Meeting") was discussed. John 
Diradourian reported on the ACYOA Anniversary Ball/St. Vartan 
Cathedral Celebration plans. This meeting had been planned in 
conjunction with the National Fund Raising Committee meeting. 
Unfortunately, the Fund Raising Committee meeting did not take place 
because of the lack of committee attendance. Plans were made for a 
visitation to Cleveland. A discussion followed concerning the 199~ 
separation of the General Assembly and National Sports Weekend. 

February 5-6. 1993: Lucine Baronian was welcomed to her first 
Central Council meeting. It was reported that Boca Raton would be 
sending the funds owed regarding the 1991 Anniversary Ball. 
Archbishop Khajag Barsamian announced that the additional very 
generous donation pledged by Edward and Helen Mardigian at the 1991 
General Assembly has been received. Charles H. Shooshan III reported 
that he extended best wishes for the New Year to the Mardigians and 
our prayers for Edward Mardigian' s health. Archbishop Khajag 
Barsamian expressed his concern about youth participation in our 
Church. Laura Gononian then proposed a plan to strengthen and create 
new chapters. The plan was discussed at length. Central Council 
members were assisned chapters/parishes for this plan and the Primate 
announced that he would send a letter to all parish priests and parish 
councils explaining the ·plan. The Anniversary Ball was again • 
discussed. It was announeed that Lisa Manookian, acting for the Fund 
Raisins Committee, will be meeting with the Diocesan Administrator and 
Director of Development. Plans were also made to help in the location 
of food and supplies for aid to Armenia. 

Harch 20. 1993: Lucine Baronian reported on the success of the ACYOA 
Lenten Retreat. It was decided to continue this retreat for future 
years. Rena Jebejian reported that the first quarterly reported was 
sent out.and that the feedback was good. A mailing is planned for 
ACYOA Day (Palm Sunday) and various chapter plans for ACYOA Day were 
discussed. The implementation of Project Growth was discussed. 
Letters and telephone contacts were made with varying responses. The 
199~.General Assembly and 199~ National Sports Weekend were discussed. 
Mailings for the Armenian Studies Program were discussed. 

May 21. 1993: This meeting began with input from Lisa Manookian and 
her concerns about ACYOA. Lisa Manookian also reported on the 
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"Archbishop Tournament" at which event the Central Council meeting was 
taking place. An involved discussion followed concerning the 
credibility and status of ACYOA. Favorable reports concerning 
upcoming programs were received. Charles H. Shooshan III reported on 
the Diocesan Assembly and the virtual unan~ity of ACYOA as part of 
the background of our Diocesan delegates. Rena Jebejian is planning 
to send out the next quarterly report to the chapters. The need for 
greater chapter communication was discussed. The Chapter Chair 
Meeting and its ~portance for feedback and education was also a 
matter on the agenda. Finally. the Central Council discussed the 
difficulty in finding bids for 199~ national events. 

July 31. 1993: This meeting is reserved for preparation for the 
General Assembly and Sports Weekend. There were no Proposals or 
Proposed Amendments to discuss. The General Assembly Agenda was 
reviewed. Plans for a dynamic speaker for our General Assembly were 
reviewed and discussed. A report was given -on the progress of the 
Sports Weekend Committee. The lack of bids for 199~ National Events 
were discussed. Annual national awards were discussed. The need for 
quality Central Council candidates was discussed. It was especially 
noted that the ACYOA needs leaders who are able to dedicate a great 
deal of their time to ACYOA. 

PROGRAMS AND-SPECIAL MEETINGS 

1992 G&neral AssemblY and Spgrts weekend 

The 1992 ACYOA General Assembly and Sports Weekend was held in 
Uniondale, New York <Bayside chapter> from September 2-7. 1992. The 
General Assembly was attended by over sixty clergy and delegates from 
twenty parishes. The General Assembly focused on the problems of the 
ACYOA but there was little volunteering on the part of attendees to 
take personal action. The General Assembly featured four short 
presentations about ACYOA programs or participation by ACYOA members 
in special activities. Besides representatives from the Canadian and 
Western Dioceses, we were blessed with two youth from the Araratian 
Diocese representing their new youth organization. -· 

The Primate's Delegate Luncheon on Friday afforded all an 
opportunity to converse with the Primate and as always was a highlight 
of the assembly. 

The sports were enthusiastic and well attended. 
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The evening activities included a dinner in New York City, a tour 
of the St. Vartan Cathedral and Diocesan Offices, and New York Harbor 
cruise. 

"Chapter A" Assistance Program 

This year's "mission team" from Hartford traveled to Wynnewood, 
Pennsylvania, for a weekend program. Although the "turnout" for the 
program was very small, those who attended were very pleased with the 
presentation. In addition, all of the Hartford "team members" 
volunteered to participate in any future mission visits. Of course, 
the Hartford chapter is still looking·forward to its Chapter "A" 
visitation for its Chapter "A" award of 1992. 

1992-1993 ACYQA/ACXOC Inter-Diocesan Meetings 

The ACYOA and ACYOC.Central Councils did not meet together as a 
group this year. However, there continues to be a good relationship 
between these sister organizations •. The respective chairs reviewed 
the minutes of the prior Joint Central Council Meeting by telephone 
and besan to implement some of the administrative decisions of the 
group. For example, space is afforded each Central Council in the 
respective Sports Weekend Booklets and publications. 

1993 Arcbbishop Tgrkom Manoogian Tournament 

The Tournament was held in Wynnewood, Pennsylvania, from May 21-
23, 1993. ACYOA chapter participation and local parish participation 
in the tournament weekend was somewhat disappointing, however, the 
competition was very good, and the teams that did attend indicated 
·that they would like the tournament to continue in future years. On a 
very positive note, the dance was well-attended by ACYOA Juniors in 
the area. The Central Council wishes to thank and compliment our 
Wynnewood members, and particularly, Lisa Manookian, for their 
efforts. 

1993 Jerusalem Internship Proaram 

Through the initial efforts of ACYOA Central Council members, Fr. 
Mardiros Chevian (Director; ·Department of Youth Ministry) , and Laura 
Gononian, this relatively new program provides a means for ACYOA young 
professionals to lend their special expertise to the Patriarchate. 
This proaram must be continued and supported by the ACYOA as it 
affords an unequaled opportunity to both serve and experience ~e 
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Church. The program ran from approximately June 17, 1993, to July 29, 
1993. 

1993 ACYQA Arffienian Studies Program 

The Armenian Studies Program continues to be the most cherished 
and most rewarding of all ACYOA programs. Each year this program has 
been offered, our members return with new vitality and new lifelong 
friends. This year's program was sponsored in Armenia by the 
Araratian Diocese. The group divided its time between the Lake Sevan 
area and the homes of youth in the Yerevan area. The program included 
discussions, sightseeing, worship, home visits, and sharing life with 
Armenian youth and their families. The approximate dates: June 28, 
1993, to July 28, 1993. 

1993 ACYQA Anniversary Ball weekend and Cbapter Chairmen's Meeting 

This weekend was really something special. This year, this 
program also served as the ACYOA's celebration of the 25th Anniversary 
of St. Vartan Cathedral. Friday night included a live jazz reception 
on the Plaza (of the Diocesan offices). The "Anniversary Ball" was 
Saturday night and there was a brunch on the Plaza after Divine 
Liturgy on Sunday. Divine Liturgy also included a small youth 
orchestra accompanying the choir and youth participation in readings, 
greeting parishioners, and altar service. 

