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At 1:45 P.M. on Satur~, September 1, 1950, the day appointed 
by the Central Council of the Armenian Church Youth Organization of 
America, the Fourth Annual Assembly convened for its fir$t session 
at the Sheraton HOtel, Chicago, Illinois, under the Presidency of 
our Arachnord, The .Rt. Rev. Bishop Tiran and under the chairmanship 
of Mr. Manoog Hediteian, Council Chairman. Miss Mary v. Shalaltian, 
Executive Secretary of the organization undertook the secretaryship 
of the Assembly due to the absence of the council secretary. 

Araclmo'rd Syrpazan lUwr opened the meeting with an invocation 
and the A. C, Y, 0. A. prrqer. 

On behalf of the Evanston Host Chapter, Miss Horma Xafesjian 
welcomed the delegates to the Assembly site and presented the Assembly 
chair.man with a gavel. 

Roll call was then read by Liss Shalakian, At this first call

Father Vahram Vardapet l'iazaretian of Chicago was called unon to 
'· address the delegates: He welcomed the delegates and expressei his 

sentiments with respect to the expectations ~f our Chureh a:ad ::rE~.tion 
had towards its youth. (We incorporate Fat~er Vahra!Il· r a,C.dress): · 
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"The A. C, ;c. O.A. convenes for its meeting in Chicago and as Ps.stor 
of the Chicago Parish I welcome you and. wish you su.ccess. The Armenian 
Oburc;li and nation expects a great deaJ. from o,J.r youth. The old meubers 
of the generation are leaving us one by one and in their place we must 
have new youths. If our youth studies the history of our Armenian 
Church' they should be happy and proud to be me1•1bers of a nation which 
has given so many heroes, churchmen and laymen who have been sacrificed 
for our church, I am sure and hope that our youth of America who wishes 
to work in the folds of our Church will follow in the footsteps of their 
ancestors. lv!a.y God bless you and I wish you success." 

Following Father Vahram' s address, Father Torkom Lianoogian of 
l~orth Philadelphia was called upon to speak. Here Syrpazan Hayr ex­
plained that Father Torkom was going to speak as a representative of 
the Diocesan Council and was also going to take the place of his 
(Syrpazenis) vicar, Father Shnork, who under normal circumstances would 
have been present and would have presided in Syrpazan's stead, since 
Syrpazan was being called away to a funeral the greater part of the 
present session. 

:Bather Torkom in his address stressed the importance of the actions 
and behavior of the delegates, during and after the Assembly with respect 
to the good and welfare of the organization. (We incorporate Father 
Torkom's address): 

"I willingly take that m1rden (acting vicar), although it is not 
actually a burden. I have been with you these past years and every 
year I have felt more and more stronger because ~rou, as delegates 
of different chapters, have given me that strength through your work 
and conventions.. And v:e are here to think of various WfWS and means 
to strengthen not only the individual chapters but the entire organi­
zation in general. But in order that one may strengthen himself he 
should know his weaknesses too and I dare to remind you delegates 
today about one point at least. I wish each delegate feel himself 
responsible not only duriug the Assembly. but especially when you 
leave after the Assembly. Even whon writing anything regarding tho 
Assembly, I would like to reoind you that each word should be thought 
out beforehand, whether it concerns social, banquet or business, and 
should be expressed with the feeling that you have accomplished some­
thing constructive. I would like to mruce this very clear because I 
have thought about this point for a few months, even a whole year 
because right after the last assembly I read a few articles about the 
assembly which were not very coi;lplimentary to the organization. It is 
good to recognize the good and ba~ in what we are doing e~d I wish that 
each of us would express good feelings towards our organization and 
the work we are doing in geaeral. That way we always pr~ that the 
blessings of God be with us and each action and every thought we ex­
press may be in accordance with m.s vrill for the benofi t of our 
organizB,tion for tho strengthening of our Armeniru.l C1n.trch and for the 
glor~· of GoC:. and this 1i7ould be my personal expression of my feelings 
and in the mea:t.L-Gi"'le, I believe the center of our Diocese in America 
is looking at you ar..d at us all so that we may always do something 
good anc·. 'the t;o'lG. is the wish of God and the wish of the Diocese is 
to see yo•1 alwa~rs a:t work, to sco you always going forward and to see 
you alt:aya in 8 ::1·er;gth and all these vre can have only through the 
blessings of Gcu, May Go(.'i. bless us all. 11 



