Father Torkom Postajian, President of the host chapter, waa called upon 
to welcome the delegates. Re ~oke in Armenian and the following is a translations

Watertown and ell the organizations connected with the Church, 
we welcome all the guests and the youth of the A.O.Y.O.A. On 
this occasion, we wish you success with your meetings. We 
thank you for the honor given to ua in Watertown for the 
privilege of being your hosts. The preparation for this 
.Assembly baa again aroused a great interest on the part of 
our youth. !hank ;you again and success to you and the 
Organization." 

Mr. Henry Toroyan, Chairman of the Watertown !oard of Trustees, then 
spoke and welcomed the delegates and wished the Assembly suecess. He made particu.lar 
mention of how, night after night, the members of the Watertown Chapter worked in the 
Parish House preparing for this Assembly. 

Mr. Diltran !oyajian, Chairman of the Diocesan Assembly and Toastmaster 
for the !anquet, spoke. The following is part of his address: 

"Stlrpazan ~re, Reverend lathers, and delegates to the 
Fifth Annual A.asembl7 of the A.C.Y.O.A., I have bad • craving, 
I must confess, to attend one of your Assemblies, but somehow 
up to now I baTe been unable to do eo. This is a very happy 
moment for me and I would like to have ;you belieTe me when I 
say that. I look upon all of 7ou as the followers of a gener­
ation who have, with untiring efforts, tried to v.phold not only 
the spirit of their Christian fathers, but their Church as well. 
You are, therefore, the followers of your Church and in the 
very near future, it will be entrusted to ;rour care. I am quite 
sure that ea.ch and eTery one of you realize and appreciate the 
duty and the reeponsibilit;y ~ich is expected of you and I know 
that you will a.l~a keep up to our expectations. You will 
carey the Christian flag until death. Mq 1'1od bless :rou and 
m., 7our efforts in this convention be crowned with success. 
God bleas all of you and good luck to ;you in this convention.• 
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Mrs. Ardemis Matteosian, Chairman of the Assembly Committee of Watertown, 
also welcomed the delegation and wi.shecl. them luck. As a token of appreciation, a 
gavel was presented to Mr. Manoog Reditsian from the Watertown Chapter. 
Mr. Redihian accepted the gavel and said he would t1'3" to use it aparingl7 yet 
eff ecti vel7. 

His Grace, :Bishop Tiran, President of the A.C.Y.O.A., waa the next 
speaker. His address is as follows: 

"I want to express JTJ.'1 deep happiness and the thrilling feeling 
which I have when I see delegates and others coming from all over 
our Diocese in America to this Assembly of our Organization. 
During the last year, I think I am right in s~ing, we have had no 
outstanding achievement. Years ago, when we started this movement 
in Providence, and considering how our communitr lived in this 
countr,y and the difficulties with which we were faced right from 
the start, I never expected spectacular achievements. Our 
Organization has not been expanding as rapidly as some people 
would like it to. I am ve1'3" glad to s~, however, that our 
progress has been steady and sure. We have taken root firmly 
and with determination. Therefore, we should be grateful to God 
that we have come thus far on our path." 

•eur Organization is gradually getting stronger and I think 
the machinery is pretty well oiled and is going well. So far as 
the by-laws is concerned, it has been pretty well perfected and 
I think it is quite satisfactory. Those who have been in the 
Organization for the l~st five years are beginning to create a 
tradition which is extremely important for an organization of 
this type. The creation of a tradition, to be handed to the 
newcomers as we go along, is ver.r important and fundamental." 

"Now is the time for us, after having created the machinery, 
after having established such a wonderful organization ••• now is 
the time for us to do more creative work, both on the national 
seale as well as on the local scale. Unless the vessel which 
we have fashioned is full of the proper nourishment - spiritual 
food- the organization will not be able to serve its purpose 
by feeding its members." 

