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INTRODUCTION AND PANEL DISCUSSION:

Rev. Arnak Kasparian introduccd the topic, which was "The Mission
of the Armenian Church and other Eestern Churches in the American
Scene', Following the introduction, secveral persons participated in
8 pancl discussion. They wcre; Very Rev. Torkom Mancogian, Rev,
Artoon Scmpadian, Decacon Hovhanncs Kasparian, and lfessrs. Paul
Hovsepian and Hagop HNersoyan. Afterwards, delegates and guests joincd
in a goneral discussion of the topic,

BUSINESS SESSION RESUMED:

The Asscmbly then continued the discussion of Amcndments, Reso-
lutions, and Proposals.

II ~ RESOLUTIONS AND PROPOSALS

C. The Central Council proposed that further concrete
steps be taken toward the realization of the aims of
the Organization. It presented its reasons as follows:

"The Seventh Annual General Assembly of the Armenian
Church Youth Organization of America in recognizing
its mission and obligation of service to our Church,
believes that the primary obligation of the Armenian
community of America is toward its Church for the good
of the Armenian people and of America, and for the
greater glory of God.

"This work cannot be done without church school
teacners and priests, and the Armenian community of
America docs not have cnough church school teachers,
deacons and clergymen to attend to its own recligious
and spiritual nccds.

"During thc more than Fifty ycars of its organizcd
existence in the United States of Amcrica, the Diocesc
of thc¢ Armcnian Church of Amcrica has witnessed the
growth of an Arnmcnian gencration which is American
by birth and gencral education.

"During thc same poriod this Diocese has rcachcd
a status wherc it is no longer entirely dependent on
other Armcnian Church comuunitics ebroad to have the
church school teachcrs and clergymen that it needs.

"The Dioccse of the Armenian Church of America can,
financially and cotherwise, proparc its own church
school teachers and clergymon.'
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After discussion, it was

Resolved by unanimous votce:

"That the Armenian Church Youth Organization of
Amorica, as a national church organization,
encourage and assist in every possiblc manncr

the Dioccsan authoritics in their solcction and
training of church school tcachecrs and of candi-~
dates for ordination into the prilesthood, and

that this cncouragemont be as concrcte as possible,
to thec full extent of the financial and other
capacities of thc Organization."

The Ccntral Council proposcd that the objects of the
Organization bc rcaffirmed on the following grounds:

"We who have committed ourselves to the truth and to
perpetuate the truth through our faith and through our
Church, firmly belicve and proclaim that;

"The Armenian Church Youth Organization of America
scecks, as indicated by its very name and stated in its
Constitution, to causc, help and encourage its mecumbers
to lecern, practice, uphold and propagatc the moral,
dogmatic, and spiritual principles and tcachings of the
Christian recligion, and this Organization also scecks to
decpen and strongthen among its members the knowledge
of, and loyalty to Amcrica., This Organization upholds
the spirit of human frocdom, unlversal justicc,
brothecrhood of men and dcevotlon to duty as good citizcens,
dodicatced to tho scrvicce of their God and cocuntry.

"In the prescnt world situation, foreccs of atheistic
matcrialism and other such idcologics arc thrcatcning
the general foundations on which the above objecctives
can bc carricd out at all, and this Organization is
convinced that the most potent power against atheistic
idecalogics is norcly the rcaffirmation of the positive
teachings of the Christian religion."

After discussion, it was

Resolved by unanimous vote:

"That the Armenian Church Youth Organization of
America make a special effort to use all its re-
sources to create in its own ranks and among the
Armenian people in general, a clear awareness of
the necessity of spiritual values to be learned
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and assimilated as part of their obligations to B
the Armenian people, to the United States of e
America and to God,and that this Orgsnization e
stay clear, while engaged in the furtherance of e
spiritual life, from political activities, accord-

ing to the American principle of separation of

Church and State."

E. The Central Council proposed that conference and study
facilities be arranged to aid individual members in
carrying out the aims of the Organization. After some
discussion, it was

Voted: That the Armenisn Church Youth Organization
of America organize a series of conferences
and studies, preferably in the Summer, the
object of which conferences and studies will
be to enlighten our youth on matters related
to the Christian religion, their Church and
national culture, Thesc sessions, which will
be mixed with appropriate social activities,
will be particularly useful to Armenian
Church School and Armenian School teachers.
They will be held in an appropriate place
and should last at least two wecks.

The Cleveland Chaptcr proposed that printing cuts used
by host chapters of the Assembly be sent to the Central
Council. After discussion, it was

The Worcester Chapter proposed that some action be
taken to inform the forthcoming Diocesan Assembly that
the Armenian Church Youth Organization of America
desires the nomination and re-election of Archbishop
Tiran as Primate of our Diccese.

Barsamian, can use and that the Central
Council set a quota for each chapter toward
the price of the gift.
