Chapter IV
Membership

4, Young warried and/or unmarried women who have been baptized, con-
firmed or married in the Armenlan Church shall be eligible for
membereship.

5. Menmbers shall pay &n initiation fee of one dollar.

6. Tach member shall pay annual dues, the amount of which shall be
declded by the membership meeting by majority vote on condition
that the dues are not less than three dollars.

The membership meetling shall be held regularly once a month, and

elections shall be held at the first meeting of the year, (in
January).

The conduct and supervision of affairs of the Gulld shall be
executed by an %xecutlve Committee consisting of the followlng:

In the absence of both the Chairman and the Vice-Chalirman,
the meeting shall be conduoted by the Recording Secretary.

The officerse named in Chapter VIII Shall be elected at the annual
meeting of the Guild held in January by secret ballot of the major-
ity of the members present. Only pald members may submit bhallots.
No member should hold office more than one congecutive term (two

yenrs)..

a. At the first election meeting one half of the officers (Chair-
man, Réc. Secretary, Treasurer, and two advisors) are elected
for two yeara, and the other half {Vice¥#Chairman, Cor. Secret-
ary, Asst. Treasurer and one Advisor) are elected for one year.
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Thereafter thelr successors are elected for two ysar tefm.

The Parish Council must be notified for confirmation of newly
elected Txecutive Committes.

Three Consecutlive unexplained absences from membership meetings 7
will disqualify any member.

The Executlve Committee must submlit an annual financlal report to
the Parlish Couneil in January of every year,

An Auditing Committee consisting of three members shall audit the
Treasurer's book semi-annually in June and January.

Subsidiary committees may oonsiat of members appointed by the
Txecutive Committes.

Chapter 1X

Duties of the ®WXecutive Committee

20.

The dutles of the Executive Committee members are asg follows:

a, The Chalrman

{1) THe Chairman shall conduct the executive and
membershlp meotings and shall see to it that decisg-
ions are carried out.

(2) The Chairman shall be an ex~officio member of all
sub-committises.

(3) The Chairman, at her discretion and with the
approval of the kxecutive Committee, may allocate
funds to the respective committees or for emergen-
cles which may arise.

bs The Vice-Chalrman

{1) The Vice~Chairman shall perform the duties of the
Chairman in the latter's sbsence. 8Shall also be
Chairman ex-officio of sll Permanent Committees.

Co Recording Sécretary

(1) The Récording Secretary shall keep the minutes of
the executive commlttee and membership meetings.

{(2) She shall be in charge of the By-Laws of the Ypung
women'B Guild, the membership and committes lists,
and tha addreasses of the respective members.

(%) She shall sign jointly with the chairman all the
minutes, documents and certificates. .

{(4) ¢She shall keep the attendance record of the members.




d.. The Corresponding Secretary - o

(1) The Corresponding Secretary shall issue the
announcements of the meetings.

(2) ghe shall conduct the correspondence of the Young
Women's Guild.

(3) Shall perform the duties of the Recording Secret-
ary during the latter'B abaence.

€. Treagurer

(1)' The Treasurer shall keep a eorreét accounting of
the incomes and disbursements of the Young Women"s
Guild.

{2)° She shall have the duty of paying all expenditures
approved by the executlive committee, recelving
numbered and signed recelpte for each item of
remittance.

{3)" Snall submit her book for the examination of the
executive committee, the membership meeting, and the
committee of auditors, whenever necessary.

(4)’ She shall submit to the Parish Council & copy cof
its flnanclal) statement.

{5) sShe shall deposit the funds of the Young Women'®s
Guild in a bank designated by the Parish Council.

(6)° In the event of making withdrawals, the Treasurer
shall slgn the bank forms jointly with the pres-
ident or vice-president.

-fe Assistant Treasurer

(1) The Assistant Treasurer shall collect the membership
dues and shell iasue recelipts.

(2)' Shall issue reminders for unpaid dues.

{3) Suall keep a correct accounting of all dues.

Chapter X
Committees and their dutles

21, The Young Women'k Guild Shall have the following sub-commlittees,
composed of 3-5 members.

8. Speclal Committees - Auditing, Nominating and By-Laws.

b. PFPérmanent Committees -~ Wducational, Publlecity, Hospitality,
Membership, Ways % Means.
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Co Other commitiees may be named by the Chairman in the counsel
of executive committee meatlings or by the majority vote of the
membersg..

Special Committeesn

a., The Auditing Committes shall conglat of three persons
whose duty shall be to examline the Treagurer's books
prior to the annual membership meeting and to report its
finding to that meeting.

b. ThHe Nominating Committee shall congist of 3-5 persons
appcinted at the February meeting. The duties of the
Nominating Committee shall be:

{1) Séeuring the congent of the nomlnees before
pregsenting thelr names for slection,

c. The By-Laws Committee shall prepare, wherever needed,
amendments to the By-Lawsg, gublect to the approval of the
Pariash Council.

d, Permanent Commlittees

(1)’ The ®Wiucational Committee shall prepare the
programa of lectures and apecial functions for
the youth of the church.

(2)' ThHe Publicity Committee shall prepsare the
announcenments and circulars for the Young
women's Guild functlons.

(3)' The Hospltality Committee shall provide
refreshments for the monthly meetings.

(4)" The Membership Committee shall strive to
incresse the number of members.

{(5)" The Ways % Means Committee Shall plan all pro-
fit making projects for the year.

Chapter XI

Zlectlons.

22, Whenever the ballots are evenly divided, the pastor shall cast the
declding vote.

23, ¥ach member shall be entitled to only one vote, which is not trans-
ferable, and must be cast in person.

24, The Chairman shall name a committee of tellers composed of five
persons. :

25, No member should hold any office more than one consecutive term
{two years).

26,

Any member of the Young Women's Guild may be elected a member
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of the executive commlittee after one year of membership.

27. The meetings of the executive committee shall be held once & month,
or oftener if necesasary.

28, Officers whose service has terminsted must transfer all records,
books, documents, funds and other articles in thelr poassessgion,
t0o the exscutive committee.

29, Committee chalrman may attend the executive committee meetings.
They shell have a volce but shall have no vote.

Chapter XI1

30. The membership meetings shall meet once a month and(éﬁéll kold

a minimum of nine meetings in a year.

3l. The annual membership meeting shall be held in January for the
election of the officers of the executive committee and the pre-
gentatlion of the annual reports of the committees.

32. The presence of half the total membership plus one shall con~
gtitute a quorum.

Chapter XIII

Awards

33, A member of the Ydung Women’'B Guild who has served for five years,
shall receive a corucifix provided by the Diocesan Office.

34. A member of ten years shall receive a medal granted by the Diocesan

Office,
35. A member wlll be chzﬁgen yearly as Woman of the Year {excluding
the executive officers).
Chapter XiV

The Amendment of By-Laws

36. These By-Lawas may be amended by the majority vote of the assembly,
provided that a copy of the itemsa that are to be amended are
malled to the members and is read snd voted on at the membership
meetiﬂgo

~37. The amendments shall be presented to the Parish Council for final
aporoval.

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Chapter XV
Liguidation 0

39. When a Women'’s Gulld ehaﬁter is liquldated, its books, records,
funds and other belongings shall be delivered to the parish
council of the locsl church.
