A BRIEF HISTORY OF 

HOLY CROSS ARMENIAN APOSTOLIC CHURCH 

WOMEN'S GUILD 

It was just 70 years ago a group of dedicated ladies of the 
Armenian faith decided to form a group to promote their 
heritage and religion. They had no church, but their vision led 
them in the direction of commitment. 

On April 9, 1916, these ladies met in the home of Mrs. Anoosh 
Zarifian and organized the l:leginning of the ARMENIAN 
APOSTOLIC CHURCH LADIES AID SOCIETY OF LAWRENCE. 
The following ladies were elected as the first Executive 
Committee: ANOOSH ZARIFIAN, MARIAM PAROONAGIAN, 
LOOSIA ARABIAN, ISGOOHI AZARIAN, AGHAVANI MINASIAN, 
HEGHINE KRIKORIAN and SATENIG BOYAJIAN. 

In March of 1917 at a general meeting the following were 
elected to the Executive Committee:

ARSHALOOYS TAKVORIAN-----SECRETARY 
ARSHALOOYS AKASH IAN-------TREASURER 
MARKRID TZERIGIAN-----------KEEPER OF SEALS

HEGH INE K R IKOR IAN-----------ADVISOR 
MAR lAM K HE NTIGIAN-----------ADV ISOR 

In 1918 new members were elected to the executive as follows: 
DIKRANOOHI NAHIGIAN, MARAM AKMEKJIAN, SIRANOOSH 
HOVNANIAN and ELMAS EVLIAN. 

The Ladies Aid Society of Law renee grew over the years in 
spirit and membership. Until our church was built in 1936, our 
faithful held their meetings in their homes, in the Garden 
Street Chapel and the YWCA. This shows the kirrd of stamina 
our mothers had and never gave up in spite of obstacles and 
inconveniences. 

Through the years, many changes have taken place. In 1969, 
I ike in 1916, a new generation of young ladies had thoughts of 
a Young Women's organization, where they could follow in the 
footsteps of their mothers. Under the leadership of Rose V. 
Azariari, Lawrence saw the formation of the YOUNG WOMEN'S 
GUILD. By 1979 the guild had a membership of 53. The two 
organizations continued to work side by side. During these 10 
years the Young Women's Guild had many successful social and 
money raising functions, thereby bringing their share of 

responsibility to our church and parish. We have given our love 
and service by helping out all the organizations of our church 
with their functions and likewise they helped our cause when 
called upon. 

It was during this time in 1977, our church embarked on one of 
its most extensive project of renovation. Our needs were growing 
and we met the challenge. We needed rooms for our Sunday and 
Armenian Schools, an office for the clergy and visiting dignitaries 
was much needed. Our kitchen faced a complete overhaul, 
expansion of the hall and new rest rooms were on the agenda. 

In 1970 the Young Women's Guild and the Ladies Aid Society 
of Law renee became one, under the name of HOLY CROSS 
ARMENIAN APOSTOLIC CHURCH WOMEN'S GUILD. The 
purpose of the merger was seen as a bond between the two 
organizations to serve our church with more vigor. They say, 
strength lies in numbers and that is true of any organization. 
We now number 100 strong. 

It was about these trying times that we were left without a 
parish priest. Our structure was in the process of being 
renovated. All our organizations pulled together and worked 
night and day to keep everything running smoothly. The Guild 
sponsored extra functions in order to make more money to help 
the Parish Council to meet their debts. 

We had a few visiting clergy, giving us the spiritual guidance 
that we needed. On this occasion, it is fitting to give our 
heartfelt gratitude to Rev. Papken Maksoudian of Greater 
Boston. His dedication to the Armenian Church is very evident. 
He came even in the most inclement weather. May God give 
him many more years of his humble service. His presence gave 
us the support that we so needed. 

In 1980 we saw the climax of all our hard labor and inconven ­
iences. The dedication of our new complex was consecrated 
by our Primate, His Eminence Archbishop Torkom Manoogian. 
In 1981 our faithful parishioners witnessed the 50th year 
celebration of the consecration of our beautiful church. Indeed 
it is beautiful. Our House of Worship is admired by everyone 
who visits our church. God has been good to us. He gave our 
predecessors the wisdom to carry out their dreams. That is 
why we should value our legacy and protect it zealous I y. 



On the 53rd Anniversary of our church, in 1984, we burned our 
mortgage. It was a great day for our parishioners and friends. 
Our faithful came through again with their donations, time and 
energies helping in every way. 

And now we come to the 70th Anniversary of our Women's Guild. 
During these past ten years, the Guild has worked diligently to 
help lessen the burden of the Parish Council. We have tried to 
have as many cultural programs we we did social. Too numerous 
to mention! We participated in many projects of our church. 
We have contributed close to $70,000. We purchased needed 
items, and our members were generous with their donations to 
help defray cost of purchases. We have dedicated members who 
give of their time and talents. We have come to think of our 
church as our second home. 

The Women's Guild thanks everyone for their support and for 
sacrifices these past 70 years. We thank all the past Chair­
ladies, their Executives and Standing Committees who have taken 
the responsibility of leadership. We thank all the members and 
parishioners who have given their time and energies to support 
our Guild of which we couldn't do without. Our heartfelt 
thanks to all our church organizations - our choir and its 
director who give us our spiritual uplift on Sunday mornings 
when their voices sing our beautiful hymns and tell us that our 
church is alive, to our deacons and altar ser:vers who assist our 
clergy for every occasion and also to our Sunday and Armenian 
School teachers and children who give us hope for the future, 
to our ACYOA members, who hopefully will be our leaders of 
tomorrow. Our thanks to our Mr. & Mrs. Club who kept our 
young couples together, working for the good of their church 
throughout these past 30 years, also bringing their share of 
financial and social responsibility. To our Parish Council whom 
we look up to, to preserve what our forefathers gave their lives 
for. Our appreciation to our delegates who for years have 
offered their time, attending meetings and having the interest 
of our church in their hearts. Our gratitude to our community 
for standing behind all our organizations by supporting us 
morally and financially. We also thank our past and present 
secretaries of our church who have helped with all the clerical 
work of our Guild.

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Our respect and appreciation for our Primate, His Eminence, 
Archbishop Torkom Manoogian of our 0 iocese, who visits our 
parish when time permits to give us his blessings. For we 
are truly blessed to have church leaders of Srpazans caliber. 
We also pray that God will watch over His Holiness Vasken 1, 
Supreme Patriarch and Catholicos of all Armenians. 

Our thanks to all the clergy who have served our church these 
past 70 years. They also have brought their leadership and 
guidance to our parish. We thank our present pastor, Rev. Fr. 
Zenob Nalbandian for his spiritual guidance in our endeavors 
since his arrival in Lawrence in September of 1985. We hope 
we will have many years of amicable cooperation with Der Hayr 
and his lovely family, Yeretzgin Hasmig and three children. 

Since 1916 when the Ladies Aid Society was first founded, we 
have lost approximate! y as· members. We also lost one of our 
most beloved priests, in the name of Rev. Fr. Vartan Avakian. 
May God Bless their souls and give comfort to their families 
for the glory they brought to their church. Their memories will 
never be forgotten. 

In conclusion, The Holy Cross Armenian Apostolic Church 
Women's Gu.ild is proud of its accomplishments. We have tried 
to achieve high standards in our goals. I'm sure our mothers 
would be very proud of us, as we are sure we can say the 
same of the ne x t generation. May God Bless us all and our 
church. Let us all join hands and make the next 70 years 
as productive .
