Following the holocausts of 1914-1916in which almost two million Armenians perished. 
the bulk of traditional Armenia remained In the hands of the Turks. 

In 1920, The Armenian Soviet Socialist Republic was founded, with an expanse of 11.500 
square mlles. 

The present population of Armenia Ia approximately 3 million, and the country is compris­
ed of 33 administrative diatrlcta. 90 percent of Armenia is over 1,000 meters above sea­
level. 

Yerevan Is the capital city with a population or approximately one m!Uion. It is one of the 
most ancient clUes of the world and Is preceaded by the ancient Erepouni alta, dating beck 
soma 6,000 years B.C.E. A sunny city with continental cUmate. Yerevan spreads near the 
banks of the Hrazdan River, and Is the canter of culture and learning. 

In Armenia, there are 1.270 schools with over 400,000 students. 37 professional secon­
dary schools and 11 university levellnsUtutea form the core of higher education. In 1921, 
The State University of Yerevan was founded, and In 1943 the Academy of Sciences of the 
Armenian RapubUc opened. 

The institute of Research of Armenian Manuscripts was built In 1958. The repository con­
tains some 16,000 ancient manusclpts, the oldest of which Is the Lazarlan Gospel, dated 
887. The are fragments of manuscripts from the 5th and 6th centuries as well. 

Armenia displays pride In Its State Conservatory, the State Phllharmonic Society. the 
State Academic Opera, and the BaUat Theatre • as wall as the Dramatic Theartre. the 
Young Specatator's Theatre and the Theatre of Musical Comedy • all of which have 
distinguished themselves admirably in their various areas of the arts. 

2,800 libraries can be found in Armenia containing nearly 20,000,000 books and 
periodicals. Armenia has 12 theatres and 20 museums. Thera are approximately 1.500 
clinics, including 270 hosviials.
