The Cathedral o~ Ani is ~ound at the high­
est peak o~ the city. It was built in the lOth 
century, during the moat glorious part o~ the 
reign of the Bagratouni Kings o~ Armenia by the 
renouned Armenian architect, Drtado The cathe­
dral is considered a masterpiece or Armenian ar­
chitecture, representative of the most classic 
features of Armenian architectural expression. 
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Armenian Architecture. 

Like the Cathedral of 
Ani, the Lowell church 
shall heve three entran­
ces, the main entrance 
being on the north ~as­
eade. The fascade shall 
be adorned by 12 arches 
thrusting upward and en­
hancing the verticle ef­
fect o~ the ancient ca­
thedral. In keeping the 
double-tiereft roof ef­
fect, the Lowell church 
further stresses the 
concept of the cruciform 
centerd by a broad co­
nical dome, unique to 

The dome of Saints Vartanantz Armenian 
Church o~ Greater Iowell sh~_ll pierce ~h.~LJlki -, 
approximately;; feet- thus:5e-yng-th~-highest: 
peak for almost 60 miles into the New Hampshire 
mounta.ins. 

Besides the lofty dome, the interior shall 
feature a repitipn of arches, a broad and high 
apse as well-as a martyrion balcony in the old 

aonastio tradition. 

In his two-volume work "Armenia",H.F.B. 
trnch describes the Cathedral o~ Ani as an 
unparalleled work o~ art during this period 
o~ architecture in the Western world.

In its meeting or Monday, October 25th, 
the Building Committee unanimously voted to 
present the finalized plans, bid cost of 
construction and display o~ architectural 
renderings to a Special Parish Assembly for 
scrut1nization and affirmation prior to sub­
mitting the finalized project to the Diocese.
