This is a residential institution 
for pre-adolescent boys from ages 9-14 having family and court problem. 
My duty is to work with boys and their families. The job is very 
ppomising and pay is adequate. 

St. George"f~ plans to have very active year with religious and social 
activities. Religious services will be in English and Armenian. 
Newsletter Ararat will inform you in detail in the months ahead. 
In September and October I plan to visit our parishioners. I did also 
check Dallas and Fort-Worth area Telephone directories where I did find 
50 Armenian families. Sometime in the future I plan to visit them and 
conduct religious services. 

Already I am being asked to perform Baptism and Sacrament Matrimony. 
I know that I am permitted to perform these sacraments. If not please 
advise accordingly. Will appreciated a cmpy of English translation of 
Rite of Baptism by Archbishop Nersoyan and Rite of Holy Matrimony by 
Archbishop T. Manoogian • .....

Surpazan Hayr: 

On Thursday evening, September 8, 1977, myself and my family arrived in 
Houston. Prior to our arrival, the Parish Council of St. George Armenian 
Church had purchased and prepared a home for our use as the Parish House. 

On Sunday, September 11, 1977, the Parish Council and the Ladies Aid 
Society made arrangements and held a dinner reception in our honor so the 
Armenian Community of Houston may have the opportunity to meet myself and my 
family personally. This dinner reception was very well organized and very 
well participated with a large attendance with much enthusiasm on everyone's 
behalf. 

On Wednesday, September 14, 1977, we held our first Parish Council meeting 
since my appointment as Pastor to St. George Armenian Church. During several 
items on our agenda, the question of the Parish Assembly was raised and 
discussed. However, we are facing a very difficult matter at this time. Having 
in mind, Article #7, page 8 of the By-Laws of the Armenian Church of North 
America (1968) which informs us that; 

Members in good standing of a Parish Church who are 
eighteen years of age or over, may participate in 
the assemblies of the same parish and may vote, pro­
vided that at least six months have elapsed since 
the date of their registration as members of the 
parish and their dues have been paid. They may be 
eligible for office one year after becoming members. 

At the present time, we do not have one full year dues paid members who 
may be eligible for election to the Parish Council, Nominating Committee or 
the Auditing Committee. Therefore, we hereby present this matter to your 
attention for your assistance towards a resolution or recommendation for our 
problem. 

We look forward to hearing from you soon.

I am enclosing herewith a list of comments for the subject project 
based on my perusal of the preliminary drawings as submitted, for 
your review and approval. 

It appears from the drawings that the Houston Parish is a very 
large and affluent parish. Conservatively the 1st phase of con­
struction will cost approximately one million dollars, furnished. 

It also appears that the objectives of the parish is to build an 
almost complete elementary school as Phase II. It certainly is 
too large for the usual Sunday/Armenian School.

A. SITE PLAN 

Consider access to kitchen for service, delivery and wasteremoval. 

B. FIRST PHASE PLAN 

1. Is the parish aware of the construction cost, operating and staff 
cost of a facility as large as the one planned? 

2. Has the parish carefully considered their needs as to size and space? 

J. The work room, secretary-conference room and study are all too 
spacious. 

4. Chapel should be designed and furnished to accommodate the liturgy. 
How everl temporary the area is designed ••• 

i.e. Center Aisle 
Baptistry 
.Ambulatory around the alter, etc. 

5. Multi-purpose hall - see item B-1 above. The hall will seat 450 - 550 
at dinner; 700 at performances. 

6. The kitchen is too small to service the lall. The serving area should 
have more isolation from the hall and be larger to serve that size 
hall properly. 

7. The kitchen should be designed by a kitchen consultant. It is the 
most expensive space to furnish and must be properly designed and 
equipped. 

8. Mechanical equipnent room appears too small to service planned 
facility. 

C. S:EDOND PHASE PLAN 

1. If the class rooms are intended for Sunday and Armenian School use 
they are too large, too many and too rigid to accommodate varying 

class size. 

2. If the class roams are intended for full time day school ••• the 
rooms are too inflexible for current teaching methods ••• and missing 
facilities for use as a day school.

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D. THIRD PHASE PLAN 

1. The church is well conceived for this stage of planning. 

2. Provide for side altars. 

J. Choir should have direct view of the altar 

4. Provide clearance for procession around the altar. 

S. Provide·votive candle locations in the nave. 

E. All parish building needs, budgets and costs should be carefully planned 
and reviewed by the Parish Council before proceeding any further, so as 
to make certain the Architect is designing the facility meet the parish 
requirements. 

Lobby - too small for 500 persons.
