and the larger, side panels depict 

"The Battle of Avarair" 

and "The Last Survivors." 

Meher is derived 

from the Armenian epic poem, 

David of Sassoun, a saga 

of heroic deeds in the same genre 

as the llliad and Beowulf. 

Meher is kin to David of Sassoun 

and is portrayed 

as the valiant defender of 

Armenian freedom and independence, 

and the personificat ion of 

the invinc ibl e spi rit of the Armenian people. 

This magnificient monument 

stands for all time , and for 

all Armenians everywhere, 

as a tribute 

to the past and an inspiration 

to future generations.
