lains of Congress. 

The first President of the United States was inaugurated 
at a time when the nation was fully conscious of the cost of 
its freedom and sensed it had a special destiny in the his­
tory of nations. In these present days of national celebra­
tion and reappraisal "nations are terrified" and "king­
doms are shaken," people can seek God as their "shelter 
and strength, always ready to help in times of trouble" (from 
Psalm 46).
