Regional Meeting Held at St. Leon's
Armenian Church, Fair Lawn, N.J.
on October 28, 1975

The participating parishes were: St. Leon's Armenian Church,
Fair Lawn, St. Thomas Armenian Church, Tenafly, Holy Cross Church,
Union City and St. Mary Armenian Church, Livingston. Absent were
the parish priest and members of St. Mary's Church of Elberon.

The meeting was opened with a prayer by His Eminence Archbishop
Torkom Manoogian. The meeting was called to order at 8:30 p.m.
by Mr. George Mekenian, Diocesan Council member, who also chaired
the meeting. His Eminence the Primate presided over the meeting.

The Agenda was passed out to the 28 delegates and parish council
members present. Present from St. Leon's Church were Father Paree
Metjian and 7 members. Present from St. Thomas Church were Father
Arnak Kasparian and 10 members., Present from Holy Cross Church
were Father Vartan Megherian and 3 members. Present from St.

Mary's Church were Father Houssig Bagdasian and 4 members. In
addition, Miss Syraun Palvetzian, Director at the Diocese, Valerie
Goekjian, Executive Secretary of the Council for Religious Education,
and Edward Kaiserian, new Chairman of the Central Council of the
ACYOA, and Mr. Stephen Kambourian, Executive Director of the Diocese
were present.

Chairman George Mekenian announced that item 2 of the Agenda would
be discussed first -- His Holiness Vasken I intended visit to the
United States for the Bicentennial celebration in 1976. It was
announced that the Catholicos' visit was canceled since arrange-
ments are being made for the celebration of the 20th anniversary
of his enthronement and the Blessing of the Holy Muron in Etch-
miadzin.

Item 4A of the Agenda was then discussed -- Purposes and Aims

for the CRE, ACYOA, Choir, Armenian Language, Ladies Guilds and
Social Services. Miss Valerie Goekjian gave a summary of the
activities and publications that the CRE has prepared for the
Church Schools. Observations were made by the various members and
comments as follows. It was said that there is a dire need to
train our young Sunday School teachers and that regional meetings be
localized, i.e.,, St. Thomas, Fair Lawn, Livingston, etc. to train
the Sunday School teachers. A comment was also made that maybe
this should be done on a monthly basis since it is difficult for
most of the Sunday School teachers to get away for the annual re-
treat held during the summer.

Mr. Edward Kaisarian was introduced as the new ACYOA Central Council
Chairman, at which time he briefed the gathering on what has trans-
pired since the Miami weekend meeting and the various officers of
the Executive Committee. Inquiries made of Mr. Kaisarian were
regarding age limit, plans for the ensuing year, communications
with the various members, and whether they were getting members

in the age group of 22-25 (college students). Most questions were

answered to the satisfaction of those present. Other observations
from the gathering were as follows: there is a specific need to
attract the senior members to the Church. Nothing is being done
in the churches to keep the senior members active in Church functions.
Possibly a training course with challenges and responsibilities
plus social and religious programs would maintain the interest of
those college students. Constant communications should be kept
with college students by sending news releases. If they are
attending out-of-state colleges, the local parish should maintain
contact with them and invite them to the religious and social
activities of the church.

Regarding the choirs, it was stated that Church Sunday School
students should be invited to participate with the church choir
during rehearsals in order to stimulate their interest in joining
the choir. A time limit should be set (half hour to one hour) so
as not to bore the students in their initial introduction to the
choir. The choir should work with the church Sunday Schools in
teaching them hymns of the Badarak.

Regarding the Armenian School, a comment was made that the Armenian
School books received by the schools were for the first four grades
and also had inguired about an advanced curriculum. His Eminence
informed the members present that those books were now in the pro-
cess of being completed. A question was raised as to the feas-
ability of opening an Armenian parochial school in the New Jersey
area. The St. Leon's Church informed the members that it teaches
its children dances, culture and singing to breakup the monotony
and maintain their interest.

Regarding the Ladies Guilds, His Eminence the Primate gave informa-
tion on Women Saints Day which will be held in March of 1976 and
requested that all churches have their Ladies Guilds participate
and cooperate.

Regarding Social Services Miss Palvetzian briefed the members on

the intended programs that are being planned by the Diocese in

order to help those who are in need. Several people made comments
regarding this highly essential program and spoke with Miss Palvetzian
after the meeting regarding immigrants, language problems, financial
assistance, transportation. It was asked if the AGBU should not be
involved with the Diocese in this specific area.

