The Armenian Genocide: The "Unknown" 
,..festi1nony of a Greek Doctor 
By Joseph Kassessian 

Themselves one of the pebbles in the multi-ethnic 
mosaic of the Ottoman society and living in close con­
tact with the Armenians, whose sinister fate they were 
to share some years later the Greeks of Asia Minor 
became reluctant eye-witnesses to the great tragedy that 
befell the Armenian people during World War I. As a 
matter of fact the testimonies of the Ottoman Greeks 
concerning the wholesale massacre of the Armenian 
population of the Ottoman Empire would amount to a 
voluminous assembly of documents. However, no 
serious attempt was ever made to collect and register 
these testimonies in what would have become librmy 
of irrefutable documents. 1oday, several decades after 
the events, it seems that this chance has gone forever. 
As a matter of fact there is no more than a handful of 
elderly survivors to whom the researcher could appeal 
in search of material concerning the events of those 
years. However, Greek literature concerning the events 
of 1914-1922 is quite rich. Quite a few Greeks who 
witnessed the events of those years have published their 
memoirs in which there are references of various length 
concerning the plight of the Armenian nation. 

The following testimony is extracted from a collec­
tion entitled "The Greek Sources on the Armenian 
Genocide" to be published in the ncar future by the 
.f.rmcnian Studies Center of Athens. GrecCJt, Michael 
N. Efklidis. an Ottoman Greek physician from the town 
of Ligda (Adakidc) enlisted in the Ottoman anny on Oc­
tober tlw 22nd, 1914 and served in it with the grade of 
Captain-doctor for "4 years, 2 months and 2 days" as 
he states himself. He follow·~d the Ottoman army in 
Cilicia, then in the invasion in Persian A7crbaidjan and 
in the ensuing retreat to Anatl.)lia. Durin~ his service, 
he registered his! daily experiences in the f(mn of short 

notes. Efklidis came to Greece in September, 1922 after 
the evacuation of Smyrna. In 1929, he published his diary 
in a 174 page book published in Athens. The references 
of Efklidis· diary to the Annenian genocide are short 
and fragmentary so that it can not be said that they con­
stitute a major source on the whole process of the above­
mentioned genocide but they have their own spei:ial value 
as an unbiased testimony .of an eye-witness. 

December 20, 1919: .. .In the midnight we enter 
Dort Yol, an Armeni:m village engulk~~ tl"ees · 
and various plants. The inhabitants are industrious and 
live on the orange commerce. Unfortunately this year 
they ha\'e not been able to make some profit out of it 
because of the war. It was in these places that the great 
massacres of the Arn1enians [he is referring to the 1909 
massacre] took place. 

April4, 1915: [In the valley ofOurmia, Persian Azer­
baidjan] Proceeding in a valley covered with plants, we 
see to our right and left many beautiful, small Arme­
nian villages \Vhich have now been destroyed by the 
Kurds. 

April 15, 1915: [Reference to the battle against the 
Rus~ians at Dilman, Persian Azerbaidjan]. We too move 
fonvards and we camp at Tchork Yol, one hour's distance 
from the front. At 9 a.m. the battle begins again. We 
watch with our Commander from the top of a hill the 
battle that takes place down at the plain. The Turbsh 
troops take hold of the Armenian villages in front of 
Oilman and the Kurd irregulars are sacking them, tak­
ing away carpets and earthen vats and hens and cows 
and whatever they happen to find. 

April 29, 1915: This afternoon we received the order 
of gcncralrctrcat towards the district of Van and we start 
immediately at 5 p.m. We walk all night and al dawn 
we reach a Kurdish village whose inhabitants, fearing 
the rcvcn~e nf the Armenians serving in the Russian ar-

The present official Turkish Ene is clear and un· 
~ompromising. The 1915 Genocide never happened. 
It is a figment of the Armenian imagination. Armen­
ians died, certainly. But Turks died too. Perhaps 

. many more Turks than Armenians. 
In this preface, Dr. Joseph Kassessian rightly 

asserts that the Turks are guilty of two crimes against 
humanity: one, committing the Genocide, and two, 
coyering it up, rhus denying the rights of !he survi­
,·ors. He goes en to· point out that in the ye::us follow­
ing World War I, there were no offidal denials of the 
Genocide, perhaps b~ause its memory was still very 
much alive in the o,:ictims, the perpetrators. and in

millions of people throughout the world as a result of 
countle" ntwspapcr articles and editorials dcaiing · 
with the massacres. 

· The purpose of the book under review is to stress 
the fact that Turkish denials of the Genocide have 
ne\'cr been consistent and monolit~ic. As rc·cently as 
1980, for instance, the Turkish Communist Party 
published the following resolution: 

•'The genocide perpetrated in Turkish Ar· 
menia by the Turkish chauvinist is one of the 
most barbaric atrocities e1•cr witnessed in 
history. The chauvinist governments of 
Turkey lzal'l! taken rlze /i1·es of millions of 
Armenians and pilla[:.cd their possessions. 
Those who were able 10 san? their lives were 
forced to c111igratc from the lands on which 
they had /in•d for thousands of years and 
dispersed throughout the world. Today, 
only /00,000 /lnrrenians, out of a tota/6.5 
mit/ion world f'Oflllhttion, half<~{ wlticll arc> 
/i1•inr, ill the ,<.,"oriel U11io11. arc in Twkcy."
