I am writing this letter to you in an appeal for some action in
the following matter.

December 27, 1990 I bought a book from the St. Vartan Bookstore.
I was later billed for the postage and handling charge in the
amount of $2.50 which was paid by my check no. 489 on February
21, 1991 and cashed by St. Vartan on February 25, 1991.

I have received FOUR reminders from Aline Chatmajian that I have
not paid this $2.50 charge.

By my letter to her of May 3, 1991, I sent her a copy of the
canceled check. (My bank charged me $7.00 for researching this
matter.) She has continued to ignore all my correspondence that
this money has been paid and the check cashed.

I now consider her letters to be a harassment and demand that it
be stopped IMMEDIATELY.
