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The cultural profile of a nation is
the strongest clue to its identifica-
tion.

In addition, an elegant
booklet is included with the LPs con-
taining the Armenian text of all the
songs, along with their translations
and transliterations.

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The Chilingirian String Quartet
beautifully recreates the evocative
melodies of Komitas’ folk songs, as
arranged by veteran cellist Sergey
Aslamazyan. It also puts on vinyl the
first Western recording of Mirzo-
yan's Quartet, a work imbued with
national hues, which was banned
from the Soviet concert stage for
many years. In addition, you will be
intrigued by Bazil's jagged The
Abandoned Churches of Ani, which
cryptically etches the ruined outlines
of one of Armenia’s architectural
wonders.
