'HISTORY OF ARMENIAN LITERATURE' PUBLISHED BY ST.
VARTAN PRESS

"History of Armenian Literature” by Dr. James Etmekjian is a comprehensive text on
Armenian literature and is the first book on the subject written in English. It covers the
works of literary figures from the Golden Age of Saints Sahag and Mesrob, to the Silver
Age of the twelfth century and the closing years of the thirteenth. Here one can learn about
our literary forefathers, Yeghishe, Krikor Naregatsi, Nerses Shnorhali and scores of
others.

Intended to be a three volume work, the recent and untimely death of Dr. Etmekjian
leaves the body of his writing at the thirteenth century. The author was a survivor of the
Genocide, whose father and other family members were murdered by Ottoman Turks. Dr.
Etmekjian came to the United States in 1927 and earned his Bachelor of Arts and Masters in
Arts degrees from Harvard University. During his successful writing and teaching career,
he wrote "A Graded West Armenian Reader", "The French Influence on the Western
Armenian Renaissance", and "Anthology of Western Armenian Literature.” He also wrote
countless literary criticisms, translations and articles on foreign languages, Armenian
history and community affairs. ,

Spring releases just in at the St. Vartan Bookstore include three new books, Yoljuluk by
W.N. Chambers, General Andranik and the Armenian Revolutionary Movement by
Antranig Chalabian and Volume #19 of Documents of Armenian Architecture, Gharabagh.

Yoljuluk (Turkish for "voyage") describes the missionary work of William Nesbitt
Chambers during his 45 years with the American Board of Commissioners for Foreign
Missions. The book offers fascinating descriptions of Chambers' close observations of
Armenians, Kurds, and Turks in the Erzerum and Adana regions of Turkey. This
interesting paperback is a quick read at 125 pages and a good buy at $5.50.

Recently translated into English, General Andranik and the Armenian Revolutionary
Movement is a detailed account of contemporary Armenian history focusing on General
Andranik Ozanian, an Armenian national hero. Written in a simple style, Mr. Chalabian's
aim here is to sustain the interest of the layman rather than the sophisticated scholar. The
book is excellent reading for anyone interested in history and in particular for Armenians as
a source material. (588 pages, $35.00)

Gharabagh is the latest in a series of books on Armenian Architecture published by the
Faculty of Architecture of the Milan Polytechnic Institute Academy of Sciences of the
Armenian S.S.R. Lavishly illustrated with color photographs, the book beautifully shows
how exhilarating Armenia's panoramas are as well as displaying important architectural



structures. The detailed text is in both English and Italian. The book would make an
excellent gift (107 pages, $32.00). All preceding volumes are available at the bookstore.

The bookstore also carries, on compact disc, the original master recording of Aram
- Khachaturian's ballet Gayane. Performed by the Georgian Symphony under the direction
of Djansug Kakhidze, the ballet is in three acts and takes its name from its heroine Gayane,
an Armenian woman of great spiritual strength. The story is set on a collective farm about
the time of the outbreak of World War II in the Soviet Union. Its plot themes are universal,
encompassing love, jealousy and friendship, nobility and betrayal. The double compact
disc set includes an informative booklet featuring photos from a Soviet production of the
ballet. At $25.00, the boxed set is moderately priced and would certainly be a valued
addition for Khachaturian enthusiasts.

For those brushing up on their Armenian vocabulary, the two ninety-minute stereo
cassettes released by Vocabulearn would be a useful tool. The tapes are designed to
expand the user's comprehension and expression of Armenian words and phrases.

Martiros Saryan (1890-1972), People's Artist of the USSR and
winner of the Lenin and State prizes, was the founder of Soviet
Armenian painting and is recognized as an artist of
international significance.

According to Yevtushenko, Emin's poems "reflect the best of  the
Armenian working people and intellectuals. Their qualities of
spiritual nobility, respect for others, and the discreet
expression of feelings."

In his poetry, the Armenian-born Emin touches on many éubjects,
due to his eclectic background. As a young man, he worked as a
hydraulic engineer, a discipline he cites as important to his
work. "Nothing 1ike the exact sciences can help an author
develop a sense of structual harmony, to avoid verbosity and
dispense with the luxury of taking steps where one is
sufficient," he recently wrote.

Emin was also influenced by his tenure in the great depository

of Medieval Armenian manuscripts, the Matenadaran. World War II
affected his poetry, as did the Genocide. "To be silent about
the crimes committed around us and go on producing so-called
'beautiful' 1literature is tantamount to being an accessory to
those events," Emin has commented.

“THE FORTIFICATIONS OF ARMENIAN CILICIA" -- A NEW BOOK

BY NOTED SCHOLAR ROBERT W. EDWARDS

"The Fortifications of -Armenian Cilicia" is the title of an
impressive volume by the noted scholar Robert W. Edwards.
Published by the Dumbarton Oaks Research Library and Collection,
Washington, D.C., this handsomely-illustrated oversized book is
available at the St. Vartan Bookstore.

Edwards spent many years researching Armenian architecture in
Cilicia, including a year in the region itself. The kingdom of
Cilicia, on the Mediterranean Sea, was the Tlargest and
politically the most significant Medieval Armenian settlement
outside the historic Armenian homeland in the Caucasus. From
approximately 1080 to 1375, a community of diverse origins was
slowly fused into the kingdom. Edwards claims the Armenians
prospered in Cilicia largely because of the intricate network of
defenses they created that "turned a natural cavity of the
Taurus Mountains into a Mediterranean-based fortified march."

This book is primarily a systematic assessment of the military
architecture of the Cilician kingdom. While most of the sites
discussed are Armenian, Edwards also includes a number of
Muslim, Byzantine and Crusader forts.

The 1lively narrative is supplemented by 78 plans and draWings,
plus 569 black and white and 48 color photographs.

Edwards credits a number of 1leading institutions and scholars
for their advice and help in compiling the information for the
book, including some prominent Armenians.
