Manoogian, Primate of the Diocese of the Armenian Church of America, our
enthusiasm was unsurpassed, when he informed us that His Beatitude Arch-
bishop Shnork Kaloustian, Patriarch of the Armenians of Turkey had gracious-
ly accepted the invitation to consecrate the painting and bless the Madagh.

This auspicious occasion which will take place on September 13 & 14, 1986
is the outcome of many months of planning and dedication. I am sure that the
committee members will be pleased at the successful consummation of this
event.

Now, the Armenians have a New Shrine. This Shrine is a symbol of the
staunch faith of our people.

A BRIEF HISTORY OF THE
PICTURE OF “CHARKHAPAN"

During the reign of the Ottoman Emperor Fatih Sultan Mehmet II, there
were two Jesuit churches in Constantinople. One was named St. Nicholas and
the other Holy Mother of God in which was the famous painting of the Madonna,
painted around 1475.

The first Armenian arrivals from the interior of Turkey, settled nearby these
churches. After a while, they contacted the Jesuits and were able to buy half
of the church dedicated to the Holy Mother of God where they could perform
their religious services.

After a time, the Ottoman government took the church over and converted
it to a mosque. The painting of the Madonna which was known among Arme-
nians as ''Charkhapan Soorp Asdvadzadzin'’' remained in the possession of the

Armenians.

In 1829 when a church dedicated to St. John the Chrysostom was built in
the Karagumruk area of Constantinople, this marvelous painting was brought
there. This church became famous because of the miraculous powers of the
holy painting. Thursdays were set as the day of pilgrimage for this shrine.

Armenians and non-Armenians from nearby and distant areas visited the
shrine in large numbers to pray to the Holy Mother of God, to grant their

wishes.

In 1900, when the church was razed to the ground, this painting was saved
and placed in the Church of the Holy Archangels in Balat, Constantinople.

This painting has been considered miraculous not only by the Armenians
but by other Christian communities and Moslems. It is said that the daughter
of Sultan Mahmut, princess Adile who was sick, was cured after she visited
this shrine and prayed on her knees to be cured with the intercession of the
Holy Mother of God. After her cure as a sign of gratitude, she had an inscribed,
marble fountain built near the entrance of St. John the Chrysostom Church.

This painting is still an object of veneration and loving care of the faithful
in the Chruch of Holy Archangels in Istanbul, Turkey, and grants comfort to
all who faithfully ask in their prayer for the intercession of '"Charkhapan''.
