Being mindful of the occa-
s:on they decided to utilize the experience and energies of all available men and
women of Holy Cross. A conference was called and the question thoroughly dis-
cusscd. Out of this meeting emerged the 20th Anniversary Committee whose mem-
bersghip is pictured below. ‘

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The doors of our church were first
opened on January 6, 1929. That is a day
to remember. On that Christmas day,
twenty years ago, the first mass was cele-
brated. And since that day, many more
masses have been celebrated and many
milestones passed. When the doors of an
edifice are thrown open, that is only the
beginning. It takes work to keep them
open. We have done just that. And the
word ‘we’ encompases not only your
church officers but all congregation mem-
bers and the Armenian community.

Immediately upon opening, the depres-
sion set in. People were discouraged and
money was scarce. But we stumbled along.
That old Armenian perseverance came into
play. We denied ourselves a lot, but we
met our mortgage payments. And thus our
house of worship was kept open to all.

Along about 1935 Mr, Haik Kavook-
jian, a tireless and devoted worker, be-
came the guiding genius. With him at
the financial helm, our progress became
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rapid. The depression left us, but before
we could say Jack Robinson the war was
upon us. Our honor roll tells that history.
During those trying years, our friends
sought out the church for solace and com-
fort, since there was hardly a family that
was not affected by the conflict overseas.
We met many people at church whom we
had seldom seen before. And the war’s
termination did not mean their termina-
tion of church attendance. Today our
membership totals a nice one thousand, all
because our small church supplies the
spiritual solace that many seek.

In 1945 we celebrated our final mort-
gage burning. The church was truly ours.
We could now throw the keys away. The
doors would be open forever. Since then
we have not rested on our laurels. We have
accumulated a little reserve for but one
purpose; to improve and enlarge our
church in some way, shape or form. God
willing we shall, for we know our parish,
our friends, our officers and our ministers.
As a corporate group we are sound.

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HAIK KAVOOKJIAN

In the history of Holy Cross Church
the name of Haik Kavookjian might easily
head the list of those who have given of
their time, brains and money. It would be
repetitious to enumerate the services this
man has given to his church and nation.
Previous publications have covered this
phase very thoroughly. We shall attempt,
here, to paint for you a picture of Mr.
Kavookjian as we have come to know him
through the many years of our association.
The simple stories about him are numer-
ous and legendary. We particularly like
to recall the time he rose to make a speech
at one of our homey gatherings in the
church. He had, it seems, instructed his
wife to pull his coat tail when she thought
he had spoken enough. Either Mrs. K.
likes to hear her husband talk or perhaps
the good woman forgot. In any event he
kept right on talking until words ran out.
Finally turning to his wife, who was sitting
next to him, he said, “Pull that coat tail
woman, I don’t want to stand here all
night.”

There is another story which a few of
us have been privileged to know. On the
wall of his tastefully furnished office there
hangs, in a simple frame, a check for the
sum of 67 cents payable to Haik Kavook-

jian and signed by the Treasurer of the
United States with a letter stating, “Sorry
to inform you that owing to a directive
just received from Washington relative to
the cancellation of one dollar a year ap-
pointments, which were in effect during
the war, it will be necessary to cut off
your salary. I realize that this is rather
short notice to give you, but I hope you
will find other means of supplementing
vour income, particularly since the en-
closed check is the last one you will re-
ceive.” He is remembered by most of you
as the chairman of the Armenian division
for the sale of war bonds during the last
war. What you do not know is that through
his efforts alone the honor of our race
was placed on a high pedestal by the Treas-
ury Department. It wasn’t an easy task
to sell millions of dollars worth of bonds
in small denominations. Hard work, per-
severance and the will to succeed marked
his every move. We are indebted to him
for the success of this monumental task.

The Armenian community is fortunate
in having such a public spirited citizen in-
terested in its welfare. We at Holy Cross
are doubly fortunate because we consider
him a friend. We value that friendship
and pray that God will watch over him.

This page donated by a friend of long standing
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Usually charts and graphs are self
explanatory. The one pictured here on
membership, tells the story of our rise
from the low figure of 50, in 1929, to over
900 in 1948. However, no chart can tell
the real story behind any figures, and it
is this story we wish to bring out.

Although every person baptized in
the Armenian Church is always a mem-
ber, we have only considered those who
have actually paid membership dues. Then
in looking over the chart again, we see
that in 1929 only 50 such people were on
record, whereas in 1948 this number rose
to 933. And if we look further, we will
notice that the first substantial rise took
place in 1938 when, from a mere 87, the
figure rose to 306 with a steady increase
ever since, and only a stone’s throw away
from the magic figure of 1000.

