Your Grace:

The Parish Council is happy to advise that we have convinced The Very
Rev. Yeghishe V. Gizirian to remain in the Detroit parish as our spiritual
head to fulfill the needs and services which our community requires. As we
explained to Hayr Yeghishe, we are in great need of his guidance and leader-
ship in the administrative affairs of our church and sincerely feel that his
experience and contributions in this area would be most beneficial to us in
the Detroit community as a whole. 1In bringing this matter to a successful
conclusion, leading members of our community, including Messrs. Alex Manoogian
and Edward Mardigian and Deacons Ara Haig and Daniel Shahan (Diocesan dele-
gates), met with our clergymen and Parish Council. .

The following is a brief outline of the result of these joint meetings:

1. Fr. Yeghishe is recognized to be the Senior Pastor and the head of
our parish and as such will assume all administrative responsibili-
ties. More specifically, he will serve as president of the Parish
Council, all church auxiliaries and their respective executive
bodies. He is also in charge of the educational and cultural as-
pects of the parish, as well as its public relations administrator.

2. Fr. Diran is recognized to be the Pastor of the parish and as such
will assume all pastoral duties of the parish, including performance
of the sacraments, visitations, etc.

3. Whenever the need arises, the Pastors will assist one another to
complete those duties which are designated to be one or the other's
respective responsibility. Alternately, both clergymen will con-
duct church services and deliver sermons, give counseling, and edit
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the parish paper, the Jahagir.

The division of responsibility outlined above has been established with
the approval of both Hayr Soorp and Der Hayr and our Parish Council.

On behalf of the members of the Parish Council, I wish to thank Your
Grace for your understanding and co-operation in consenting to abide by the
decision of our parish that Fr. Yeghishe remain in the Detroit community.
We trust that this information meets with your approval and clarifies this
matter.
