THE ARMENIAN HERITAGE COLLECTION IS SHOWN NOT AS A FASHION SHOW
BUT AS A DRAMATIC PRESENTATION, A STUDIED STEP BACK INTO ARMENIAN
HISTORY THROUGH THE MEDIUM OF DRESS. THE TWENTY~SIX COSTUMES ARE
SEOWN IN ALTERNATING SCENES ON TWO SEPARATED STAGES; EACH WITH
THEIR OWN REGIONAL CUSTOMS USING APPROPRIATE PRQOPS. THE PRESENT-
ATION, WHICH LASTS SIXTY FIVE MINUTES IS ACCOMPANIED BY TRADITIONAL
ARMENIAN MUSIC, SLIDES OF THE GEOGRAPHICAL AREAS, AND A RUNNING
NARRATION ON TAPE., (THE COLLECTION MUST BE PRESENTED IN ITS ES-
TABLISHED FORMAT, i.e., BACK PROJECTION, SPECIAL EFFECT LIGHTING,
