You are to aesume your new pastorate following the oeleb-
vation of the Divine Liturgy in St. John Chureh in Detroit on
Sunday, September 10, 1873,

We qre esuvre you will gontinue with the eame devotion as the
servant of our Lord and the epiritual shepherd of the Armenian
Churoh, plaoing at the disposition of spiritual and oultural

live of our people, the special talents God hae granted you.

Ve recommend that your Parish Couneil make the appropriate
announcements of these arrangemente to the Detroit ocommunity, . —
and organise a publio gathering on September 10, as a formal
farevell in the name of the Detroit faithful.

Ve pray that you never lack for the Lord‘s blessings, and
that you remain always healthy in body and epirit.
