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FROM THE PASTOR'S DESK 

Our new Parlsh Christian Education and 
Family Worship schedule and program Is 
being lmplamanted since September. At this 
stage of the !lie of the program, I ihlnk 11 will 
be useful to 'taka a quick look atlt in ordur to 
make our efforts more effective and more 
productive. First. I think, we must all agree 

wh81her such a nW/ approach was ne<;eS$ary. Before embarking on 1hls project 
I tried to make the case for Its need. The former sehedule of slmultanaously held 
Sunday School for children and Divine Liturgy tong lost 115 effectiveness of 
providing the opportunl1y for Christian Education and Worship for fNfJfY member 
of '!he community, the whole family, adults and d111dren alike. This conclusion 
has b.., recognized for a long 11ma by rellglcrus educators and many dergy. We 
do not nMd to look too far 10 s.. the "!ru1h of this Nd reality. Our young peoplw. 
many of them graduates of our Sunday Schools, are notln Church. Many of our 
young parents bring their children 10 Sunday Schoof bU1 only few remain to 
participate In the worship sarvlce of 'the communl1y. tt will nOi be an 
overstatement to say that ihe vast majori1y of our people who are In churd1 are 
"unchurched", thay lack the basic understanding of the teachings of the church, 
'they were not nurtured by the church In their faith and therefore never learned 
wha111 Is to be a Communl1y o1 God. This does not necessarily mean that our 
people are "unbelievers" and tha11hey do not care about their faith. Not a1 all. 11 
only means that the faith they received a1 bap1!sm. which was to have been 
nurtured within the Church Community, remained an Imam and did not grow. 
The need for the nurture of our Infant faith is an undeniable reality and 
$01"Tlvthlng had to be done abOU1 it 

The ul11mate purpose of Chrlt11an Community llfe Is to study the Word of God 
and to worship Him together, and bear wl'tness to Him In our lives. Our effort Is 
lndMc:l to rafocus our personal comml1ment to the Gospel of Our Lord In a 
growing and worshipping community. I am very pleased and encouraged by the 
overwhelmingly poslllve receplion of our ntiiW program. There are more young 
people In ohurd1, worshipping together, participating In the lltur01 and sharing 
tha Body and Blood o1 OUr Lord. The masage at the Gospel Is being heard 
more loudly and more clearly and the mission of the Church Is being refocused. 
11 the comm1n1s 1rom people on the pews Is any evidence, more than OOOA. are 
posl'tlve. That does not mean that we have no problems and everything Is 
running smoothly. Nat at all. The process of adjustment has just begun and we 
all have to be patient with ourselves and with one another while we make our 
steady progress. Some parems still need to learn to remain In Church for the 
Divine Liturgy wlih their children after Church School classes are dlsmiSHd. 
Some of us have to get used to worshipping with the children In truly adhering to 
the words of our Lord that ''whoever welcomes one such child for my sake 
welcomes me." (Man.1 8:5) In short, we all have to rethink our often misaligned 
notions of what It means 1o be ''The Churoh", 1he communl'ty of Christian 
believers. 

And as we take our little steps toward 1ha1 goal, let us con11nue to pray for the 
Lord's blessings on us and on our efforts.

While 11 Is grati'fylng to see more and 
more paople are ge1tlng involved in 
this most worthwhile effort, there are 
many more people in our parish who 
must be Informed about It 11 was only 

three years ago, just about this time of year when Dar Hayr Initiated the 
establishment of our Chari'!)' Fund, with the purpose af crea11ng a vehicle to 
help the wer grOW'Ing number of the homeless and the needy In our 
communities. The response since then has been overwhelming. Mrs. Elsie 
Donlglan and Mrs. Kora Zadlglan coordinated our 'the program of providing 
oet;a$1onal dinners and lunchnto a hornelen sheltw. In a vwy short time we 
were able to make a commitment to provide a dinner once a month to resld8111s 
at Eva's Shelter In Paterson, and to a men's shelter In Hackensack In the 
summer. In addition to these, we also participate with the o'lher churches In Fair 
Lawn 10 provide dinner for a whole week to a family sheltwln Englewood 'tWics 
a year. Occasionally we are asked to cook and serve a meal on a Sunday 
afternoon to a walk-In shelter In Hackensack. Words cannot express the feeling 
of gratification one experiences when one meets the Lord In 'the personal 
encoumw af the hungry and the poor. We extend an Invitation to everyone to 
be a part of this effort.
