Some years ago the Binghamton parish, located in a relatively
small community and eager to be able to afford a full-time .
pastor, had the happy idea of establishing a pastor's fumd.

The church leaders felt that it was imperative to have a full-
time pastor for the welfare and natural growth of the community.
But the limited resources of the small community seemed to dis-
courage such a prospect.

To counter this circumstance, the pastor's fund was created

and in a relatively short time more than $10,000 was accumulated,

The Binghamton example is one that other of our smaller parishes
can follow with benefit.
