We also wish to thank your office for assigning Archpriest’
Vertannes Papazian as our pastor in replacing Very Rev.
Soukias Kalfayan who passed away.

We feel indebted to your office for the assignment of our new pas-
tor for since his arrival the climate of our religious enwjron-
ment has been one of increased devotion and dedication. This
dedication has revealed itself in increased participation and at-
tendance at our Sunday church services. In a great measure we
must credit this increased attendance and participation to our

new pastor and his untiring efforts.

As Your Grace knows, there had been some friction among certain
families within our parish. This no longer exists as a result of
the reconciliatory efforts by our pastor. Your Grace, we are now
experiencing some difficulty in that we have taken on the respon-
sibility of completely supporting our priest. In spite of our
efforts we have run into opposition from the Racine parish in re-
spect to contributing to the financial support of our priest.
Their behavior and attitude has been one of indifference, similar
to that of the South Milwaukee Parish Council.

We have also been confronted by the desire of our priest, who is
66 years old, to leave our parish within two months to join his
wife and children in New York City. We are sympathetic to his
request in view of his advanced age and the fact that he is sep-
arated from his loved ones for long periods of time. 1In view of
his high capabilities we should like to ask our pastor to remain
indefinitely, but we experience compassion with his circumstances
and must relinquish all further hold on his time.
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We respectively ask Your Grace's assistance in providing our
parish with a new priest with the stipulation that this priest
also serve the Racine parish at least one week out of the
month.

We are disdainful of our next thought; but, as affirmed by our
present pastor, we must have a younger priest who has command
of the English language in order to continue to do the organi-
zation work in the Milwaukee County area which has been started.

It is only with the thought of strengthening our church and

its members that we ask Your Grace to give this matter your im-
mediate attention. The Milwaukee County Area which our church

serves has great possibilities of increazsed growth. Our parish
has always been both progressive and dedicated in every sense.

Please assist us. Your Grace's reply is anxiously awaited.

Your Grace:
This is in reference to your letters, dated December 18 and 23, 197L.

Your letter, dated December 23, advises us that our outstanding obliga-
tion with reference to our 1974 assessment shows a balance due of

$4,531.70.

Your letter, dated December 18, informs us that the assessment for our
parish, in 1975, has been established at $4,025.

We would like to point out that the assessment, in 1973, was $1,992, to
which was added an $800 steward gquota.

The same assessment, in 197L, was $2,420, plus the $800 steward quota.

As you are well aware, we paid our assessment of $1,992 in 1973 but did
not pay the steward quota of $800. The $800 for 1973, we understand,
was added to the 197) amount.

We have reviewed the minutes of the 72nd. Annual Assembly Meeting, held
in May, 1974 which, in our cpinion, shows gross inequities as related
to the parish assessment schedules.

A church of our very small size cannot survive with assessments, as
proposed. It does not help to tell us that this amount is required, and
needed; nor does it help to state that the aszsessment schedule was ap-
proved in the annual meeting.

You can hardly expect us to accept the fact that the two votes we are
entitled to cast at the annual meeting, can, in any way, influence an
assessment schedule.

We have always been proud of paying our assessments on time, over the
past 50 years. However, we now find that the amounts being asked of us
are totally unreasonable and, therefore, do not intend to pay. Our first
concern must be for the welfare of our own community and, at all costs,

Any
arrangement that does not follow this basic principle will continue to
bring about disharmony from many directions.

Your Grace:
This is in reference to your letters, dated December 1& and 23, 197.4.

Your letter, dated December 23, advises us that our outstanding obliga-
tion with reference to our 1974 assessment shows a balance due of

$4,y531.70.

Your letter, dated December 18, informs us that the assessment for our
parish, in 1975, has been established at $4,025.

We would like to point out that the assessment, in 1973, was $1,992, to
which was added an $800 steward quota.

The same assessment, in 197L, was $2,420, plus the $800 steward quota.

As you are well aware, we paid our assessment of $1,992 in 1973 but did
not pay the steward quota of $800. The $800 for 1973, we understand,
was added to the 197L amount.

We have reviewed the minutes of the 72nd. Annual Assembly Meeting, held
in May, 1974 which, in our opinion, shows gross inequities as related
to the parish assessment schedules,

A church of our very small size cannot survive with assessments, as
proposed. It does not help to tell us that this amount is required, and
needed; nor does it help to state that the assessment schedule was ap—-
proved in the annual meeting.

You can hardly expect us to accept the fact that the two votes we are
entitled to cast at the annual meeting, can, in any way, influence an
assessment schedule,

We have always been proud of paying our assessments on time, over the
past 50 years. However, we now find that the amounts being asked of us
are totally unreasonable and, therefore, do not intend to pay. Our first
concern must be for the welfare of our own community and, at all costs,
the responsibility of the trustees should be that that community and its'
