We are very pleased that the leadership of the St. James

vy, Evanston), St. Gregory (Chicago) and Sts. Joachim and Annme

C {W. Pullman) parishes are meeting to discuss matters that
vitally concern all three. We would have been far happfer,
of course, 1f the meeting were called for the purpose of ex-
panding and developing the searvices and functions of the church,
rather than of consolidating thew.

It may sometimes be necessary to merge existing parishes; it
is never good or productive. It always reduces the insolve-~
ment and spiritual identification of cur people: 1t naver adds
to the strength of the church community.

We have on prinmciple opposed the merging of parishes, for
reasons that are particularly relevant in the Chfcago area.
People are lost, fnevitably and frretricvably, because of dis-
tances, because of change, because of any nusber of reasons.
And we cannot take a step consciously knowing that people will
be lost to our fafth and to our mission.
