We received your letter of Aug. 6, 1972. Your let­
ter was discussed at our parish council meeting of Aug. 22, 1972. 

Originally we had estimated Deacon Raymond's expen­
ses at approximately $ 8000 a year. However, as you will see from 
the enclosed breakdown of the expenses, they add up to $8500 a year 
based on the actual expenses of the last six months, & excluding 
gasoline expenses. Your share of these expenses, based on the for­
mula agreed upon mutually, will be $ 1063. In addition to this we 
estimate that he will travel 155 miles roundtrip each week , plus 
45 miles in Syracuse during his three days stay there which brings 
the total to 200 miles. In 12 months that will add up to 2400 miles. 
At 15 ¢ a mile , this totals to $ 360. We have also allocated $ 77 
for miscellaneous & unforseen expenses & quote6 you the figure of 
$ !500 per year. 

Deacon Raymond will probablly be able to start go­
ing up to Syracuse as of the weekend of Sept. 17, 1972, as that is 
the week when we will have an outside priest & Deacon Raymond will 
be free.
