In a sec­
ond, his imagination carried him out of the 
wall of his hermitage, wandering for truth, 
But from childhood he knew only his inward 
world; heart, mind, sou~ and contemplation 
which kept him busy. If from time to time 
he v""Jas annoyed, a few words of prayel.' would 
revive him to continue his celibate and 
religious life. "If because of boredom one 
is discouraged 7 let him set up aGain from 
his anxiety hoping unto Thee for support. 
(Chap. 3 of Lamentation)., 

His real poetic genius appears uostly 
in his Lamentation and in some odes. He 
likes nature; sun, vvater, air, all of which 
constitute a harL .. ony and divine music. Thus 
he prays~ nLet us be worthy to be the harps 
of spiritual ringing 1..mto the Holy Trinity." 
(Ode of Ascension) 

St. Gregory thinks that he has divine 
ins~;iration to \~rite poems, and he says:

"Let thy spirit be mixed ~: .. 'i th this, 
The breath of Thy powerful greatness 

be united, 
With the art you create bestowed upon 

me. il 

"I am influenced to write all these."
