ing plus off-street parking facil-
ities for 350 cars, according fo
church authorities.

The wooded property is vacant
of buildings, the house of the
late surgeon having been razed
some years ago. A world-famous
surgeon, Dr. Crile lived his later
yvears in an E. 93d Street apart-
ment and died in 1943.
