In accordance ~ith the wishes of the Arpajian =~~ly, the St. Gregory of Narek Parish Council has 
been directed to estabiish an Endowment fund c: ·.:hich the interest will be used annually as follows: 

1) One or Two scholarships to be awarded annually to ACYOA member(s) in order to attend the St. 
Vartan Sumner St :.:dies Conference (formerly St. ~ersess) . 

2) The scholarship should be awarded to an l\C7·::A member who demonst:ates financial need and who 
e~emplify the Chr:stian spirit and virtues of ~regory Arpajian. 

3) The Scholarship will be administered by the ~CYOA Central. Council. ACYOA Central Council shall 
selec: the recipients of the scholarship eac~ :ear according to the above criteria and inform the 
family on an annual basis as to '.Jhcm the schc~a:.::-.~~s are awarded. It is also requested that someone 
from the Cleveland communit7 be on the select~c~ committee.
