
Order of Blessing of an Organ 

At the appointed time the people shall gather in the Church, where a new organ is to 
be blessed for divine worship. A Procession shall enter the Church in the following 
order: cross-bearer, censer-bearers, acolytes, bishop and fan-bearers. They shall 
process while singing the chant in tone V. Rejoice, 0 Holy Church! Otp.w_tu ltp 
Umpp tqtqhgp.

My dear brothers and sisters, we have come together to bless this new organ, installed so that 
the celebration of the liturgy may become more beautiful and solemn. The purpose of music in 
the liturgy is above all to give glory to God and to lead us to holiness. Thus the music of the 
organ wonderfully expresses the new song that Scripture tells us to sing to the Lord. To sing 
this new song is to live rightly, to follow God's will eagerly and gladly, and, by loving one 
another, to carry out the new commandment that Jesus gave us. 

Deacon: A reading from St. Paul's letter to the Colossians. (3: 12-17) 
Put on then, as God's chosen ones, holy and beloved, heartfelt compassion, kindness, humility, 
gentleness, and patience, bearing with one another and forgiving one another, if one has a 
grievance against another; as the Lord has forgiven you, so must you also do. And over all 
these put on love, that is, the bond of perfection. And let the peace of Christ control your 
hearts, the peace into which you were also called in one body. And be thankful. Let the word 
of Christ dwell in you richly, as in all wisdom you teach and admonish one another, singing 
psalms, hymns, and spiritual songs with gratitude in your hearts to God. And whatever you do, 
in word or in deed, do everything in the name of the Lord Jesus, giving thanks to God the 
Father through him.
