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NORTH PHITADELPHIA PARISH BUILDS NEW CHURCH AND AUDITORIUM

On October 25, 1964, the Primate of the Armenian Church presided over the
membership meeting to discuss the final specifications of the new Church, Sunday School
and Auditorium to be built on the property located in Cheltenham Township. A4s the
picture shows, it will be an Armenian authentic srchitecture designed by the Kuljian

Corporation.

At the meeting, the Financial report was read by the Assistant Treasurer,
Mr. Harry Mirijanian. The Bid Committee Report was given by Mr. Sooren Paretchanian,
the Chairman of the Building Committee, who assured the membership that the entire

project as of December 1964 will cost not more than $400,000.00.

Mr. John Samuelian, the Architect gave further specifications about the buildings
and expenses. The Real Estate Committee Chairman, Mr. Arsen Kashkashian assured that
our present Church located on Marshall and Susquehanna Avenue is ready to be sold to

the First Timothy Methodist Church for $45,000.00, payable cash at our departure.

At the closing of the meeting, the Primate gave his suggestions and stressed

that the buildings should be ready very soon, and he gave his blessings.

On November 22, 1964, a special membership meeting was summoned by our Pastor
Very Rev. Zawven Arzoumanian to secure the final approval of the membership concerning
both the sale of the Church and the cost of our new project. The Chairman of the
Parish Council, Mr. Sarkis Manoogian, conducted the meeting during which two essential

and practical decisions were taken wumanimously by the quorum which represented the
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majority of our dues paying membership. The contract of our Church sale was approved

by the membership and signed by the Pastor and Parish Council.

The Chairman of the Building Committee, Mr. Sooren Paretchanian, reported
sbout the recent decision regarding the bids and asked the approval of the membership
to begiri the $325,000,00 project which will include the Armenian architecture Church
and the Sunday School classes underneath. He also expressed the wish that the
building of the aguditorium will follow as soon as we can afford the additional

$75,000.00 amount.
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
