Dear Father Arshen: 

January 7, 1975 

You are right 1n your contention, as expressed fn your letter of 
December 23, that parish dues were not reduced accordingly when the 
budget was cut at the last Assembly. It was, therefore, apparent that 
1f all assessments and other anticipated income for the year were 
realized~ there would be a surplus for 1974. 

At the time two thoughts were expressed: That each parish would recefve 
proportionate credit toward the 1975 assessment; or that the surplus would 
be used to pay off Diocesan debts. No decision was made. 

We have our own position on this 1111tter, but it mtgbt be premature to 
dtscuss th1s now. 

It re.a1ns for the 1975 Assembly to take a clear position on tbts, and 
make a decision as per the alternatives posed above. Until then, however, 
assessments w111 be assumed according to the tentative schedule determined 
by the Diocesan Council, tn consultation wfth the Budget Committee~ and sub­
mitted to all par1shes last:month. 

With respect to the Auxiliary Committee that has existed fn your parish 
for SOlie years, 1t is a matter that is regularly revived with every new 
pastor uti brought to our attention. It has been our hope to keep your 
parish committee active and working. since at one tfme ft was planned to 
have such COfiiJiittees in all parishes. Our wish fs still to keep ft separate 
financially from your church's obligation. 
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For the present, let the committee remit what sums it ratses directly 
to the Diocesan Auxiliary. 

We do not want you to del~ your parish obligations with a view to 
such credit, nor do we want this to be regarded as a final resolution 
of the matter. We may have something further to say about this fn 
the future. Until we do, the procedure we have outlined will serve.

On behalf of our parish council, I would like 
to point out a few facts that we think must be con­
sidered. 

1. The 1974 diocesan dues were assessed accord­
ing to the PROPOSED BUDGET. The Diocesan 
Assembly approved a budget considerably less 
than the proposed. Therefore the diocesan 
dues should have been re-assessed according 
to the figures adopted in May of 1974. Since 
this was not done, we think that we should 
be credited for the difference. 

2. The same applies to the 1975 diocesan dues, 
in case the Diocesan Budget is not approved 
as proposed at the next Diocesan Assembly.
