Deacon ~as ~loumian vvas l::orn in Arapkir, Arl!Enia in 1906 and 
as a }OUth noved to Istanbul. In his early years he had an oppJrtu­
nity to visit the Armenian sentinary in Armsh. 

Deacon Maloumian noved to the United States like many of his com­
patriots because of the political situat~on in Turkey. He arrived here 
in 1928. 

In 1932, Menas was ordained sUb-deacon by Archbishop Ghevont 
'lburian and in 1956 to the diaconate by His Eminence Archbishop 'lbrkom 
M:moogian, _Pri~te of the Aruenian Church of Anerica.
