Verified expenses of $374.65 were incurred by Father Nourhan Manougian. 
These expenses were verified and paid by our parish. Since Father Nourhan 
is our Diocesian 'assigned week-end' parish priest it appears to our 
trustees that his expenses would logically be paid by the Diocese. If 
this is the case you would please reimburse our parish the sum of $374.65. 
If not, we would like an explanation. 

Another matter that needs to be cleared - for reimbursement is the sum of 
$850.00- for the obtainment of Father Nourhan's "Green Card". 

Thank you for your time, understanding and, I hope, an satisfactory 
response to the above matters.
