it could be arranged that Rev, Voskan and his family fly from Istanbul to Boston
directly, instead of to New York and take the tra.n fvo. New Tovk to Boston, thus
saving this lotter transportation fare, In coming by boat further expenses would
be inwlved both in Italy and on the way, while by coming by plane all these will
be eliminated, Finally by plane they will have a more comfortable journey.

Today we wrote Rev, Voskan too and explained him the situation, Within a week
we hope to secure the necessary air tickets and ultimately Rev, Voskan's exact
date of arrival. We will inform you as soon as we have all these informations
in hand, In the mean time it is trusted that your Parish Council is maldng the
necessary preparations for Rev. Voskan's living quarters and relevant matters.
