social functions, and athletic functions are led by Mr. Vasken Gostanian.

3. The Annual Picnic was successfully chaired by Mr. Melvin Minassian and
Anniversary Banquet by Mr. Charles Surabian.

4. A Stewardship program has been started to collect additional money for
Diocesan expenses headed by Mr. Edward DerBogosian.

5. The aluminum sidings around the outside of Church have been repaired.
New linoleum has been T1aid in the kitchen and all the stained glass
windows have been cleaned and names have been repainted and placed
on the window sills.

6. Starting tomorrow, January 28, 1974, a new rug will be laid in the
Church aisles and the lower altar (chancel).
