A BRIEF HISTORY OF THE ARMENIAN APOSTOLIC 
CHURCH IN HAVERHILL 

The first Armenians, about fifteen in number, settled in Haverhill from 1890 to 1892. These 
early pioneers recognized the great need for a spiritual home and invited Armenian priests to visit 
the community and to perform church services from time to time. Prior to the establishment of an 
Armenian Church in Haverhill, several priests visited the parish; to celebrate the Divine Liturgy 
which was held at the Trinity Episcopal Church, and to encourage the parish to establish a church 
in the community. 

On December 16, 1923, the first priest sent to Haverhill to celebrate the Divine Liturgy was 
Reverend Father Khoren Lazarian. On March 7, 1930, at the first Parish Assembly in Haverhill a 
Parish Council was elected. 

THE WOMEN'S GUILD, was organized on October 4, 1939 with nine charter members. 
From its inception the Women's Guild has been the backbone of the church. Much of the success 
of the community at large can be attributed to their Christian love, determination, stamina and un­
tiring efforts. 

THE CHURCH CHOIR, began in 1939 under the direction of the Reverend Father Khoren 
Mamigonian, who was the pastor of the Holy Cross Armenian Apostolic Church of Lawrence. 
Divine Liturgy was celebrated once a month and rehearsals were held in the homes of the choir 
members. 

The Church Choir was organized in 1943 through the guidance of the Very Reverend 
Hmayag Intoyan. The choir director, Mrs. Virginia (Derderian) Deranian served from 1943 to 
1952. Miss Sue Kezerian has been directing the choir since 1952 with the capable assistance of Mrs. 
Alice Kasparian. 

THE ALTAR SERVERS, are a dedicated group of men who serve regularly on Sunday 
mornings and on special Feast Days. Deacon Vahak Bogosian has served regularly in the church 
since 1924 until his retirement. Deacon Vahak now serves the Church on special Feast Days and in 
1979 was awarded the St. Vartan Award from the Diocese of the Armenian Church of America by 
His Eminence Archbishop Torkom Manoogian for his many years of dedicated service. Deacon 
Garabed Papazian started serving at the Altar in 1959 and has been serving until the present. Sub­
Deacon Garabed Loosian started serving at the Altar in 1969 and has been serving with untiring 
dedication every Sunday until the present. Also, a special training program for Acolytes and Altar 
Servers has been established and more than ten young men have received the Minor Orders to serve 
at the Holy Altar. 

THE CHURCH SCHOOL was established in 1950 and has continued under the capable 
supervision of many directors during the past thirty-five years. 



THE MR. & MRS. CLUB was established on September 21, 1955 for the purpose of bring­
ing the young married couples together to give the church moral, physical, and financial support. 
The present membership of 18 couples has continued its organized goals and achievements. 

THE HAVERHILL CHAPTER OF ARMENIAN CHURCH YOUTH ORGANIZATION 
OF AMERICA was organized in 1946. The chapter was active for approximately 15 years and was 
inactive until 1969 when the Young Christian Society was organized. In 1974, the A.C.Y.O.A. was 
revived and is actively enrolled in religious, cultural and educational functions. 

THE ARMENIAN SCHOOL has been in existence since the Armenian community started 
in Haverhill. It has flourished under the sponsorship of the Armenian School Committee which is 
elected from the membership of the Women's Guild. 

Through the cooperation of the Rev. Charles 0. Brown, pastor of the Trinity Episcopal 
Church, who was a spiritual father to the Armenians in Haverhill, the purchase of St. John' s 
Episcopal Church was realized on July 6, 1943. The title and deed was signed on December 23, 
1943. 

After major renovations were completed to conform with the canons and traditions of the 
Armenian Church, the church was consecrated on December 23, 1945 by His Eminence, Arch­
bishop Tiran Nersoyan, who was the Primate of the Diocese of the Armenian Church of America. 
The Godfather of the church was Edgar Movsesian. 

It is interesting to note at this time that our church has a 334 year history, having been the 
first church erected in Haverhill by the Unitarians in 1641. In 1847, the church was destroyed by 
fire and rebuilt in 1848-1849. Thirty years later, in 1880, the church was renovated and the facade 
which previously faced the Merrimack River was redesigned to face Main Street. In 1926, the 
Episcopalians purchased the building and it remained St. John's Episcopal Church until 1943 when 
we acquired the building. 

In 1959, the Haverhill High School Annex, adjacent to our church, was destroyed by fire. 
In 1965, negotiations were entered with the city officials for the purchase of the former annex land 
for the future expansion of our church facilities, and this purchase was realized on April 4, 1966. 
On June 26, 1970, the purchase of a single family house at 9 Buttonwoods Avenue in Haverhill 
was made which has been used as our parsonage. 

The pastors of our church have all shared in its history and each pastor has left his own 
personal mark of achievement. We have had capable leadership, spiritual guidance, establishment 
and strengthening of the church organs, development of the church choir, and the establishment of 
the Armenian and church schools. As a result, our church has flourished, and our sincere gratitude 
is extended to all the pastors who have served our church.
