Guest speaker
was Archbishop Sion Manoogian and other cut=of-town speakers
were Rev. Arnak Kasparian, Mr. Edward Mardigian, and Mr. REdward
Korkoian of NDetroit. Loecal talent was on the program. Approxi-
mately $66,000 was pledged that evening.

m. Mr. Andonian completed final plans for the church and
they were submitted to the Diocesan O0ffice in New York for approval

in October 1961, Approwal was received approximately three weeks
later.

ne Since $75,000 goal had been attained, a Visctory Dinner was
given by Dr. and Mrs. Goekjian at the church grounds on October 8,
1961 at which there was a huge turnout,

0. Several banks were csontaoted to obtain loan information
for the future use of the Committee,

Ps As of December 1961 the total number of contributors had
reached 140, and $78,377 had been pledged or donated. Actual cash
on hand totals $24,287.23 (finanocial report attached).