This is also the third year for the Chapter Chairmen's meeting. 
Fifteen chapters were represented. The purpose of this meeting is to 
give Chapter Chairmen an opportunity to give their input, compliments, 
and complaints to the Primate and Central Council. This year the 
meeting emphasized the need for the chapters-to be strengthened. The 
meeting also included a workshop with Elise Antreassian, ORE Co­
Director, on topics of "Discipleship" and "The Family of Churches." 

PUBLICATIONS 

The ACYOA publication, Hve Hokin, was not published this year. 
This publication continues to suffer from a lack of staff volunteers. 

l\RMENIAN CHURCH ENDQWMINT FUND 

The ACYOA' s income from the Armenian Church Endowment Fund 
continues to be a major component of the ACYOA's annual budget. 
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Please refer to the Treasurer's Report for a complete report of the 
status of our funds in the ACEF. 

ACYOA GBEGQRY ARPAJIAN LEJ\DEBSHIP FUND 

This fund was created after the passing of our great friend and 
ACYOA leader, Gregory Arpajian (Cleveland). This fund is maintained 
as a sub-account within the ACYOA ACEF account.

The Fund, currently, through income on the endowment, affords the 
ACYOA Central Council the opportunity to provide two scholarships to 
youth for attendance at the St. Vartan Summer Conferences, and also to 
provide an annual Leadership Award presented at the National Sports 
Weekend Banquet.

Sara Andonian and Usa Manooklan began coordinating the effort as 
steve Megrdlchian, who was to inttfally chair the committee, was unable to do 
so. After Initial phone contact was made ·In early December. Sara Andonian sent 
out o memo on December 8, 1992 scheduling a meeting for January 16. 1993 In 
Boston, MA. The meeting was scheduled on this date in Boston for two reasons: 

(1) The majority of committee members resided In the New 
England area. 

(2) The Central Council was meeting In Boston during the 
weekend of January 16. 1993. It was decided to have the 
meetings coincide so that any suggestions/ decisions made by 
the fund raising committee could be submitted to the Central 
Council for immediate approval so as to not waste any 
additional time. 

An Initial proposal was drafted by Sara Andonian. This proposal was 
to be finalized at the meeting and then presented to the Central Council for 
approval. 

Unfortunately, only one committee member Usa Manookian was 
present at the meeting; although only two Individuals gave notice several weeks 
prior to the meeting of their Inability to attend and participate. Fortunately. Usa 
was able to obtain the assistance of a former Central Council member. Zovlg 
Ashjlan, who was visiting In Boston at the ffme. Usa and Zovlg drafted a proposal 
and plan of action which they later recommended to the Central Council. The 
final proposal. as approved by the Central Council, Is attached to this report. 
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In light of the fact that the Diocese was In the midst of a major 
campaign on the occasion of the 25th Anniversary of the Consecration of St. 
Vortan Cathedral, the committee was reminded by Central Council that it had 
to meet with and obtain the approval of the Administrator of the Diocese, so as 
to not conflict with the Diocese's plans. 

In early Febr:uary, the proposal was foxed to the Primate for approval. 
Zovlg . and Usa subsequently met with Mr. Harry Olson (Administrator of the 
Diocese) and . the Rev. Keith Muhlemann (Director of Development for the 
.Diocese) on Friday, February 12, 1993. 

Although Mr. Olson and Rev. Muhlemann commended the ACYOA 
for presenting an organized ang thorough plan to raise funds for the organization, 
they equally felt that any campaign undertaken by the ACYOA at that point In 
time would come In direct conflict with the Diocese's fund raising actlvtt1es on the 
occasion of the 25th Anniversary of the Consecrcition of St. Vartan Cathedral. 
However, since $2 million, of the $4.5 million the Diocese was hoping to raise, was 
earmarked for Diocesan programs and since the Diocesan campaign was a 
three-year campaign ending In 1996, It was sugge$1'ed that the ACYOA 
participate In the 25th Anniversary campa{gn and use It as a •stepping stone• to 
kick-off the organization's own campaign In 1996 - the year marking the 
ACYOA's 50th anniversary . 

. Mr. Olson and Rev. Muhlemann also suggested that the Central 
Council and the fund raising committee sit down with them soon thereafter to 
discuss any possible participation In the Diocesan 25th Anniversary campaign as 
well as various other ways In which the ACYOA can raise some funds as they 
realized that the organization had an imminent need to do so. Atthough 
attempts were made to schedule another meeting, no meeffng was held due to 
the conflicting schedules of the Individuals Involved.

APPENDIX C 

PRIMATE'S ADDRESS TO THE ACYOA ANNUAL ASSEMBLY 

SEPTEMBER 2-3, 1993 
WATERTOWN, MASSACHUSETTS, 

Reverend Clergy, ACYOA Delegates, honored guests and friends: 

It is a pleasure to address the ACYOA National Asembly as it 
convenes in Watertown. This small New England town is a very 
special place for American-Armenians, because it is one of the very 
few remaining "Armenian neighborhoods" in this country. 

Watertown is still a place where many Armenians live within walking 
distance of one another--where a person's "Armenianness" is not 
something he or she expresses only on Sundays, but every day. 
Being a citizen of American society and being an Armenian are not 
separate occupations here, but are much more closely tied together 
then elsewhere. 

For that reason, Watertown is very similar to the original 
settlements of Armenians in this country. It reminds us of a way 
of life from our past which was, I think, wholesome and good. For 
many of us, it is not a way of life which we can easily return to, 
but· is something we should keep in mind whenever we think about 
what it means to be Armenian in America, and whenever we gather 
together-like we are today-to discuss our present and plan for our 
future. 

I mention these things because they illustrate the continuity of 
life in the Armenian Church. Our past, ~ur present and our future­
the children, young adults, families and leaders which make up our 
parishes-are not separate entities, but are inter-dependent parts 
of a single web of life: the life of dedication to God. No single 
segment of the faml.ly of the Church is responsible for the health 
of the Church: that responsibility falls on every sub-group, every 
individual. 

It is especially important that you as ACYOA leaders and members 
understand this. All of you have a stake in our Church - not just 
in what the Church will become tomorrow, but in what it is today. 
The way in which this expresses itself through the activities of 
local ACYOA chapters, through the programs of the Diocesan Youth 
Ministry department, and through national objectives like Project 
Growth, wi11 all be subject of discussions during the next Assembly 
sessions. I would like to address myself to a more pastoral aspect 
O·f how our younger generation should understand its role in our 
Church. The whole group of issues can be viewed through the ideas 
of "discipleship" an~ "apostleship". 

These two word are often used interchangeably, but they have two 
distinct meanings. Being a disciple means to submit oneself to a 
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discipline, or to the master who teachers it. To be an apostle 
aeans to be a kind of messenger, who travel southward and forwards 
froa the immediate community to spread the word to others who have 
never heard it. 

As Christians, the words have special meaning for us. Two thousand 
years ago, within Jesus' circle of followers, the terms "disciple". 
and "apostle" were brought together in a unique way. In Christa's 
teaching, submitting to the discipline of a master was inseparable 
froa spreading that message to others. And so it should be for us 
today: we are all gathered here as disciples or followers of Jesus 
Christ, and as devoted members of His Church. 