After Father TorJcom1 s address, Ara.chnord Syrpazan Hayr then began 
to address the Assembly. But since he had to leave in a while, he 
stated he r.rould have more to say to the dclega.tos at a later session, 
Syrpazan Hay:t expressed his happiness in watching the A. 0. Y.O. grow 
and progress steadily during the past year, but that as a whole our 
work still left much to be desired. and that he would speak on specific 
points later on by indulging in self-criticism. (We incorporate the 
first portion of Syrpazan F~r's address): 

"I am overflowing with happiness in seeing you here again this 
year at this assembly to promote the work of the A.C.Y.O.A. I have 
also been happy throughout the year to see that our organization is 
progressing although not very rapidly but still steadily and slowly. 
Perhaps it is better that it should be so because steady steps are 
always firmer and they aro apt to lead us towards our goal more as­
suredly. I have been happy also to note that many of the members 
of the organization in the various chapters arc taking the work, which 
the A. C. Y. 0. is ce.lled upon to carry on, with seriousness and with 
zeal. I must say that our work as a whole still leaves much to be 
desired. But we all have every reason to be satisfied and tha~ful 
to God that after these four years during which we have been endeavor­
ing to build up the A.O.Y.O., our efforts, I mean the efforts of all 
those who have been working in the organization have not been in vain 
and they ~re gradually and steadily bearing fruit. I shall have oc­
casion later on to speak on specific points. I shall indulge in some 
self-criticism when the time comes but at prese11t I shall only make 
one or two remarks. 
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"We all know that we are still groping towards our future as an 
organization. As I said we ha.ve had some zealous members, some wise and 
good members, but I think vre need some more zeal in our work, some mis­
sionary zeal as I've had the occasion to mention in the boo1det which 
was to have been printed by the ~anston Chapter. The missionary 
spirit must grip and seize every loyal und8rstanding member of our 
organ:i.zation. That zeal is lacking as far as I ca.n see. From this 
year on we must see that our members take more at heart the goal, the 
aim of the A.C.Y.O. Our dedication to our Lord and Saviour must be 
deepened and strengthened in the course of our v10rk because we shsU 
never succeed in our work in the organization unless 110 get hold ot 
the basic principle on which the tree of the A.C.Y.O. stands, Then 
all other things that follow from this basic principle will take cere 
of themselves. Ottr corm:rlllll8.1 achvi ties must have some sense a.ncl some 
goal. Every individual has two capacities. One works ~1d lives in 
two different capacities. First as a priYato individual and then as 
a member of a group. :.Jow as pri va.te ind.i vidual s vre commit our si~1s 
and we then confess and then God forgives u.s, But, also, there is 
a public kind of communal, lot us say, confession, which is very 
often termed as self-criticism. Vie must as a grou.p criticize our­
selves vrhich means we lilllst confess our corporate sins il1sofar as it· 
touches our work as an organization and see that in the coming year 
we correct them. I will myself do somo of this self-<.:ri ti.cinm ll'l.ter 
on when I speak; but unless we are critical about ou.rselves a& a \7hole, 
not just one member criticizing someone else but the .,,,holo orga;:J.ization 
criticizing it self, and then seeing our e.im, the aim of our organ.ize,tion 
and the central spirit which must prevail tho wholo orga~izatiou and 
every member of' it - unless we hold that, the missionary zeal to v:rhich 



, 

I have referred will not be forthcoming. Bow can this be done? B,y 
God's grace, by prayer. This is a religious organization. We mst

never lose sight of that one central fact. Then we shall go forward 
towards more and more accomplishments and achievements in the coming 
year to which myself, our church organization, our senior church organi­
zations and all =>f' you, I am sure, are looking forvrard. Now I shall 
content ~self with these words as I said, reserving certain other points 
to be discussed at a later time. So I again express my happiness and ~ 
joy at presiding at this Fourth Assembly of the A. C. Y. 0, and seeing you 
all here diligently and seriously attending to the business of the 
organization, having taken all the trouble of coming hero to be to~ethcr 
this afternoone" 