"There are two levels on which our work is done. One is the 
general diocesan level, where work is being done by the Central 
Council which is the center of the whole organization. I have 
attended all the meetings of the Conncil during the past year and 
have taken vecy active interest in its work. I can ear here that 
they have been doing a wonderful job. They have been very 
diligent in performing their duties. The other level, needless 
to s~. is the parish level on which the chapters have to work. 
The Organization can only prosper if the chapters are alive and 
produce results in their own sphere. We stand or fall on the 
fruitful and diligent work done on the chapter level. • 

"So far as the expansion of the Organization is concerned, I 
am glad to note, as you will hear from the report, that we have 
added four new chapters with Downtown New York. Miami, West 
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Pullman, and Chicago, organized or reorganized, and another 
chapter is in the process of organization in Springfield, 
Masea.chueetta. • 

•Wbat we really neecl is an Executive Director who would 
take care of details. Such a director shoulcl have his office 
in the Diocesan office. He would not only execute what the 
Central Council decides, but also direct the activity o:f' the 
chapters - helping them to do their work more effectively. I 
have some ideas in this respect and after the Diocesan Assembly, 
which will take place in October, I hope that we shall take 
another very important step in the direction of more effective 
work for our Organization and in the direction of performing 
the duties, aims, and policies of our Organization more fruit­
fully and in a manner more pleasing to God. • 

•Another phase of our work is connected with our monthly 
organ, the 'Armenian Guardian'. I am sorry to s~ the 'Guardian' 
has not been sufficiently promoted in the last few years to be 
of such service to our Organization as we expected. !he :f'aul t 
mainly lies with the Chapters and their Executive l!odies, which 
have been a little alack in pushing the 'Guardian' .• 

11!he important thing is that we should keep o11r ai~Us high, 
persevere in our sacred task. put our trust in our Lord and His 
guidance. We should seek the inspiration of the Rot, Spirit, 
and go forward full o:f' faith, hope, and charity."

Roll call was taken with thirty-eight delegates present and accounted for 
and eight members o:f' the Clergy. Evidence o:f' a quorum having been established, 
Mr. Hedi tsian announced the l!'i:f'th Annual Assembly of the Armenian Church Youth 
Organization of America was in session. 

RULES OJ PROOEDUD 

J'irst consideration on the agenda was given to Rules of Proeed11re as 
presented by the Detroit delegation. The recommendations were as :f'ollowsz 

Section A. -- Resolved that there shall be no absentee voting. 
Voting shall be on individual basis; however, each chapter shall 
report its total affirmative and negative votes at one time. 

Motion was made and seconded to adopt the above resolution and was voted 
upon in the affirmative unanimously. 
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Section ! -- Resolved that the preferential method - !ucklin 
Plan - shall be employed in electing new Central Council 
members. The voter mu.t indicate his first, second, and third 
preferences; but each preference must be expressed for a 
different person. The candidate wins who has a majority of 
all the first choices: or failing that, a majority of all the 
combined first and second choices; or failing that, a majority 
of all the combined first, second, and third choices. 

An amendment was proposed to the above resolution as follows: 

!e it further resolved that the point system 

3 for let choice 
2 for 2nd choice 
1 for 3rd choice 

be adopted. 

Motion was made and seconded to put the original resolution to a vote. 
The tally showed a forty-six affirmative vote. 

Motion was made and seconded to put the proposed amendment to a vote. 
The tally showed a thirty-six affirmative and eleven negative result. Motion wat 
carried. 

A. third vote was taken on the combined original proposal and amendment. 
Motion was carried unanimously. 

Section C of the presented Rules of Procedure was deleted due to the fact 
that the provision had been adopted at a previous Assembly. 

Section C -- Reading of reports - the individual chapter reports 
shall not be read as such, but they shall be summarized in the 
Central Council Secretarial Report. 

Section D -- Resolved that the number of nominees shall not 
exceed twice the number of co~ittee members required for each 
committee. Voting shall be by hand. 

After much discussion, motion was made and seconded that the above be 
accepted. Vote was taken with a unanimous affirmative res~t. 

JLICTION OF ALL OOMMITTIJS 

The Aaeemb~ then proceeded to the Election of Committees. Motion was 
rnade, seconded, and unanimously approved, that the President, the !iahop, be 
requested to sppo~nt the committees in order to expedite the work of the 
Assembly.

The Central Council Secretarial Report was read by Mr. Arsbac Gechijian. 
After a very brief discussion, motion was made and seconded to approve and inoo~orate 
the report in the Assembly minutes. The motion was earr,.ed in the affirmative 
una.nimouly. The report reacls as follows 1 

The Central Council of the Armenian ChUrch Youth Organization 
of America convened for its first two-day session of the 1950-1951 
period in New York on September 23 and 24, 1950, under the 
presidency of Aracbnord Surpazan Hrre and. the chairmanship of 
Mr. Manoog Hedi tsian. The new members, Miss Acabe :Soornalian, 
Mr. Paul Hovsepian, and Mr. A.vedis Kevorkian, were welcomed into 
the Organization., Election of officers took place as follows: 
Mr. Manoog Heditsia.n, Chairman; Mr. Arshag Gechijian, Vice­
Chairman; Miss Mary .A.zarian, Secretaey; Mr. Paul Najarian, 
Treasurer. Appointments were made as follows: Miss Acabe 
:Soornazian, Guardian Promotion Manager; Mr. Paul Hovsepian, Junior 
Chapter Director; Mr. Avedis Kevorkian, Publicity Director; 
Mrs. Gr~ee Hadrian and Mr. Lee Bedikian, Councillors. 