Item 1 of the Agenda was then discussed -- Parish Matters. Regard-
ing Assembly Reform, His Eminence Archbishop Torkom Manoogian in-

formed the members that Assembly reforms are being planned and
would be presented at the Diocesan Assembly.
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After the Archdiocese summary was read to the members present,
the following questions were raised: budget for each district,
is it necessary for each district to have a bishop, supervision
regarding each district and would it include California, how would
it effect the Diocesan budget, what of our need for more priests
and is their any reason why bishops cannot be elected instead of
appointed. Would the bishop or district head serve a duel role
as the parish priest and district leader?
UNITY

Arnak requested Diocesan delegates who were present at the
73rd Annual Assembly for their interpretation as to the decisions
rendered by the Assembly regarding Unity. He also stated that the
Diocesan Council was taking a "hard line" on the Unity question.
Mr. Arthur Otchy, Chairman of St. Thomas, made the following
comment about the Assembly. A great majority of the delegates
wanted to have the difference resolved posthaste. The Diocesan
Unity Committee was to meet with their counterparts and iron out
their differences. His Eminence the Primate then informed the
members as to the situation up to that time. George Mekenian re-
ferred to the guidelines of the Unity Committee Report, paragraph
3, Section 2B.

The Chair then thanked the members present for attending and stated
that he felt that constructive ideas were discussed and it is now
up to us to implement them. His Eminence closed the meeting with

a prayer. The meeting was adjourned at 12:15 a.m.
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Regional Meeting Held at the Diocesan Cultural Center

on October 23, 1975

The participating parishes were: St. Gregory, Holy Cross, Holy
Martyrs, Armenian Church of Westchester.

The meeting was called to order at 8:20 p.m. by Father Mampre
Kouzouian, Diocesan Council member, who also chaired the meeting.
His Eminence Archbishop Torkom Manoogian participated in the
meeting. The agenda was passed out to 28 Diocesan delegates and
Parish Council members present.

From the Holy Martyrs Church, Father Carnig Hallajian and six
members were present. From Holy Cross Church, Chairman of the
Parish Council, Sam Chapootian and five members were present.
From the St. Gregory Church, Father Mampre Kouzouian and 10 mem-
bers were present. From the Armenian Church of Westchester,
Father Karekin Kasparian and three members were present.

It was announced that His Holiness Vasken I would not be coming
to the United States in 1976, since arrangements are being made
for the celebration of the 20th anniversary of his enthronement
and the Blessing of the Holy Muron.

The first item on the agenda was Parish matters. The question was
raised by George Sanosian of the Armenian Church of Westchester
of the validity of a pledge system for a church and asked for
remarks from the other council members through the Chair. After
various remarks, it was the consensus that in today's circumstances
for financial assistance for a church, a pledge system is manda-
tory. It was also pointed out that it is a matter of educating
Armenian parishioners to the pledge system which is used by the
Episcopalians, Methodists, etc. Sam Chapootian of Holy Cross
indicated that they do not have a pledge system and that they de-
pend solely on the plate collection dues plus the Easter and
Christmas Yughakins. His Eminence the Primate gave a short dis-
sertation on the advantages of the pledge system.

The next three items were skipped, and item 4A was then discussed --
Diocesan Purposes and Aims for the C.R.E., ACYOA, Choir, Armenian
Language, Ladies Guild, and Social Services. Father Karekin gave

a short synopsis of the duties and the responsibilities of the C.R.E.
There were several comments made regarding the C.R.E. as follows:
Joseph Kalemkerian of Holy Cross suggested that a program be devel-
oped for adults as well as children for Christian Education, especial-
ly for the Church Sunday School teachers. Father Carnig observed
that the Church Auxiliary should be developed in the area of re-=
ligious education. Churches should make it a point to educate

more in the religious theme and not in the social aspects in the
various Church organizations and that the responsibility should

fall on the pastor. Father Mampre stated that the wvital nerve of
our religious life falls with the clergy.
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Father Karekin stated learning the Armenian religion, Divine
Liturgy, and Armenian heritage go hand in hand.

The following observations were made by various people regarding
the ACYOA, The youth should be given time to participate with
the senior groups, Parish Assembly and Parish Council meetings.
The ACYOA is only concerned with social activities and not with
ideas on religious or cultural activities. Since most of our
senior ACYOA members are away in college, when they return, it is
up to the Councils and delegates to get them involved in Church
activities.