What was behind this meteoric rise
in 1938? The answer is very simple. The
wardens of that year made a membership
drive number one on their priority list
and not until a potential member signed on
the dotted line was he or she allowed to
go free. High pressure, you might say.
But it certainly got results. And now we
come to the late forties, when our member-
ship increased at a rate which delighted
everyone. During this rise we must signal
out two individuals who, more than any
others, accounted for this membership
growth. They were a self appointed two
man membership committee. Anyone with-
in sight or hearing of them became a mem-
ber pronto. Yes, we mean George Bashian
and Levon Arslanian. By the time you read
this article, we hope to have reached
that magic figure of 1,000 and be well on
the way to the second thousand.

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THE MAUSOLEUM OF
ARCHBISHOP LEONCE TOURIAN.

The assassination of Primate Arch-
bishop Leonce Tourian during Holy Mass
on December 24, 1933 is remembered as
the saddest event in the annals of Holy
Cross Church. In the days following, the
body of the Primate was temporarily kept
at Ferncliff cemetery. Adhering to the
wishes of the Catholicos of all Armenians,
the Diocesan Convention passed a resolu-
tion in May 1937 to have Archbishop
Tourian’s body buried within the walls of
Holy Cross Church.

During the following year the me-
imorial chapel pictured here was built
adjoining the church vestry. And on No-
vember 6, 1938 the body of our martyred
Primate was buried in this chapel with
His Holiness Garekin I Catholicos of Antil-
ag, then a special envoy of the Catholicos,
officiating. Others participating in the cere-
monies were His Grace Archbishop Tirayre,
the most Rev. Bishops Hovsep Garabedian
and Mampre Kalfayan, the Rev. Elisha Si-
monian and seven other members of the
clergy. In 1939 a marble tombstone was
erected bearing the following inscription:

LEONCE
ARCHBISHOP TOURIAN
PRIMATE OF ARMENIANS IN AMERICA
BORN 1 JANUARY 1879
MARTYRIZED
24 DECEMBER 1933

A word of gratitude to the composers living and dead; to Nerces Nercessian
who arranged the four part harmony for the traditional classics; to our soloists who
poured their glorious voices into these platters and last but not least to the young
voices of our choir who labored so patiently for so much time.

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On this same page we have repro-
duced the very first and a recent issue of
our publication. It has changed a little phy-
sically, but not much. Originally started as
an eight page monthly it is now published
as a four page weekly. Our Zvartnotz
is not a profound publication. We do not
claim it to be nor was it ever intended as
such. It is just a medium of approaching
and reaching all our members and friends
with pertinent church news when it is
news. By changing from a monthly to a
weekly we were able to accomplish this
purpose much better.

Although only a four page publica-
tion, it still presents problems. Articles
must be written, news gathered, dead lines
met, proofs read and checked, and finally
addressed and mailed. And we cannot miss
a week or our local postmaster will be
right after us with inquiries. Tt is work,
week after week, but fortunately Rev. E.
Simonian and Rev. A. Ashiian for the Ar—
menian section, and Edward Jaboolian and
Aram Jaboolian, for the English section,
have always been able to stay on the right
side of the postal authorities.
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Thumbing through some old issues of
the Zvartnotz we came across the follow-
ing item that warrants repeating:— “. . .
the scene is the front of the Metropolitan
Opera House where hundreds are lined up
waiting for a chance to purchase tickets
for standing room. Among these are a
couple of young soldiers with eager faces
hoping to be among those who will enter
the opera house. Scenes like this are com-
monplace in New York. What takes place
from here on is not commonplace, in fact
very rare. A car pulls up to the curb, a
ccuple emerge, walk to the entrance and
stop. They have noticed the two young
soldiers standing in line. Not a word is
said. They head straight for the two boys,
hand over to them two reserved tickets for
the evening’s performance, turn right
around, enter their car and drive away.
The couple? Does it matter who they
were? If names were mentioned they
would not like it because we all know
them well. It is enough to say that they
were big hearted. God bless them!”

Some years back, the date is irrelevant,
a testimonial was tendered to Mr. Harry
Shalian who had recently resigned after
several years of service as choir master.
All preparations had been made, all the
guests had arrived but suddenly it dawned
upon the committee that they had failed
to purchase an adequate gift for the hon-
ored guest. While the dinner was in pro-
gress this oversight was attended to. At the
appropriate time it was given to Mr. Shal-
ian amid much clapping and cheering. He
was deeply affected and genuinely pleased,
but upon opening his gift the pleased ex-
pression on the committee turned to em-
barrasment. They had purchased an elab-
orate comb and brush set. And Mr. Shalian
had no hair!