At the same time, as Christians we are not allowed to sit content 
in the cozy warmth of our immediate circle of friends and family. 
Christ had laid a great responsibility on every man and woman who 
chooses t.o follow Hia: the responsibility to spread the message­
the "Good News" of the Holy Gospel-to other people, and to bring 

.those others into the fold of the Church •. In our everyday lives, 
we are asked to marry the duties of a disciple to the mission of an 
apostle; we· are called to devote ourselves humbly to God by 
devoting ourselves energetically to the welfare of others. 

This is the mission that I, as a clergyman, am called to perform. 
But it is not just clergy who ar called in this way: each one of 
the children of the Church is called by Christ to take up this 
mission, and His call is especially strong towards young people, 
who have so much energy and vitality, so auch enthusiasm and such 
.-.~. bright, unclouded vision of what people can accomplish in the 
world. I do not need to remind you that Jesus Christ was not much 
old.er than any of you when He first began His mission;; small 
wonder, then, that Be should rely on your strong, young hearts and 
minds in the execution of His mission today. 

It is abroad mission, with a great deal of room for individual 
expression. For some, it aeans helping people directly, working 
among the poor, the sick and infirm. For others, it means speaking 
out bravely when injustice raises its head. This Christian mission 
aay involve traveling to places like Armenia, to help our brothers 
and sister who hunger for nourishment of their bodies as well as 
their souls. But is also involves working right here at home, in 
our own churches, our own coaaunities, our own families, to bring 
the light of the Gospel to those who live among us. 

We should always hold before us the fact that the authority of the 
Armenian Church coaes through the apostles themselves-through 
Apostolic succession. At the simplest level, of course, this means 
that.our tradition was founded by the original apostles of Christ­
in our case, the saints Thaddeus and Bartholomew. But I prefer to 
think that this distinction has more to do with out destiny than 
with our origins: for us, apostolic succession •ust men no only 
that we began with the apostles, but also that we as a Church carry 
the work of the apostles into the present day. 
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Now, the apostles did not sit still in Jerusalem- they went out 
into the remote corners of the world. But they only went out after 
receiving the Holy Spirit. The evangelized from a state of 
spiritual strength. And this should be an example and a lesson for 
us: we cannot do God • s work if our own souls and hearts are empty. 
The Church of Christ began to grow whenever and wherever the early 
Christians shared their inner strength~the strength of the Holy 
Spirit-with the weak and helpless people of the world. 

Looking at the armenian Church in America at the end of the 20th 
century, this the11e of growth is an idea which we must really take 
seriously. The growth I aa speaking about must occur both within 
ourselves and within our communities overall. It is a growth of 
the inner.person, as the Holy Spirit takes hold of our hearts and 
minds and perfects our fallen natures •. But is also a growth in the 
sheer numbers of the faithful: growth in which more and more 
people are brought into the daily life of the Church, so that the 
life-giving truth of the Gospel may be received by an ever­
increasing "family" of worship, heritage and faith. 

I have made this same appeal on other occasions, to other groups 
within our Church. But I would iike to enlist the aid of you and 
your peers in this project above all else. My conviction is that 
young men. and women like yourselves must be full participants-even 
active leaders-in the daily life of the parish in order for this 
growth of the spirit and the Church to take place. Some of this is 
happening, on a amall scale, in many of our co-unities, where 
people in their twenties and thirties have become parish council 
members and chairs. But it is still a small movement at the edge 
of the Church: what is called for is a great effort at the very 
center of parish life. 

In this regard, the ACYOA Central Council and the Department of 
Youth Ministry have embarked on "Project Growth", an effort to 
strengthen the ACYOA at the level of the local chapters. I just 
said the Project Growth is an effort to strengthen the ACYOA;, but 
I should correct myself an say that it is an effort the strengthen 
the Church as a whole, because when any part of the Church gains 
st~ength, the whole becomes stronger as well. I want to urge each 
of you to make Project Growth a vital part of your mission. 
Indeed, I would like to se it be the prototype for re-invigorating 
the entire Armenian Church, the example which sets the tone for the 
generations which caae before you, and those which will come after 
you. 

I am confident that such an effort of evangelism is within the 
capability of you and your peers. I have had aany wonderful 
experiences over the past year, traveling to various cities and 
meeting with young people in a series of Youth Forums organized by 
the Departaent of Youth Ministry. During those occasions, I have 
been able to speak w~th many of you in informal setting about the 
things which are iaportant to you, and I have been impressed with 
the depth . of your concern, and touched by the depth of your 
devotion to God. Don't let anyone ever tell you that you are too 
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young to act on those convictions, or that you should wait for some 
future aoment to become leaders in the Church. I am telling you 
that the time for you to act is now, the moment to show leadership 
is today. Project Growth is an excellent first step-and a 
relatively simple step-in a process that will aake the Armenian 
Church a strong, living force in our modern world. 

In closing, I would like to remind you that our responsibility to 
the Church-our apostleship-serves a higher purpose. We care for 
the prosperity of the Armenian Church, not because it belong to 

·use, but because it belong to God. If we see a clever aovie, hear 
a beautiful piece of music, or read a good book, we do not hesitate 
to reco .. end it to others, even drag them along to experience it if 
they show reluctance. But the truth of Jesus Christ is greater 
than all these things. The beauty of the Christian life, as 
expressed through the Armenian Church over the course of many 
centuries, is a touching lesson in all that makes human life worth 
living. In this era when many people despair for their own lives 
and for the future of the world it is our duty to tell others about 
this way of life, to introduce them to it, to usher thea into its 
embrace. The Godly life is the highest good for human beings, and 
the duty we own to the Church is ultimately the duty to share with 
others the power and joy of life dedicated to God.

1992 AUDITING COMMITTEE REPORT 

The financial records that were reviewed by the Auditing Committee included 1) 1992 
Archbishops Tournament (Richmond), 2) 1992 A.C.Y.O.A General Assembly and National Sports 
Weekend (Bayside), 3) 1992 Central Council Books. The 1993 Archbishops Tournament 
(Wynnewood) records were unavailable at the time the audits were Conducted (August 1 993). 
The Records for the 1993 Anniversary Ball, held in New York City, in July 1993, were not 
avalable for audit. The financial books were still open at the time of the audit. 

1) 1992 Archbishops Tournament (Richmond) 

The 1992 Archbishops Tournament financial records as submitted were incomplete. The 
proper reports were not filed as well as key documentation ie: bank statements, canceled checks, 

· and check register. Until these item5 are produced, an accurate audit cannot be completed. 

2) 1992 ACYOA General Assembly and National Sports Weekend (Bayside) 

The 1 992 National Sports Weekend financial records were incomplete. A financial statement 
was not submitted. SOme checks were lacking proper documentation. Until these items are 
submitted an audit cannot be completed. 

3) 1992 ACYOA Central Council Financial Records 

The 1992 Central Council records were kept in an orderty manner, however, at the time of 
the audit. the financial statement had not been completed. The financial statement is to be 
submitted to the auditing committee at the 1993 General Assembly. The records wiH then be 
audited. An addendum to this report can be made at the conclusion of the audit. 

The 1992 Auditing committee was not able to audit any of the reports that were submitted. 
It is recommended that the new Central Council work toward rectifying the shortcomings of the 
financial statements of the aforementioned events. Once these records can be brought up to date, 
the riext auditing committee can conduct a proper audit. It is also recommended that standard 
forms be submitted to chapters hosting events so that proper rec~~ submitted.