Following his address, Syrpazan Beyr asked the delegates of our 
two newly organized chapters to come forward for the presentation of 
their charters: Miss Irene ~ajujian, representing Newark Cha.pter and 
~~. Leo Bakalian, representing the Paterson Chapter duly came forward 
and took their places before Syrpazan Ha~r. Before presenting the 
charters, Syrpazan Hafr lauded the two chapters and the work of Father 
Shnork in creating them. (We incorporate Syrpazan Ha.yr' s sentiluents): 

"Our two now chapters, Newark and Paterson, I know are vigorous and 
very livoly chapters. I have met the memberships of these chapters and 
I mu.st say here in his absence that Father Shnork, uho has '70rked very 
bard has some credit in the creation of these two chapters. I'm really 
and sincerely glad and proud of these two chapters because ·I was present 
at their first gathering and the fine young men and women who seriously 
and with understanding took up their work end responsibility really left 
me v:i th grea.t enthusiasm. So I wish them God's blessing and success in 
their future work." . 

After wishing them success, s,yrpazan presented them respectively 
v:i th their charters which they accepted amidst a round of applause. 

At this point the chairman unveiled the official assembly banner 
of the A.C.Y.O.A. bearing the emblem of the organization with sufficient 
space below to add the name ot tho host chapter each year. The presenta­
tion of the banner to the Assembly also drew a round of admiration end 
applause. 

The chairman then presented the members of the council: Paul 
Najarian, Treasurer: Gertrude ::Jehigien, Councillor; Emma Hovsepian, 
Councillor; Arshag Gechijian, Vice Chairman, all of whom were scatnd 
at the speakers table. Here the Bishop took leave end tho preside:..1cy 
was taken over by Father Torkom. 

Upon a report by the executive secretary it was learned that voting 
privileges of some chB~tcrs and voting power of other chapters had to 
be established due to the fact that some chapters had submitted incom­
plete reports and others had either completely ignored tho council's 
requests for tax payments or had partially paid and were still in 
exrears, This announcement brought forth a very long &~d draun out 
series of motions, discussions a11d arguments.

"In as brief a fonu as possible the Central Council of the Arwe~ian 
Church Youth Organize.tion of i~orica hercrrith respectfully presents its 
report for tho e,ttention of the delegates in session at this Fourth 
Annual Assembly af the orgRnization:

from our seniors. 

2. YOUTH CAMP: As yet a pending project of the organization,

4. COUSTITUTIONS: La..v requests from chapters this past yee.r 
for additional supplies of tho constitution wore refused because the 
Centrnl office stock of those ~~dsomely bound books is very low and 
additional quantities must be reprinted this forthcoming yeex to 
sntisfY tho needs. 

5. GUID.Al'TC:al MATERIAL: The Council is happy to a.mtounce that tho 
preparation of tho administrative phase of this cost valuable hand book 
is now complete. It nou a.vraits editing and printing. In e short time 
the book will bo forwarded to che.ptcrs for use. Here we mention a.ge.in 
that e. great deel of time and effort hfl.s boen S!?ent by the Council and 
bw the Committee headed by Miss ~enigien, especially designated to give 
tho book its final form. 