In accordance with the Constitution, an Executive Secretary was appointed. 
Miss Mary Shalakian was unanimously elected to that position. 

The Central Council met in session, together with its Secretary, six times. 
Bishop Tiran was present at four of the meetings. 

Diocesan Convention: 

Again the Council appointed its representatives to attend the Diocesan 
Convention - namely, Mro Manoog Heditsian, Mr. Paul Hovsepian, and Miss Maey Shalakian. 
They report that our seniors are pleased to have the interest and assistance of the 
A.C.l'.O.A. 

Amendments: 

Amendments to the Constitution as voted at the Fourth Annual Assembly have 
been ratified. and are ready for printing. 

Initiation Ceremony: 

Formulated by Father Sbnork. Copies have been printed and sent out to 
Chapters. 

CSa.J?ters: 

Uptown New York Chapter has been officially dissolved as per the Constitution 
and their treasury balance forwarded to the Central Council. !he Chicago Chapter 
was also officially dissolved as per the Constitution and their treasury balance 
forwarded to the Central Council. 

New Chapters: 

We are pleased to report the formation of three new chapters. They are 
New York, Downtown, and West Pullman. Chicago has reorganized and a new charter will 
be presented to them. 
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Junior Chapters: 

Mr. Paul Hovsepian, Junior Chapter Director, reports a new Junior Chapter 
in Watertown, making a total of five Junior Chapters within the Organization. 

~.O.Y.O.A. Emblem Pins: 

A.O.Y.O.A. pins have been distributed to the various Chapters ordering 
them. 

Bulletins and Directives: 

The Central Council continues to send out bulletins and directives for 
the benefit of the Chapters. However, it should be pointed out that ~ questions 
in mind can be answered by previous bulletins. Please refer to them. Sufficient 
council 'Iotas been sent out to enable any Chapter to conduct i teelf befitting the 
~.c. Y .o . .A. .. 

A.O.Y.O.A. Standards and Plaques: 

Definite information as to size and cost has been obtained and will be 
presented to the Assembly and. the Chapters represented for their approval. Plaques 
have been purchased for past Assemblies. Several extras have been purchased fer 
future use. 

fifth Anniversary !all: 

!he Fifth Anniversary Ball of the A.C.Y.O.A. was held in the month of 
Ja.nuacy in the following cities: Boston, Detroit, Troy, Philadelphia, Hartford., 
Racine, and Paterson.

All back taxes have been cleared, with the exception of Union City. All 
current taxes have been cleared with the exception of Union City, New Britain, and 
Providence. In regard to the latter two - New Britain and Providence - both have 
paid taxes on account and the balance to be paid pending clarification of accoun~a 
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and standing. It is felt that by Assembly time these two Chapters will be paid in 
full. It must be noted that this is indeed a wonderful record and points up the 
sense of responsibility that the Chapters have. 

Monthly Meeting Reports: 

These reports have been revised this year. Once again please note these 
forms are important. They are read, compared and tabulated. Their importance 
cannot be stressed enough. 

1951 Assembly: 

Close contact and check has been maintained by the Central Council and 
the Watertown Chapter on all phases of the forthcoming Assembly. 

Publicitz: 

Throughout the year publicity pertaining to the A.C.Y.O.A. has appeared 
in various Armenian-American papers. In particular we wish to thank the Armenian 
Mirror-Spectator for devoting an issue to the A •. O.Y.O.A. 

Chapter Statistics: 

~elow is presented an overall picture of Chapter facts, figures, and 
activities. However, this includes only twenty of our twenty-four Chapters. !be 
missing reports represent the following Chapters: New York, Union City, Waukegan, 
and Miami.