The question was raised as to why the Cathedral Choir was being
paid. Father Mampre answered the question to the satisfaction of
the inquirer. Father Karekin suggested the use of the cassettes
from the Diocese to help the Choir groups.

Excellent remarks were made on the curriculum and books as prepared
by the Armenian Language Lab.

The following observations were made regarding the Social Service
program. Funds should be available to provide help not only to
the needy but to the Armenian immigrants who are coming to this
country in the area of translation, medical, social and religion.

Item 3 of the agenda was then discussed =-- Budget, Assessments and
Stewardship. The majority of questions were on the assessments

for the year 1976, at which point a run down was given on the
Detroit formula. A remark was made that the Budget would be close
to $520,000. Stewardship was discussed and the help it would
render parishes in their payment of assessments and that Parish
Council members should encourage people to become Stewards in order
to help their own church.

Item 5 of the agenda was discussed at which time His Eminence the
Primate called upon Edward Chapian to give a brief run down on
Assembly reform. The consensus of the members present was that
Assembly reform is something that is drastically needed.

Item 7 of the agenda was then discussed - Archdiocese. After Apkar
Omartian of the Westchester parish read the Archdiocesan Report,
questions were raised as to budget, by-laws, would the district
leaders be elected or appointed and would they be bishops or priests?
All these gquestions were answered.

Father Mampre thanked the members for coming to the Regional Meeting.
The meeting was closed with a prayer by His Eminence Archbishop
Torkom Manoogian. The meeting was adjourned at 12:20 a.m.

Enclosed you will find a check for $1000. which will pay
the balance of our 1975 diocesan dues.

In response to your letter dated November 5, you will find
a copy of the minutes of the Regional Meeting at which
His Eminence Archbp. Torkom Manoogian presided.

At our parish council meeting of Tuesday, November 11,
during the reading of the Regional Assembly minutes the
following correction was made and accepted to page 3 of
the minutes under The Primate added, Budget Assesments-
Stewardship; Der Hayr Barsamian brought it to the
Primates'™s attention that he is still not receiving the
minimum amount as outlined by the Stipend's Committee
Report, and that it was his understanding that that
should be taken care of before the addition to our dio-
cesan dues. The Primate agreed.

The parish council members found the 1976 assessment of
$3090. excessive and unreasonable because.... a) it is
over a 100% increase from 1975. In his opening remarks
at the meeting the Primate pointed out that the Rich-
mond community was among the 2 or 3 parishes that 'were
almost alone - secluded from the diocesan parishes".
With this point in mind one must appreciate the diffic-
ulty this means to us. b) According to our proposed
budget of 1975 of which the diocesan office received a
copy in our annual general membership meeting report,
this year's assessment is nearly 10% of our total budget.
Anticipating a decrease rather than an increase the
proposed $3090. will reflect nearly 25-30% of our gross
receipts.
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This will cause an undue additional hardship on an al-
ready overtaxed small community. ¢) Enclosed you will
find a copy of the letter from the State Fair of Virginia
to the chairman of that project, Mr. Gerry Sharigian,
informing us that a minimum of 30 day's notice will af-
fect the removal of our food stand when they so desire.
This has always been a substantial source of our income,
averaging $5000. or more each year.

Because of the above mentioned and other pressing finan-
cial problems confronting it, the parish council feels
it will be unable under the present circumstances to
accept an increase of the diocesan dues.

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MIDWEST REGIONAL MEETING - NOVEMBER 1, 1975