Back in 1941, the “hokapartzous” of
that year promoted a picnic during one of
the summer Saturdays. It was an informal
affair limited to the wardens and their
wives with a few friends for added meas-
ure. The morning of the picnic was warm
and clear, ideal for such an occasion. All
the paraphernalia was loaded into private
cars and the caravan of some five cars pro-
ceeded to one of our state parks in West-
chester County. A fine fire place was found
and the fire started. The tables were set,
the food brought out and now it was up
to the day’s chef to produce the usual
shish kebab. But alas, where was the
meat? It could not be found anywhere.
Finally it dawned upon our picnickers, who
at this point were all very much chagrined,
that in their anxiety to get started in the
morning, they had forgotten this most es-
sential item.

Yes, the kebab was enjoyed but at an
hour much later than originally antici-
pated.

At about bazaar time a few years ago,
Nerces Nercessian purchased a painting
which had struck his fancy and had it de-
livered to the church. The package arrived
neatly packed and the bazaar committee
promptly accepted it as another gift to be
gold during our three day affair. And it
was sold too, during the very first night.
But then N. N. began inquiring about his
painting since it should have been deliv-
ered by then. It was only after he had de-
scribed it in detail did the bazaar com-
mittee realize they had appropriated some-
thing not intended for them. The net re-
sult — Nercessian was out one picture and
the bazaar was ahead several dollars.

We should like to say that some of
our present day operatic stars obtained
their start in our choir. But unfortunately
such is not the case, We can say, how-
ever, that year after year we have had
a better than average group who have
mastered the intricate songs of our mass.
Our choir, when in full attendance, num-
bers around forty and the personnel is
composed of youngsters who have grown
up with the church. Some came voluntar-
ily, some had to be cajoled, some had a
little knowledge of music, others none at
all, but after a period of basic training
and rehearsing the results were very
pleasing. Yes, there are paid soloists but
our aim has always been to have our solo-
its rise from the ranks. True, this policy
has not always been adhered to but it has
always been in vogue, thus providing an
added incentive to all choir members.
Everyone aspires some day to sing solo,
be it even just a bar or two.

We are justly proud of the choir as
will thousands of others attest who have
heard them. Aside from their beautiful
renderings they have other accomplish-
ments. They are self sustaining, meeting
all their needs in their own way. Some
of you may have wondered why we pass
two plates on Sundays. One is the usual
church offering, the other is for the choir
to meet its running expenses. It is rarely
that the wardens come to the aid of a de-
pleted choir treasury. On another page of
this booklet is a complete story on the
“Hymns of the Church of Armenia.” In
1946, our choir put their best efforts be-
hind this pet project of the wardens and
the result is now history.

Though the passing of time sees some
drop out, others seem to fill their places.
During the war years male voices were
conspicuous by their absence. But our girls
took up the slack very nicely. In its twenty
vear life the choir personnel has con-

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Our children genuinely want to speak
and write their mother tongue. Contrary to
the popular opinion that our youngsters are
too blase to bother about Armenian, today
at Holy Cross we hold classes three times
a week and have close to fifty children at-
tending. Many of these children are the
sons and daughters of parents who were
born in America or can be practically con-
sidered as having been born here. With
such a nucleus to work on, our church has
made the Armenian School one of its major
activities. Its needs are on the preferred
list.

To date, fifty two scholars have been
graduated since 1935 when the first gradu-
ation exercises were held with one gradu-
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ate. To the uninitiated may we say that
training in our school is equivalent to an
elementary school education. Maybe not in
all the allied subjects, but surely in reading
and writing, Many of our graduates have
married and soon we can expect their off-
springs to occupy the same chairs that their
parents did not so long ago.

Our school goes further in its work.
Many of our ‘“nor serount” in their late
teens or early twenties who were denied
the privilege of learning their mother
tongue as youngsters are now making up
for lost time. Faithfully a whole roomful
attends classes weekly after working hours
to learn all they can about the language of
their parents. It is a pleasure to teach such
a group.

Credit lines must go to the Ladies Soc-
iety under whose sponsorship the school is
now run, to Mrs. V. Paboojian, our present
and much respected teacher since 1937, to
Miss T. Boyajian, to Mrs. A. Kashmanian,
to Mrs. A.Nigoghosian, all former teachers.
And last but not least to a group of ener-
getic ladies who first instigated the idea
in 1927, even before our church doors were
open.

We trust then, our present un-
happiness will be short-lived in the very
near future, It is only a matter of time now
when our facilities will be more appropr-
ate and our school program definite.