I. INVOCATION 

FIRST SESSION 
FRIDAY. OCTOBER 7.1994 

The first session of the 1994 ACYOA General Assembly convened at 8:15p.m. His Eminence, 
Archbishop Khajag Barsamian, Primate of the Diocese of the Armenian Church and President of 
the ACYOA, led the delegates in an opening blessing and prayer service. The Diocesan 
Chancellor, Rev. Father Garabed Kochakian assisted in the service. 

Following the prayer, Scott Najarian (Church of Our Saviour, Worcester), Chairman of the 1993 
ACYOA General Assembly, called the Assembly to order. 

II. ROLL CALL 

A roll-call of delegates was taken. The Chairman determined that a quorum of Assembly 
delegates was not present. The Chairman determined that the meeting could continue without 
voting, and that any voting would be postponed until a session in which there was a quorum. 

III. ELECTION OF ASSEMBLY OFFICERS 

The Chairman opened the floor for nominations for Assembly Officers. 

Ararn Topjian (St. James, Richmond) was nominated for Assembly Secretary. Doug 
Aprahamian (Holy Martyrs, Bayside) and Scott Najarian (Church of Our Saviour, Worcester) 
were nominated for Assembly Chairman. There was a motion to close nominations. The motion 
was seconded and carried. 

Aram Topjian was elected Assembly Secretary. Scott Najarian was elected Chairman and Doug 
Apraharnian was elected Vice Chairman of the Assembly. 
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IV. ADOPTION OF AGENDA 

A motion was made to amend the agenda (Appendix A) by moving Item XVIII- ACYOA 
Representative Address- to Item XL The motion was seconded and carried. A motion was 
made to accept the agenda as presented. It was seconded by Laura Negosian (St. John·s. 
Detroit). The motion carried. 

V. ADOPTION OF RULES OF PROCEDURE 

Aram Topjian (St. James. Richmond) made a motion to adopt Robert's Rules of Parliamentary 
Procedure to govern this assembly. Laura Negosian (St. John's, Detroit) seconded the motion. 
The motion carried. 

VI. ADOPTION OF MINUTES 

Scott Najarian (Church of Our Saviour. Worcester) asked ifthere were any corrections or 
omissions to the minutes of rhe 1993 ACYOA General Assembly. The following changes were 
made: 

Page 4, Section IX. line 2. "The Primate" was changed to ''The Primate of the Diocese of the 
Armenian Church of America" 

Page 3, Section VIII. paragraph 3, line 2. "Diocesan events" was changed to ''ACYOA National 
Events" 

Page 1 . Section I, line 2. "His Grace, the Rt. Rev. Bishop Khajag Barsamian'' was changed to 
"His Eminence Archbishop Khajag Barsamian" 

A motion was made to accept the minutes as corrected. The motion was seconded and carried. 

VII. REMARKS, DIOCESAN COUNCIL MEMBER 

Dean Shahinian (St. Mary, Washington, D.C) addressed the Assembly and encouraged all 
present ·•to pursue your goals and do it in a way that will bring honor to yourselves and honor to 
God." 

VIII. APPOINTMENT OF ASSEMBLY STANDING COMMITTEES 

Scott Najarian (Church of Our Saviour. Worcester)explained the standing committees of the 
Assemblv. which include the Budget Committee. Proposals Committee, and Resolutions & 
Courtesi;s Committee. Committee assignments will be announced at the following session when 
all Assembly delegates are present.

IX. REPORT OF CENTRAL COUNCIL 

A. ADMINISTRATIVE 

Lucine Baronian (Holy Martyrs. Bayside), Central Council Chairman. gave an overview of the 
Central Council administrative report (Appendix B). There was discussion following the report. 
Laura Negosian (St. John's, Detroit) expressed concern over the fact that St. John's. Detroit. St. 
Gregory ofNarek. Cleveland. and other Mid-west chapters had little or contact with Central 
Council during the year. The issue of communication between the chapters and Central Council 
was discussed. Meline Kasparian (St. James, Westchester), Central Council Secretarv. stated 
that Central Council attempted to stay in regular contact with all chapters through the designated 
Chapter Chairman or other representative during the year. Each Chapter Chairman was 
forwarded fact sheets and questionnaires during the year to return to Central Council in order to 
provide Central Council an accurate assessment of the current state of affairs at each ACYOA 
chapter and the potential areas for involvement from Central Council. Phone and written 
communication is also the responsibility of each Central Council member. though it was noted 
that all chapters had not provided an up-to-date listing of chapter Executive Committees, making 
communication with the Chairman difficult. It was stressed that effective communication is the 
mutual responsibility of Central Council and the individual Chapter Chairmen. The status of 
various chapters and their current levels of participation was discussed at length. Certain issues 
raised were: decreasing participation on the local level, a lack of active members on the local 
level, and the responsibility of the ACYOA to foster strong Junior groups. 

B. TREASURER'S REPORT 

Pam Moroukian (St. Peter, Watervliet), Central Council Treasurer, presented the treasurer's 
report (Appendix C), which was distributed to the Assembly and consisted of an income 
statement for the 1993 fiscal year, an income statement for the period 111/94 to 9/30/94. the 1994 
budget proposal, and a balance sheet as of 12/31/93. Also included was a listing ofthe accounts 
receivable as of9/30/94, which consisted primarily of seed money that had been given to the 
chapters/committees which had hosted national ACYOA events from 1993 and 1994. Pam 
explained that though the 1993 budget projected revenues of $35,500. actual revenues received 
were $23,388.45. Even with the actual $12,111.55 revenue deficit for 1993 compared with the 
1993 budget, Central Council posted a small gain of $622.28 for 1993. mainly through tight 
expense controls. It was noted that there was $8.500 in outstanding seed money to be repaid to 
Central Council. It was als ' noted that there had been difficulty in closing the financial books on 
national events. Various questions were raised from the floor. Papken Maksoudian (St. James. 
Watertown) stated that the St. James, Watertown chapter did not receive seed money from 
Central Council for the 1993 ACYOA National Sports Weekend. It was agreed that the financial 
records would be researched to resolve the matter. 

A vote to accept the Administrative and Treasurer's Central Council Report was postponed until 
the following session. 
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The 1994 ACYOA General Assembly was adjourned with a prayer at 10:20 p.m. 

X. OPENING PRAYER 

SECOND ASSEMBLY SESSION 
SATURDAY. OCTOBER 8. 1994 

The second session of the 1994 ACYOA General Assembly convened at 9:15 a.m. His 
Eminence. Archbishop Khajag Barsamian, Primate of the Diocese ofthe Armenian Church and 
President of the ACYOA. led the delegates in an opening blessing and prayer service. Rev. 
Father Garabed Kochakian assisted in the service. 

Following the prayer service, the 1994 Assembly Chairman, Scott Najarian (Church of Our 
Saviour. Worcester) called the assembly to order. A roll-call was taken by the Assembly­
Secretary. Aram Topjian (St. James. Richmond), and a quorum was established. 

The Assembly Chair explained that since there was an absence of a quorum in the previous 
evening's session, no votes had been taken. There was a motion to collectively accept agenda 
items 3,4,5, and 6. The motion was seconded and carried. 

A motion was made to accept the Administrative and Treasurer's Report ofthe Central Council. 
The motion was seconded and carried. 