6. IlUTI.ATIQ:\T Ai\T.D I~1STALLATION RITUALS: All necessary dP.ta ob­
tained fron research was submit ted to FA,ther Shnork vrho formulated 
two impressive ceremonies for the A. C. Y. o. One for the foriM.l f!.ccept­
ance of all ini tiP.tes into tho organizHtion and !'mother for the forma.l 
instE~llation of officers of P- chapter each yepr. The ceremonies vrill 
soon be ave.ilable for chapter usc. 
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7. NEW CHAPT:nRS: The efforts of Father Shnork on behalf of our 
orge..nization were rewarded by the forDation of tvro no,., .A. c. Y. o. A, 
chepters, namely Nevrark and Paterson. of the State of Now Jersey, v:rho 
nado forrnP.l applicP..tions for charters in JP ... nua.ry 1950. Having approved 
of the e,pplicP.tions the Central Council arrangec for fl. joint meeting 
of these chapters, precod;d by church services and tho initiation of 
the ncr.1bers into tho orga.nize.tion 'b'<J :Bishop Tiran &J.d Father Shnork as 
sponsor, in a.ccord~1co vrith tho no~ly formulated ceremony. We here 
sa.luto the novrcomers who made every possible effort to join us today 
in our Fourth Annual Asser.1bly and for their record of their high nnmber­
ship in comparison with tho length of time they have been establis~ed. 

8. A. C. Y.O.A. EW3I.:Jlh PI~JS: For the p~.st four yoa .. rs the Council 
has onl~· been e.ble to look into this nattor due to lPck of funds.

9. :BULLETil~S .iU""'D DIRlilCt'IVJ!lS: In addition to these instructive 
papers the Council has strived to guide, instruct and help its chapters 
attain a serious character -- a character to remain indelible through 
the years~ Bulletins have continually been forwarded to exhort chapters 
to prepare Christmas food baskets and clothing for the needy, toys for 
children, fo~ visitation coL~ittees for the sick and the aged, ~roper 
observance of Lent, Lenten pageants, religious movies, lectures with 
particular ernphasis on A. C. Y.O. Group Chu.rch Attend.ance and last, but 
not least, refraining fro~ social activities during Lent, in spite of 
the wrong our elders ~ comrni t by conducting social events. The 
Council has further pu.t emphasis on church membership, gro11p communion 
and such. 

10. RELIGIOUS ~S; It was ouite evident during the Third 
Annual Assembly that A. C. Y. 0. chapters were los1.ne; sight of their aims 
and purposes for which they were organized, and upon a sincere desire 
to convert to more serious activity, stress on religious and educational, 
the Council set about in submitting personally to each and every respec­
tive member of the organization tUnely papers on topics such as the 
I-lieaning and Observance of Lent, Confession and Colllr:llllion, :Baptism and 
Confirmation. These papers were especially prepared by Ur. Hagop 
l.Tersoyan, theology student at Columbia Univorsi ty to whom the Council 
is indeed indebted end wishes to endorse here its vote of tha.nks lmd 
appreciation for his gracious efforts in our behalf. Mr. Nersoyan is 
now preparing a Fou.rtb Series on iv.:Utrimony •1hich will be forwarded soon 
only to those chapters whose membership lists ~ve he,ve received. 

11. THE ASSE1J.!LY :BA.:t:r.:n.R: The Central Council designed, and pur­
chased the Assembly :Banner you see here today -- same to be carried 
from one Assembly Site to another with the addition thereon of each 
host chapter for posterity. The Banner bas been purcba.sed for the sum 
of $85.00 but will be of service to the organization for 25 years, as 
enough additional space bas been left at the bottom for future insertion. 



12. ~RST BIRTHDAY BALL: On Januar,r 27 and January 28, 1950, the 
first Annual Birthday Ball of the A.C.Y.O.A. took place in the folloTI-
ing cities: Boston: Chairman, ~rchie Kolligian; Detroit: Chairman, Dr.

The bulletins issued contain e. wealth of 
guidance informA.tion -- if digested pro-perly. They are not filed a.way 
properly for fuiiure reference. Proper files and records arc not kept 
in chapters. Simplo'administrative procedures must bo repeated over 
and over again by the council. Second, third f1nd fourth requests a.re 
constantly issued and yet to no avail~ 

:Back in December 1949 -- a simple re('IUest v.•as made of che.pters for 
their membership lists to on.-.,,ble us to send the Religious Features wo 
spoke of before to respective ch?pters. Not many responded. Those 
who did benefitted of ~oursoo Trtird romtcsts were issued before chapters 
like New :Sri tnin, Re.cine, Troy, :Boston, Waukegan submi t·ted their lists • 
.As a result, the membership did not benefit from these timely topics. 
We E:'.re still WE".iting for the lists of :£lew York, West Phila., ChicE~.go. 