~usiness meetings held 289 
Social, educational, religious, cultural meetings 207 
A.C.Y.O.A. members who are members of their church ~OS 
Chapters having Junior groups 5 
Chapters sponsoring religious talks and subjects 16 
Chapters observing religious holidays 1 
Chapters engaged in quizzes and discussions 7 
Chapters engaged in question and answer periods 7 

All Chapters have extended financial and moral aid to their local church. 
Practically all chapters have sponsored educational, cultural, and religious 
lectures. Many have sponsored educational and religious movies. They have also 
attended group communions, organized ~ible studies and visitation committees for 
the sick and aged, and also have sponsored debates. 

All Chapters have sponsored dances and socials. Some have produced pla1a 
and have held picnics and outings; minstrel shows, and parent 1s night have been 
held. They have also participated in bo.th basketball and bowling. 

The Armenian Guardian: 

This has been of the utmost concern to the Council and at each of ita 
sessions much time has been devoted to the subject in order that we may realize a 
better paper. Recently- a suggestion has been brought f(l)rth that would eaee the 
burden of the Guardian. (This will be presented at the Assembly.) In any event, 
after serious' deliberation the Central Council decided that a new editor would be 
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• 
appointed to the Guardian. This change-over will take place before the end of the 
year. It may also be recorded that there has been a slight increase in subscription• 
over last year. 

Central Council Members: 

Letters of resignatio~ were received from Mr. Avedis Kevorkian and 
Mr. Lee :Sedikian. These were accepted and the Council used its power of cooption 
to fill these vacancies. Mr. Zaven Hovsepian and Mr. Matthew Matteosian were 
elected to fill these vacancies until the next Assembly. 

California A.C.Y.O.: 

A letter from California informs us that an A.C.Y.O. group has been formed 
there and now consists of six chapters. They have a consitituion similar to ours 
and they are holding their convention over the Labor DB\V weekend. 

National Publicity Director: 

This office has been a very important and necessary one. Mr. Zaven 
Hovsepian has been delegated to fulfill its duties. 

Vartanantz Celebration: 

The committee set up to organize the celebration of the 1500th Anniversary 
of the Armenian Hero Vartan has asked the A.C.Y.O.A. Central Council to plan and 
ca:rry out an essay contest related to the Celebration. Mr. Zaven Hovsepian has 
outlined the rules and regulations of the essay; also he has seen to the printing 
and distribution of these rules to the various Chapters. 

Rules of Procedure: 

The Detroit Committee, set up at the last Assembly to prepare the Rules of 
Procedure for the Assembly, have come forth with several excellent suggestions and 
recommendations that will be presented at the Assembly • 

. "A" Awards: 

As an incentive to the Chapters, announcement will be made at the Assembly 
of awards to be presented to Chapters. These awards will be based on certain 
factors - such as, membership increase, church member increase, Guardian subscription 
increase, and the group with the most increase in a religious and cultural line. 
Mr. Paul Najarian will present a silver cup to the A. c .. Y. O.,A. who, in turn, will 
present it to the most deserving Chapter. This will be a traveling cup, presented 
to the most deserving Chapter for the year. 

Reproduction Machines: 

During the course of the year, three machines were purchased., They were 
a graphotype machine, addressograph machine, and an electric mimeograph machine. 
The cost of these machines was borne by the A.,C.,Y.O.A., the Diocesan office, and 
the Cathedral Project. 
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Resi'A!tion of Executive Secretarz: 

A letter of resignation was submitted by Miss Mary V. Shalakian, Executive 
Secretary. A motion was made and seconded that this resignation should not be 
accepted, but upon her refueal to withdraw her resignation or to reconsider same, 
the Central Council had no alternative but to accept the resignation. 

Retiring Central Council Members: 

It was decided to present a memento to retiring Central Council members as 
a token of their three years' work for the Organization. A Bible was decided upon 
as most appropriate. This matter will be taken to the Assembly for approval.

Mr. Reditaian then called for Old Business.

!he question raised about the report received from the Evanston Chapter 
on the Fourth Annual Assembly was satisfactorily clarified by the delegate from 
lvanston. The report was submitted and accepted. 

A report was given by Mr. Zaven Hovsepian regarding a euitable 8ite for 
the Youth Camp. lie reported that there is nothing available at presen:\i. !he eubject 
was temporarily tabled due to the impracticability of eal'!rying out aueh a project 
at the present time~ There was a brief discussion and the subject was again 
remanded to the discretion of the Central Council. 