On Saturday, November 1, 1975 at 2135 pom., Archbishop Torkom Manoogian
presided over the Midwest Reglonal meeting held at the host church, St, Gregory
the I1luminator Armenian Church of Chicago. The meeting was attended by the
clergy, parish councils and their auxiliaries, of the midwest churches,
Rt, Reverend Varoujan Kabaradjian of St, James Armenian Churcﬁ, of Evanston, Illinois,
Deacon Manoog Ke]igi;n of Holy Shoghagat Armenian Apostolie Church qf East St. Louis,
Tlinois, members of St. Joachim and Anne Armenian Church of Palos Heights, Illinois
and the various bodies of St. Gregory the Illuminator Armenian Church of Chicago,
T1linois, |
After the opening prayer by Surpazan Hayr, the meeting began with the discussion
of parish matters and their problems, Sunday school classes have good attendance,
able teachers and good supervision., Their main problem seemed to be in the lack
of involvement of the mid-teen children, The classes do not seem to keep their
interest, They also will not participste in church services or Sunday School. At
the present time, all they wish to participate in is sports activities. They need
a program of some kind which would keep them informed and occupied; St. Gregory
has about 18.young people in this group, St. James also has a similar problem.
Deacon Manocog feels it might be difficult to keep them active socially between the
ages of 15 to 17, but at 18 they somehow find their way back to the church.
Deacon Manoog felt it was an overall problem whether you have clergy or not.
St. Joachim and Anne was the exception, and their young group was the most productive,
They were supervised by Khachig Bogosian, who did a remarkable job with them.
George Nahabedian of St, Gregory, spoke of qualified teachers in our parishes, but
" lack of informative ma.terial did not help, Surpazan Hayr said the Diocese is
putting together some pamphlets which will be informative to the young people.
Surpazan Hayr spoke about the A,C.Y.0.A., At their "Sports Weekend” in
Miaml last September, fhey elected a Central vCouncil. They will elect a
permanent youth dirsctor. The youth wish to govern thenselveé with no adult

supervisioh. tut the Diocese wants to look into their discussions and actions,
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not to govern them, but to see that their actions fulfill the wishes of the
Armenian Church, The Diocese has put aside $25,000 into their 1976 budget towards
the A,C.Y,0.A.

Choir - New publications to help all services uniform, Choir problems at
St. Gregory's were discussed, the lack of musical supervision with mainly no
clergy to assist in practice, St. James has a lack of new young members,

St. Joachim and Anne has a young choir, but lacks older choir members. George
Nahabedian asked Surpazan Hayr if there were any choir directors agsilable in
other countries, He was told a language barrier would result in a lack of comm-
nication, George also spoke of an Armenian named Emile Surpos, who was the former
music director of the Chj._cago Public Schools, Surpazan asked if we could get his
new address and what he was doing now,

The Ladies Amd.liaries were asked if they had any preblems, St. Gregory's
had a successful year with the bazaar, rummage sale, lenten dinner, Saint's Day,
and their picnie, St. Joachim and Anne said their auxiliary disbanded and the
Young Women's Guild is doing all the auxiliary work., They have a2 membership of
12 and very active,

Surpazan Hayr spoke of Social Services at the Cathedral and said they dealt
mostly with the immigrants who needed medical, finanecial é.nd sométimes, help
towards divorce., The people do not usually seek help, but when they learn there
is a committee to help with social matters, then they seek these services, Many
people have beem helped and now regularly use the church facilities, Many new
people now come around, A committee was set up to talk to the new visitors,

- introduce themselves, make them feel important and become a part of the Armenian
commmnity, |

Armenian Schools - Surpazan Hayr spoke about the supervision of Sylvia Der
Stepanian and the help of visual alds and games is an asset to the schools, She
was to visit the Armenian School in Evanston on November 14,

Deacon Manoog brought up the subject of visiting clergy. He asked if there
was a fund for the travel and housing of visiting clergy to a parish who does not
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have a priest, He said it costs about $200 for one visit and felt a small
parish could not afford two visits a year, Surpazan said, as of now, it is the
parish's responsibility,
Surpazan Hayr touched on various subjects, such asi
1, Stewardship Program
-2+ Assessments and Budget
3. Clergy Stipend
L, Communication with the Catholicos
Stewardship Program — Each parish should contribute towards a $500,000
Dlocesan budget, This is ’divided by the various parishes, each one having a pro-
portionate share_. Chicago for exampley, needs 20 stewards per year at a cost of
$100 per steward. The membership dues for parishes from Chicago, Evanston,

Palos Heights and East S‘E. Louis were listed as follows:

St. Gregory $1,465,00
St. James. 4 ,380,00
St, Joachim & Anne 1,138,00
Holy Shoghagat 1,285,00

Commnication with the Vehapar ~ His Holiness' visit to Amerieca in
September of 1977 was cancelled, It is the year for the blessing of the Holy
Muron, The Vehapar's 20th anniversary also takes place; therefore, His Holiness
will stay in Etchmiadzin,

Clergy Stipend - There will be various salaries set at the parishes, If a
parish priest leaves one parish at a high salary, and goes to a less paying
parish, the balance of his salary will come from the clergy stipend fund, A
budget of $120,000 is needed for this fund, but due to the lack of funds, this
plan is not as yet active, | |