XI. ACYOC REPRESENT A JIVE ADDRESS 

Talin Unlusoy (ACYOC) addressed the Assembly and read a letter from the ACYOC Central 
Council Chairperson, Jean-Philippe Tachdjian (Appendix D). She thanked the ACYOA Central 
Council for their dedication and hard work over the year. She stated the importance of a strong 
link between ACYOC and ACYOA. She stated that the ACYOC's aim is to reinforce faith in 
Christ Jesus and to help our homeland. She expressed interest in a worldwide 50th Anniversary 
celebration in 1996. Talin thanked the Assembly for the chance to share and opened the line of 
communication with the ACYOC in the future. 

XII. PRJMATE'S MESSAGE 

The Primate. His Eminence Archbishop Khajag Barsamian. addressed the delegates. He 
reminded us that the Diocese declared 1994 as the "Year of the Family ."and that we need to 
always work on strengthening the bonds of our own ACYOA family. The Church. which is 
viewed as a family. directs us toward ministry, education and worship. One mission ofthe 
church is to focus on the younger generation in order that it may provide wisdom and spirituality 
for all. The Primate reminded the Assembly participants that we are role models in the church 
parishes in that the younger children look up to the young adults and imitate their actions. He 
stated that everyone must take their obligations to the Church very seriously because this brings 
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hon0r to God. He commended the ACYOA on their very difficult decision to cancel Sports 
Weekend after news of the death of the Supreme Patriarch and Catholicos of All Armenians. 
Vazken Lin August of 1993. This act required sacrifice and unselfish concern for the greater 
good. In closing the Primate challenged the Assembly participants to live our lives in accordance 
with the God's will. He thanked the outgoing and remaining Central Council members for their 
hard work and dedication to the ACYOA. and thanked the Assembly delegates for their 
participation. 

XIII. REPORTS OF COMMITTEES 

A. AUDITING COMMITTEE 

The Auditing Committee Report (Appendix E) was presented by Scott Najarian (Church of Our 
Saviour, Worcester). There was discussion on the financial books for National Events which 
have not been closed. A motion was made to accept the 1993 Auditing Committee Report. The 
motion was seconded and carried. 

B. SPORTS WEEKEND COMMITTEE 

Scott Najarian (Church of Our Saviour, Worcester) gave a verbal report on the activities of the 
1994 ACYOA National Sports Weekend Committee, and took questions from the floor. 

XIV. ELECTIONS 

A. CENTRAL COUNCIL 

The Assembly Chair called upon the Nominating Committee to present the nominations for 
Central Council. The following individuals were nominated.

Baronian (Holy Martyrs. Bayside), Nicole Assarian (St. James. Waterto\\>n) and Shoushan 
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Saraydarian (Holy Martyrs, Bayside) were nominated for the Nominating Committee. The 
Assembly Secretary cast one ballot and the slate was passed. _ 

C. AUDITING COMMITTEE 

The Assembly Chair accepted nominations from the floor for Auditing Committee. Pam 
Moroukian (St. Peter, Watervliet), Papken Maksoudian (St. James. Watertown), and Scott 
Najarian (Church of Our Saviour, Worcester) were nominated for the Auditing Committee. The 
Assembly Secretary cast one ballot and the slate was passed.

XVII. DISCUSSION - DIRECTION AND GOALS OF THE ACYOA 

Central Council Chairman Lucine Baronian (Holy Martyrs. Bayside) distributed a sheet entitled 
.. ACYOA CENTRAL COUNCIL GOALS'" (Appendix F). She explained that the goals had been 
set by Central Council during the year. and that these goals helped Central Council to prioritize 
involvement in certain projects. She stated the collective hope of Central Council for increased 
activity in the local ACYOA chapters, stressing the importance of individual involvement if 
these goals are to be achieved. 

There was discussion on hosting a Anniversary Ball in honor of ACYOA's 50th Anniversary. 
There was also mention of the success of regional camps and how ACYOA members might 
become involved to ensure continued success. 

The Armenian Studies Program was discussed and it was agreed that the program's focus should 
be service-oriented in light of the present state of our homeland. There was also discussion on 
the possibility of a shorter program to Armenia so that working individuals may attend. 

There was discussion on the resistance of some individuals to the name "ACYOA." It was noted 
that many groups seem reluctant to operate under the name "ACYOA." Many local chapters are 
now going by the name .. Young Adults," or "Young Professionals." It was noted that changing 
the name of the ACYOA is disrespectful of the history and legacy of ACYOA, its founder. the 
beloved Archbishop Tiran Nersoyan. of blessed memory, and its former members. 

Meline' Kasparian (St. James, Westchester) read from the ACYOA handbook on the mission of 
the ACYOA: "The mission of the ACYOA is to create among the young adult generation a 
greater sense of spiritual culture and tradition and instill within it's members a true spirit of civic 
mildness." She stated that it is the responsibility ofthe Central Council and all ACYOA 
members to carry out this mission. 

There was discussion on how to bring in new members and keep members involved in the 
ACYOA. It was noted that the Diocese has many resources on communication and planning. 

XVIII. NEW BUSINESS 

FOURTH ASSEMBLY SESSION 
SATURDAY. OCTOBER 8. 1994 

It was moved that Item A, Budget, be moved on the agenda after Proposals (currently Item C) 
and Constitutional Amendments (currently Item D). 
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A. ACYOA Publications 

There was no discussion on this topic. The subject had been covered in the discussion on 
.. Directions and Goals of the ACYOA."' 

B. Proposals 

Dina Aurslanian (St. Gregory ofNarek, Cleveland) presented the proposals on behalf of the 
Proposals Committee. Eight proposals had been submitted to the General Assembly for review 
by the Central Council (Appendix G). 

Scott Najarian (Church of Our Saviour, Worcester) thanked Dina for her presentation on behalf 
of the Proposals Committee. He explained the procedure for discussing and voting on the 
proposals. 

Prooosal #1 

Reba£esfor eligible ACYOA events (as outlined in the ACYOA Membership Handbook) shall be 
distributed before the conclusion of the event. See money shall be returned to Central Council 
before the conclusion of the event. 

This proposal was recommended by the Proposals Committee with the following amendment: 
"Central Council will provide a dues paid member list to the hosting Chapter one month prior to 
the event". 

Lucine Baronian (Holy Martyrs, Bayside) moved to accept Proposal #1 as amended. The motion 
was seconded by Scott Najarian (Church of our Saviour, Worcester). 

Discussion: There was discussion on the feasibility of giving rebates at the event. There was 
further discussion on the timely return of seed money by the host chapter to the Central Council. 
It was noted that many participants at previous Sports Weekends have been dismayed at the 
delay in the return of their rebates. 

The Chairman called for a vote. The proposal was passed with fourteen (14) delegates in favor 
and four ( 4) opposed. 

Proposal# 2 

ACYOA Central Council will provide a $20 rebate to all ACYOA members who are also full-rime 
students with a valid ID and letter from Parish Priest (or Parish Council Chair in absence ofa 
Parish Priest) confirming service to the church. This rebate will be given to the firsr 25 eligible 
applicants. l'iames of recipients will remain confidential. 
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This proposal was recommended by the Proposals Committee with the following amendment: 
··This rebate will be given to the tirst 25 eligible applicants'' will be deleted and replaced with 
''All applicants will be admitted to a random drawing one month prior to Sports Weekend. 
Twenty-five (25) applicants will be picked. Central Council will pay the Sports Weekend 
Committee $20 towards the package plan provided that the applicant has placed the minimum 
deposit.'' 