Then ege.in, ever so many reouosts were Illc'3d.e during the pa,st 2~ 
years for the duplicate appHcation form of each member 'Which must be 
filed in the Central office by ee.ch chapter. We are still 't,'·ai ting for 
s. Milwaukee, 1-J. Britain, Wau1~ega.n, :Boston, Chicago, Hartford, Haverhill, 
Hew York e.nd Racine to sub1:1i t these applications. As a resu.l t vre do 
not have the proper statistics of the orgenbation and we do not even 
kno~r if the proper people belOllf~ to our orge,nizection. Thus far, just 
at e. glE>.nce, Yie hEtVO found ce_ses of unbaptized, unconfirmed, Catholic, 
Protest~t members of tho organi~tion. 

Urgent end ex,licit instructions r:ere issued to all che,pters that 
all .Assem'illy dt"tta rJUst be postmarked for the Centrv.l Council not later 
tha.t.'1.

Informing us that the summer months ceused the del~, due to 
vacations, no lneetiugs, etc., are poor excuses indeed. The Assembly date 
was che.ngod to ~bor Day weekend •;;i th the extracted promise that cha}lters 
must and T70uld work during the summer to pre:pa.re for the Assembly. The 
summer months are just as difficult to work in for the Central Council 
and its work is multiplied by 23 times as much as yours and then some. 

Not receiving these report$ on time and not receiving them at all 
ha.s caused a great del"'l of confusion in the Central Council Office. The 
names and addresses of the newly elected executive committees were not 
in our possession -- obliging us to send important bulk Assembly corres­
pondence to past che.irmen who may or me:y not ha.ve referred important 
matters to persons concerned. 

We still do not have the officers names of the Chicago, Hartford, 
Haverhill, New Bri te.in, l~ev; York Cheptcrs. 

Delegates names end addresses were submitted late ~J the same 
delinQUent chapters forcing us to send minutes, instructions, agend~ .• 
etc,, just as late, 

New Britain, Haverhill, New York have not responded at all in sub­
ndtting names of delegates end Hartford, Chicago and Troy responded 
only a few hours before the secrete,ry packed records to leave for Chicago. 

These points mo.y be somewhat lengthy - but we ~"ish to bring out that 
TIO are now in operation 4 years. uiost of this administrative work should 
be routine by now. Reminders and correspondence should not be necesse.ry. 
The Council he.s spent hours in ple~ing the administration of this organi­
zation end has tried to mt'ke it as ·9asy as possible for chapters through 
explnnations. The Council feels the time has ~ow come for them to divert 
their attention to other phases; such as program planning, creative work, 
publicity, membership drives, etc. 

But chapters like those mentioned abovo only tend to jeopexdi~ 
our org~nization by their carelessness, indifference and disinterest. 
They are being unfair to the orge.nizetion at lHrgo and to themselves. 
Malting noise P.t Assemblies does not type e. ch?pter ~-s being successful. 
The helpftll, cooperative, model c~pter is the one whose pulse is alive 
and constantly beating thr~aghout the year and looks towards its central 
body • v7hom 1 t ple.oed. there it self to aid it, with more respect and 
cooperation,

Tho only chapter vrho system­
atically and diligently went e.ll out for subscriptions was the lJorth 
Philadelphie. che.pter, headed by ,i,.cabe :Soornazian and John Tatoian. 
whoso sloge.n was 11 .An .Armenian Guardian in Every Armenian Home." 
Honorable mention hero is endorsed for the ~orth Philadelphia chapter

Detroit uho came second with 44 subscriptions but no renewals. 

Therefore, ~-s a last resort to sell the Guv.rdian, the Council 
is striving to :mclte it as interestiug as possible -- by printing the 
Guardian on bot tor ct\lP,li ty pnpor -- by chfmging the foi'1118.t to a neat 
and compact design ~ith possibilities for binding in volumes --produced 
the July end August issues in the ne'C' form and design which you hP.ve seen 
by no>r.