!llere was a discussion on the availability of religious films and recorclingt 
which the Chaptere could uee.· The Central Council advised that it does not know 
what it in the Film File at present but will undertake to check the matter thoro"Ughly 
at their first meeting. · 

!he question was raised from the Wate;town delegates as to the rea.on fo~ 
the non-renewal of existing sUbscriptions and the lack of new aubecriptiona; whether 
:l.t was the lack of salesmanship or the general a,ppeal of the paper itself. Some 
ot the reasons given were - lateness of the publication, not enoUgh cooperation 
received from Chapters, duplication of subscriptions, and language used in the 
publication not able to "reach11 the average reader. The Watertown Chapter suggested 
these points to correct this condition - bring the tone down to the popular level 
and not eater to ehurc~going members only. In answer to this, the Philadelphia 
Chapter stated that no matter how low the tone was brought it would still be above 
the popular level. Considering the nature of the publication, they emphasized that 
the contents must be kept high at all times. A suggestion was made that more in­
format~ve and lucid articles be printed, using every-d.q l~e rather than 
philosophicJI,l. It was decided that each Chapter should discuss the ma~ter in the~r 
meetings and send their recommendations to the Central Co~cil. 

P! llUSINllSS 

As there was no further Old Business to discuss, the Aseembly went on to 
the next topic, which was New Business. 

A request was madP for clarification of the qualifications re~uired to 
attain the status of an honorary member. It was explained that there are three 
clas,ificationa of members - namely, Honorary, Senior. and Junior. ~person Qanno' 
be an active Senior member and an Honorary member at the same time. Each Chapter 
.., bestow Honorar.y membership upon any member through ita by-laws~ Honorary mem~ere 
must Par dues but have no voting power. Senior and Junior active members can be 
dtvided into two groups - voting active and non-voting active. The question waa 
raised. as to what status should be given to members who have voluntarilf, due 'o 
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various ~easons, stepped out of the Org~ization ~d wish to re-enter. Bishop Tiran 
cited Diocesan regulations governing this problem and s~gested that an amen~ent 
be brought to next year's Assembly in this respect by the Central Coo.ncil. Afte1' 
much discussion it was decided that until the next Assembly each Chapter would make 
decisions as to the status of members within t~ jurisdiction of its by-laws • 

A proposal was made by the Troy delegation that all Chapters be directed 
to have, as a regular Obapter activity, a monthly session of formal instructions, 
in a scholarly fashion, along the lines indicated in Article 2, Section 1, of the 
Constitution, which reads as follows: 

"To cause, help and encourage its members to learn, to practice, 
to uphold and to propagate the moral, dogmatic, and spiritual 
principles and teaohinge of the Christian religion according to 
the doctrine, sacraments, rites, forms of worship, canons, rules, 
discipline, and customs of the Armenian Orthodox Church." 

A suggestion was made to have four events during one month - such as, one 
entertainment, one instructive, one religious, and one business meeting. The North 
Philadelphia Ch~ter suggested having a program booklet made available. After a 
discussion a motion was made and seconded to accept the proposal made by the Troy 
Chapter. The tally showed a forty affirmative, zero negative, seven abstaining and 
eight absent result. 

The North Philadelphia Chapter proposed that the Central Council send 
directives to all A.C.Y.O. Chapters requesting them to make special efforts in in. 
ducing their members to take active part in the religious life of the Church - such 
as, attending Sun~ Scho<i. einging in the Choir, or going to Church services. 4 
discussion revealed that in some parishes there were no Sunday School teachers and 
that the aunday Schools in others were not strong enough. A suggestion was made 
that every member of the A.O.Y.O.A. consider it his Christian duty to either go to 
Church on Sunday morning, help in the Sunday School, or to attend Sunday School 
classes. Responsibility for perpetuating this duty remains with each Chapter. This 
suggestion revised the proposal presented by the North Philadelphia Chapter. .A. 
motion was made and seconded to accept the revised version of this proposal. The 
motion was passed by a show of bands in the affirmative. 

A suggestion was made by the North Philadelphia delegates that the Central 
Council purchase mementos, such as small-sized New Testaments, to be distributed to 
each Chapter and given to all persons entering the Organization upon their initia­
tion. It was proposed that the New Testaments be stamped with the A.C.Y.O.A. emblem 
and be distributed to the Chapters as needed. Motion was made and seconded to 
accept the proposal. The tally showed a twenty-eight affirmative, eighteen negative, 
three abstaining, and sb: absent result. 

The Detroit Chapter proposed that the subject of New Business be brought 
to a close. ~ further new business is to be brought forth at the next Assembly 
as a proposal or amendment.