Lucine Baronian (Holy Martyrs. Bayside) moved to accept Proposal #2 as amended. John 
Megrdichian (Sts. Sahag and Mesrob, Providence) seconded the motion. 

Discussion: Central Council would like to provide a financial incentive for college students to 
attend National Events. It was noted that the price ofNational Events was considered high by 
some standards, and this would make attendance less of a financial burden. 

The Chairman called for a vote on the amended proposal. The amended proposal passed with 
nine (9) delegates in favor and five (5) delegates opposed. 

Meline Kasparian (St. James. Westchester) asked if there had been a quorum present during the 
discussion and voting on proposal #2. The Assembly Chairman noted that a quorum is 
established only to commence the meeting. 

Prooosa/ #3 

ACYOA Central Council will allocate $1,000 for the purpose of package plan reimbursement for 
ACYOA members to any National ACYOA events. These will be up to $100 per person. per 
event. not to exceed the cost of the event, with members eligible to receive only rme award per 
year. No more than five awards will be given for any one event. These reimbz,·sements will be 
awarded on the basis on financial need, and service to the church as confirmed by Parish Priest 
(or_Parish Council Chair in absence of a Parish Priest). Names of recipients will remain 
confidential. 

The Proposals Committee did not recommend this proposal. The Central Council is not able to 
objectively decide who demonstrates financial need. 

Discussion: There was discussion on the feasibility of determining financial need or service to 
the church. 

The Assembly Chairman called for a vote .. Proposal #3 was defeated with five (5) delegates in 
favor and six (6) opposed. 

Prooosal #-1 

Any dues-paid member of a parish is eligible for automatic membership in ACYOA. as well as all 
rights and privileges pertaining to ACYOA membership. 
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The Proposals Committee did not support this proposal because many young people cannot 
afford to be dues-paid members of their parishes. 

Lucine Baronian (Holy Martyrs, Bayside) moved to discuss Proposal# 4. Kavork Hagopian (St. 
George. Waukegan) seconded the motion. 

Discussion: Kavork stated that this would be an effective way to encourage members to become 
more active within their parishes. 

The Assembly Chairman called for a vote. The proposal was defeated with no delegates in favor 
and six (6) opposed. 

Prooosal #5 

For any year in which there are no chapters bidding on General Assembly, ACYOA Central 
Council may convene General Assembly in conjunction with Sports Weekend. in the same 
location. with ACYOA Central Council sponsoring the event. 

The Proposals Committee did not recommend this proposal because it may cause a financial 
burden to the host chapter. 

Lucine Baronian (Holy Martyrs, Bayside) moved to discuss Proposal #5. Doug Aprahamian 
(Holy Martyrs, Bayside) seconded the motion. 

Discussion: It was noted that Central Council's sponsorship ofthe General Assembly would 
prevent the host chapter from incurring any additional financial responsibility. The lack of host 
chapters for ACYOA National Events was discussed. The Constitutional Amendment which 
separated ACYOA General Assembly and ACYOA Sports Weekend was discussed. It was 
noted that Central Council may take dire steps if necessary to ensure that the General Assembly 
takes place. 

The Chairman called for a vote. Proposal #5 passed with a majority of voting delegates in favor 

Prooosal # 6 

To restore the per diem allowance ofSJ2for meals for ACYOA Central Council members on 
official Council business, and to increase the mileage reimbursement to .25 cents per mile. 

The Proposals Committee recommended this proposal, stating that Central Council members 
should not have to spend their own money on Central Council business, especially when 
traveling. 

Lucine Baronian (Holy Martyrs, Bayside) made a motion to discuss Proposal #6. John 
Megrdichian (Sts. Sahag and Mesrob, Providence) seconded the motion. 
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Discussion: Kavork Hagopian (St. George. Waukegan) spoke in favor of the proposal. He noted 
that although this Council has been very frugal there may be individuals in the future who are 
not as cautious with the organization's funds. There was discussion on the financial 
responsibility of Central Council. 

The Assembly Chairman called for a vote. Proposal #6 passed with a majority of voting 
delegates in favor of the proposal. 

Prooosal # 7 

News releases about ACYOAIACYOA Central Council must be submitted to ACYOA Central 
Council for approval and distribution. 

The Proposals Committee did not recommend this proposal because this policy must be made by 
Central Council. 

Discussion: Kavork Hagopian (St. George, Waukegan) noted that there were articles published 
last year about ACYOA and Central Council without the knowledge or approval or Central 
Council. He noted that Central Council should at least be able to view articles before they are 
published. 

There was no motion to accept Proposal #7.

ACYOA will hire a Chapter Programming Coordinator. ACYOA Central Council will petition 
the Primate and the Diocesan Council for funding for this position. 

The Proposals Committee recommended this proposal with the following amendment: 
··with ACYOA Central Council raising the funds to establish this position" in place of "ACYOA 
Central Council will petition the Primate and the Diocesan Council for funding for this position. 

Lucine Baronian (Holy Martyrs, Bayside) moved to discuss Proposal #8. Dina Aurslanian (St. 
Gregory ofNarek, Cleveland) seconded the motion. 

Discussion: There was discussion on whether or not this position would be a Diocesan staff 
position and the reporting structure for the position. The objective of filling such a position 
would be to assist Central Council with programming and chapter visitations. It was noted that 
this individual should have training in youth ministry. Rev. Fr. Karekin Kasparian (St. James. 
Westchester) noted that an extensive budget would be necessary if this individual was going to 
make visitations. Rev. Fr. Untzag Nalbandian (Holy Ascension. Trumbull) noted that 
scholarships to offset the price of travel to Armenia in the amount of $1.000 would be of great 
benefit to those who would attend. Aram Topjian (St. James. Richmond) proposed an 
amendment to the proposal allocating $5.000 for four or five students to be able to travel to 
Armenia. Archbishop Khajag noted that is the proposal was passed. Central Council would be 
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responsible to report to the Assembly on the status of the position. He noted that the issue of 
where to raise the funds was a difficult one. 

The Chairman called a vote on the amended proposal. The proposal was defeated by a majority 
of the voting delegates. The Chairman called a vote on the proposal to allocate $5.000 to send 
five (5) people to Armenia. The proposal was defeated by a majority of the voting delegates. 

Proposal #9 

Doug Aprahamian (Holy Martyrs, Bayside) presented the following proposal: 

To change the name of the "Archbishop Torkom Manoogian Invitational Basketball 
Tournament" to the "Archbishop's Invitational Tournament." 

Scott Najarian (Church of Our Saviour, Worcester) moved to discuss the proposal. Rev. Fr. 
Karekin Kasparian (St. James. Westchester) seconded the proposal. 

Discussion: It was noted that because our Primate is currently His Eminence Archbishop Khajag 
Barsamian. the name should be changed to reflect that. 

The proposal was passed by a majority of the voting delegates. 

Scott Najarian relinquished the Chair to Doug Aprahamian (Holy Martyrs, Bayside), Assembly 
Vice-Chairman. 

Proposal #10 

Scott Najarian (Church of Our Saviour, Worcester) presented the following proposal 

The ACYOA National Sports Weekend, which usually takes place on Labor Day in September, 
would take place during Memorial Day Weekend during May 1995. 