Only through subscriytions and subscri.ptions only (and ile heve rn~.do the 
Guardian as attr~ctive as possible to noTI get after those subscriptions) 
cru1 we cover the expenses and thus relieve the trcesury of its heeviest 
burden -- tho publice.tion.

Upon completing the roP.ding of the report, Detroit asked that all 
chapters who had not subr.itted dAta necessA.ry to the council (facts e.nd 
fi~lros) be officially censored, and that chapters in consideration to 
other members should truce back to their chapters tho irJPortance of ful­
filling their obligations to the chapters • 

.ilt this point, !'$.thor Torkom letuded the Centre.l Council and the 
members of the Central Council for the exemplary report on the Tiork 
don0 the year pnst. This brought forth from the floor a vote of ap­
preciation for a tremendous job well done. 

Following the Council report, the chapter reports Tihich were re­
ceived bY the Council, wore distributed this yee.r a.nd ref!A. by tho 
respective delegates. It VIP.s here cited by the .Assembly thP.t they 
liked the reading of their own reports better. 

With the return of tho Syrpaz~n ·Beyr, the Presidency was once 
core turned over to him. He then addressed the Assembly once again • 

• (We incorporate the second portion of his address): 
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".As I noticed during the p€1.st yel'tr certf'.in things which have come 
to my l'lotice, I c>n going to roeke a few cor:unents and suggest thc':l.t you 
ponder on them ce>.ref'lllly. The things I P.n:. going to say do not P.pply 
to all chc-:-.pters, they eppJ.y to sor.1o che.pters, but I am sure the others 
also will heed them in their futuro activity. I need not repee.t the.t 
on the whole I feel very happy \7ith the progress of the organize.t:i.on, 
vrhich is not rapid, but I 1m sure is steady. Now in sene chnptors thel'e 
has been a tendency to overlook the basic requirement in any organization 
that tho constitution should be strictly and loyally adhered to. Some 
of tho chapters have passed resolutions in their membership meetings 
overriding the provisions of tho constitution. l'l'ow I v1ant to say .that 
this is an extremely dangerous thing. It undermines the whole organi­
zation. However, sometioos so~e of the provisions of tho constitution 
may not be easily applicable to the situation in which the ch€1~ters 
find themselves. All the same it is much :core salutory, it is nmch 
better to suffer a little by being strict in the npplication of the 
constitution th~n by disregarding it. I would like to point out that 
no membership ooeting, ~o nemborship P.ssombly or executive body ht:1.s 
the right, the euthority, or tho prcrogntivo to t?ke any steps which 
go against the constitution. The constitution, therefore, should be 
adhered to strictly and should be respected. 

"Tho second point I \"Tould like to mPl::o is judging from the reports 
end from tho propose,ls couing from the ch<'l,ptors, I am inclined to think 
that there is a tendency of :fussing about vrith the constitution. This 
also is a very sickly attitude because it is a sign of debUit;<{. We B.re 
only 4 years old and vrc should shov·r no signs of old age. Bocf!:u.se :'l.s 
just in ce~.scs of persons vrhon persons got sick in mind, they l'lttribute 
their sickness to tho body B,nd they go fror.:1 doctor to doctor saying that 
this place is aching e.nd the other ple.ce is eching, I 1m not feeling good 
in this place or that ple.co, i7hercas really they P.re vrrong in their 
mL1ds; so, also, in organizations your fP.iluras must never be attri­
buted to tho body of the provisions of the constitut:l.on nhich is there 
to guide and to impose upon you certain rules. l would like specially 
to stress this psychological truth. ~ben you see that your members 
or tho chv~tcr as a whole are not able to carry out certain' things, 
you ~st not tr; to bl~Jno your failure on the constitution. Sonetimos 
they say, "We have members uho a.ro very nice, who v;ould be helpful to 
tho chBpter although they have not been enrolled in time to be elected, 
but nevertheless letts elect them, t~ey'll be useful to tho chaptor!n 
In other instances they've made other dispositions end I need not hero 
nention those stops which were contrary to the constitution. It is 
true as VTe go along .t?.nd as experiol'lCG teaches us, v1e she.ll need certe.in 
ch?nges in the consti ttltion P,s you will ~roursol ves see in the prOlJose.ls 
to nmend tho constitution there Ftre certain points which are cle,rifi ..