Scott moved to discuss the proposal. Meline Kasparian (St. James, Westchester) seconded the 
motion. 

Discussion: There was discussion on the reasons for changing the weekend of Sports Weekend. 
It was noted that the St. James, Watertown ACYOA Juniors hold their Sports Weekend that 
weekend and receive extensive support from the Senior ACYOA in Watertown. Other issues 
raised included the financial feasibility of attending both the ACYOA Sports Weekend and the 
Labor Day weekend as well. It was suggested that attendance at ACYOA Sports Weekend may 
suffer if the two competing events were on different weekends.

I apologize for not being able to be with you this holiday 
weekend (Columbus Day for you, Thanksgiving for us) on the 
occasion of the annual ACYOA General Assembly. I would also 
congratulate Lucine Baronian and the outgoing ACYOA Central 
Council for their dedication and hard work over the past year. 
I would also congratulate the members of the new Central 
Council and I look forward to working with them in the near 
future. 

The links between the ACYOA and the ACYOC have been strong 
in the past, with three of our chapters founded as ACYOA 
chapters, before the creation of the Canadian Diocese in 1984. 
These links must be reinforced in the near future, as ACYO's 
from around the world must wort together to create a new. 
Armenian Church, one whose aims are to reinforce our faith in 
Christ and help our homeland in need. 

Our organization is small but active and growing. During the 
past year, tbc ACYOC has grown to eight chapters. over 140 
members. spanning a continent, from the . banks of the St­
Lawrence river (Montreal) to the Pacific ocean (Vancouver). 
I would like to take this opportunity to invite you all to our 
annual General Assembly and Sports Weekend next June in 
Montreal. 

Apart from its uanal religious, social, cultural and educational 
activities, the ACYOC bas also done iu share to help Armenia 
with many important projects under the auspices of the 
Canadian Diocese including: 

- the Canadian Youth Mlssioa to Armenia (CYMA) 
which sent over fifty youths to work in the village of Harij (in 
tbe earthquake zone) in various coosttuction projects, doing 
house visitations, running a day camp for over 200 children, 
and conducting an oral history survey of survivors of the 1990 
Baku massacres). 
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- completing the Armenia Medical Clinic Project with 
the opening of the Soorp Nareg hospital in Artik. This 
constitutes a culmination of almost four years of efforts for the 
ICiOC. 

• financially supporting the "Gavit" Church newspaper 
of the Aruat region's Church Youth Organization, to fight the 
rapid spread of foreign religions on Armenian soil. 

We have done much for Armenia, but tbere is much left to do. 
The ACYOC will continue its financial. moral and manpower 
support of these projects. We consider it to be oor 
responsibility. as Canadians or Americans of Armenian descent 
and as Christians, to do what we can to help Armenia. We can 
all do more. 

1996 will be the flftieth anniversary of the founding of the 
youth movement within the Armenian Church. I know that 
you are already planning great celebrations within the ACYOA. 
However, I would like to remind you that Archbishop Tiran 
Nersoyan's legacy is not limited to the American Diocese. It is 
in fact a worldwide movement of youth involvement in our 
Church and our various communities for tbe betterment of the 
Armenian nation. 

It has been suggested that we celebrate this important 
anniversary by holding the f'mt World ACYO Convention in 
Armenia in 1996, entitled "A Celebradon of Youth in 
Christ". This convention would bring together youth 
representatives from all dioceses to discuss and exchange ideas 
on the future of our Church. to meet on the field and the court 
in a truly world "sports weekend", to create new friendships 
that transcend national borders, and most important, to visit 
Hayastan and spread the word of Christ in the homeland with 
home and village visitations. 

As the best organized ACYO, the three North American dioceses 
have a special responsibility: to use this event as a tool to 
encourage representatives of other countries to also found 
similar organizations in their dioceses. The ACYO is the most

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useful tool possible to fight the dangers of assimilation in the 
diaspora. Its role in Armenia is equally important as a means 
to ward off foreign sects and religions from our national soil 
If this convention would ensure the founding of an effective 
and organized ACYO in Hayastan, it would be a great 
achievement. 

To succeed, an event this important will necessitate the direct 
involvement of all of our Primates and Central Councils. Unlike 
our usual conventions and sports weekends, this event will not 
be fun and games, but a serious cffon to build the future 
Armenian Church. Archbishop Tiran showed us the way. It is 
our responsibility to complete the journey for the good of our 
Church. and our people.

PROPOSALS SUBMITTED AT 1994 ACYOA GENERAL ASSEMBLY 

#1 
PROPOSAL: Rebates for eligible ACYOA events (as outlined in the ACYOA Membership 
Handbook) shall be distributed before the conclusion of the event. Seed $ shall be returned to 
Central Council before the conclusion of the event. 

Rationale: To accelerate the reimbursement process and the closing of the books for auditing 
purposes. 

#2 
PROPOSAL: ACYOA Central Council will provide a $20 rebate to all ACYOA members who are 
also full-time students with a valid ID and letter from Parish Priest (or Parish Council Chair in 
the absence of a Parish Priest) confirming service to the church. This rebate will be given to 
the first 25 eligible applicants. Names of recipients will remain confidential. 

Rationale: To encourage participation of students in ACYOA events and in their own parishes. 

#3 
PROPOSAL: ACYOA Central Council will allocate $1 ,000 for the purpose of package plan 
reimbursement for ACYOA members to any National ACYOA events. These will be up to $1 00 
per person, per event, not to exceed the cost of the event, with members eligible to receive 
only one award per year. No more than five awards will be given for any one event. These 
reimbursements will be awarded on the basis of financial need, and service to the church as 
confirmed by Parish Priest (or Parish Council Chair in the absence of a Parish Priest). Names 
of recipients will remain confidential. 

Rationale: To encourage participation in ACYOA events by those members who may otherwise 
be unable to participate due to financial constraints, and to encourage service to the church. 

#4 
PROPOSAL: Any dues-paid member of a parish is eligible for automatic membership in ACYOA, 
as well as all rights and privileges pertaining to ACYOA membership. 

Rationale: To encourage ACYOA members to become dues-paid members of their parishes. 



PROPOSALS SUBMITIED AT 1994 ACYOA GENERAL ASSEMBLY 

#5 
PROPOSAL: For any year in which there are no chapters bidding on General Assembly, ACYOA 
Central Council may convene General Assembly in conjunction with Sports Weekend, in the 
same location, with ACYOA Central Council sponsoring the event. 

Rationale: To ensure well-organized and well-participated national events. 

#6 
PROPOSAL: To restore the per diem allowance of $12 for meals for ACYOA Central Council 
members on official Council business, and to increase the amount for mileage reimbursement 
to .25 cents per mile. 

Rationale: To update ACYOA policies and make a recommendations based upon 1993-1994 
Council's experience. 

#7 
PROPOSAL: News releases about ACYOA/ACYOA Central Council must be submitted to ACYIA 
Central Council for approval and distribution. 

RATIONALE: To ensure a positive image for ACYOA. 

#8 
PROPOSAL: ACYOA Central Council will hire a Chapter Programming Coordinator. ACYOA 
Central Council will petition the Primate and Diocesan Council for funding for this position. 

RATIONALE: To develop and support implementation of programs and to serve as a resource 
for ACYOA Council and Chapters. This position will report to ACYOA Central Council on its 
findings and progress, and assist Council in profiling each Chapter and determining their 
specific needs.