There foro, just don't come here 
every year with new ideas about chenging tho constitution bee Ruse tw.t' s 
the basis of the building of our org.?.nizPt:lon, E~nd just as in e. building, 
f'undpnontal changes always \"TeaJ'::en tho structure of the build.ing; so, 
also, P.ny P.ttcmpt to tamper vri th our constitution '17111 be oxtrcmoly 
dotremental to the life e~d heRlth of our organization. The~'s one 
point I wPnt to stress about. And when the proposals come up, which 
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is an inporta.nt item on the agenda to e.mend the constitution, be very 
careful e.nd just not be carried awey by a desire of introducing nevr 
things every time~ '!'bore E·.re some points wh:tch aro very important 
and vrhich 11crc not· forcseOl! when tho cc·n!Stitution \7as drann up Pnd 
they should certainly bu introduced, bnt some and perl'w.ps I could say, 
the majority of the propose.ls shvuld 'be cons:dored very CP.refu.lly by 
you and unless they e.ro absolutely necesst>.ry they should not be passed 
upon. 

"Another point r1hich has come up in some chPpters end VThich needs 
some advico by mo to you. Novr ~~X i3 the relationship of your priests

It wst not be 100"& democratic E=~.s !' ve s~dd at other times, 
because it is a church institution, and the church as such is theocratic. 
We are, therefore, organized not to do the will of the people, but to do 
the vrill of God. This is e..n exceed.ingly important point not only in our 
own organization, but also in our approach to our chnrch ne.tters. We are 
here to fulfill not man's desires, but God's desires as reves.led to us in 
the New Testament and in the authority of the church councils ~nd so on. 
Therefore, this orgM3.zation being a, body in the church, it cannot, it 
must not be 100~ democratic in the sense in which lay people, secular 
people understend democracy. :aut we have already put in the constitution 
as much democracy as possible. I P-m using the word d~Jocracy in a techni­
cal sense. We all like and love democracy nnd our country is cor.tt:.1itted 
to tho upkeep of dar.c1ocracy. Tlmt 1 s a genere.l terzJ v;hich describes the 
way of life of the American people. I 1m not talking in that sense. You 
knov1, 'demos' mcens people. Dor.1ocracy means the rule of the people. Any 
church body is not tho rule of the people but the rule of God. It is 
the Kingdom of God of which we e,re here ,.n .Auerica a kind of cell, a 
small body nithin tho Kinr;;dom of God. Nov1, therefore, our constitution 
is as deL10cre.tic a,s it can properly, conveniently, profitably be. There­
fore, pay Pttontion e.nd souo of the provisions of tho constitution hrwe 
been drawn up ver-:.l ce.re:f'ully. Others have not been so very carefully 
drawn up Plld as we go e,long we shall clarify without chnnging the funda­
mental concepts or t~llting any stops which mP.Y or would tend to che~ge 
the fundauental concepts of the constitution. Now I'o ~ing this point 
in e. general wey but if you bear tha.t in mind when the probleo of the 
amendments comes you uill see the.t it has a beP,ring on some of them. 
Now then, there is e,li7ays, as I said, a small deteroined group in each 
chapter which will push, which will be a kind of loconotivo of the train 
and you should never think that because the other ner.1bers are not so 
active, therefore, you do not he.ve the duty of being e.ctive. Incidentally, 
in parenthesis I rJnst say that you are delegates hero. Thoro e.re nonbers 
behind you in your own chapters. I would like very much to have you take 
sone of these points back to your chc':l;pters bece,uso I'm in no 'position 
to corae to each of the che.pters e..nd to speaic to all the meobers on these 
very ioportant problems. I've a long experience, I'n young, but I've 
got plenty of experience in organhation of this kind -- thP,t is, church 
organization. Therefore, I 1u sa.ying those things with grave responsibility 
Pnd with utmost seriousness because I want to repeat again I consider 
the nature of A.O.Y.O. of very vital importance for our future in this 
count~; Pnd for the future of our chllrch. 11