Minutes of Central Council Meeting 
December 3, 1994 

The meeting was called to order at 11 :05 am with a prayer led by His Eminence, 
Archbishop Khajag Barsamian. Present were the Primate, Der Hayr Garabed, 
Laura Gononian, Deacon Greg Doudoukjian, Meline' Kasparian, Kavork 
Hagopian, John Megrdichian, Doreen Nersesian, Doug Aprahamian, Stephen 
Megrdichian, and Dina Aurslanian. Minutes of the July 9, 1994 meeting were 
accepted as presented. The minutes of the October 8, 1994 meeting were 
accepted with the following additions: Doreen Nersesian was not present at the 
meeting. Doreen Nersesian was elected as the Corresponding Secretary. 

TREASURER'S REPORT 
John announced that Central Council has $12,200.58 as of November 25th. 
John reported that the only outstanding debts are the bills from the awards given 
out at General Assembly, the hotel accommodations provided for Central 
Council members for the General Assembly, and a bill owed to the Diocese. 

CHAIRMAN'S REPORT 
Meline' officially welcomed the new Central Council. She reported that she had 
received letters of congratulations to Central Council from Laura Gononian, 
Deacon Greg Doudoukjian, and Dean Shahinian. Carl Bardakian sent a letter of 
thanks for choosing him to be the recipient of the Sam Neressian Award. A 
letter from The Primate stated that the Central Council Committee was official 
approved. Meline' stated that she sent out a press release to the Diocese 
following the General Assembly and the election of new Central Council 
members. Meline' also sent out a letter and questionnaire to all the chapter 
contacts. 

Meline' also discussed the unfortunate situation with the minutes from the 
General Assembly. The minutes are not presentable right now. The bill for the 
secretarial service provided at General Assembly is outstanding and is in 
dispute at the present time. 

Meline' announced that FAIR LAWN, New Jersey will be the host of the 1995 
Sports Weekend. Meline' and Doug will be attending most of the Sports 
Weekend meetings. 

A Central Council member will be invited to a Special Session of the Diocesan 
Convention as a guest on January 14, 1995. 

It was at this time that Deacon Greg discussed the activities of DVM in 
conjunction with ACYOA. He reported that the Circular File currently holds the 
names of 400 college student names and is always ready for more. 



He reported that DVM is hosting a four-day Winter Conference with the 
Seminary for college students. It will be held January 9-15 and the topics will 
include contemporary issues. A mini Winter Conference for high school 
students (ACYOA Jrs.) is being held on January 13-15, 1995. The topic will 
include contemporary issues. Meline will be attending this conference to briefly 
discuss the roles of ACYOA Srs. 

Father Garabed discussed the Mission Program. He asked that Central Council 
help to visit these newly developed groups to aid in the establishment of an 
organized youth groups. Most of these churches do not have priests and have a 
great need of any services that we can provide to them. 

CHAPTER REPORTS 
John= Through his contacts, John concluded that the ACYOA groups are 
suffering while the junior groups are very strong. John reported that there is a 
great possibility that Worcester, MASS will host the Archbishop's Tournament. 

Kavork= The AGBU Young Adult's club of Chicago has been difficult for the 
ACYOA to work with and is now singlely hosting a December Dance on the 17th. 
Palos is rebuilding their senior group. Although the group exists, it does not call 
itself ACYOA. Waukegan will be applying for membership to ACYOA in the very 
near future. There will be a Midwest Retreat March 4, 1995. 

Stephen= He had added a Miami contact. The AGBU group is a strong 
influence in the area. Boca Raton is still rather active meeting once a week. 
They are in the process of deciding to potentially host the 1995 General 
Assembly. 

Dina= Dina reported that contact with the Detroit chapter has been difficult. She 
will be in Ann Arbor for their dance and the announcement of the Armenia 
Project. She will also try to make visits to the Columbus and Erie youth groups 
during the Armenian Christmas season with Deacon Norman. The Cleveland 
chapter had a retreat put on by the Department of Youth Ministries and Deacon 
Greg .. 

Doug= Doug reported that he is busy working with Fair Lawn on Sports 
Weekend. He says that the Bayside has a very strong ACYOA Jrs. Group but 
the senior group is rather separated into two distinctions. He will work on 
contacting Philadelphia soon. 

Meline'= Meline' reported that the Worcester group is very busy and was 
working hard also at encouraging the Jrs. group involvement.

ASP/JERUSALEM 
Laura reported that the tentative date for the Armenian Studies Program is July 
through August. The trip my be renamed to the Armenia Service Project in 
order to better clarify the type of trip it is. At this point, it is not decided what 
exactly the format of the trip will be, but it is thought that it may be some kind of 
day camp program for children. The trip will also be about six weeks in length. 

ST. VARTAN 
As of yet, the location of St. Vartan is undetermined. The camp is in need of an 
Athletic Director. The camp is looking for counselors, most probably college 
students. The camp will be two weeks in length and will be an inter-Diocesan 
project. 

ST.NERSESS 
St. Nersess will be closed during the summer of 1995 and will reopen in the fall 
(September). The Summer Conferences will be held on the road-each 
conference lasting one week. Six Summer Conferences will be held in all. In 
1996, Summer Conferences will be held in conjunction with the seminary. 

1994 SPORTS WEEKEND 
Funds were approved by the Diocesan Council to cover the outstanding bills 
upon request by Scott Najarian. Money collected for advertisements should be 
handed to Fair Lawn and the ads should be run as previously scheduled. 
Special pages should be saved to honor the late Catholicos and Mr. Mardigian. 

1994 GENERAL ASSEMBLY 
The minutes are not yet in acceptable form and the bill for them is outstanding. 

ACYO-WD GENERAL ASSEMBLY 
There was no attendance to this event due to missed communication. 

RETREATS/CULTURAL DAY/EVENTS 
DYM is considering some kind of a Spring Break retreat in Florida for college 
vacationers. 

· March 3-5 is a Washington chapter retreat. 
March 24-26 is a Detroit chapter retreat. 
New England/Mid Atlantic region will have a retreat in Connecticut. 

The Cultural Day celebration will be held in October. We will consider asking 
Detroit to host some kind of event in honor of their new museum. The Plaza 
Events in the summertime will be held possibly in July.

December 2, 1995 

New York, New York 

5 The meeting was called to order at 9:15a.m. at Saint Vartan Cathedral with a prayer led 
6 by The Reverend Father Garabed Kochakian. His Eminence Archbishop Khajag 
7 Barsamian, Primate presided over the prayer. Also present were Dina Aurslanian, Doug 
8 Aprahamian, Doreen Nersesian, Aram Topjian, Steven Megrdichian and John 
9 Megrdichian. Shunt Madanyan was unavailable. 

10 

11 The minutes ofthe June 3, 1995 meeting at the 1995 Archbishop's Tournament were 
12 accepted with corrections. 
13 

14 Srpazan Hayr congratulated the new Central Council on their appointment to the Council 
15 and Dina AUrslanian on her appointment of Chairperson. Srpazan Hayr talked on 1996 
16 being the year of the youth which coincides with the visit of His Holiness Catholicos 
17 Karekin I. Srpazan Hayr would like to see the ACYOA take strong/new steps to 
18 strengthen the involvement of the youth in the Armenian Church. 
19 

20 After a brief discussion about the canceled meeting in November, it was suggested that 
21 we have either contact via conference calls or on-line computers. While keeping in mind
